Automatic Icemaker (on some models)

The icemaker will produce approximately
3 to 3% 1bs. of ice in a 24-hour period,
depending on the freezer compartment
temperature, room temperature, number
of door openings and other use conditions.

There are two types of icemakers: power
switch models and feeler arm models.

It the retrigerator is operated before the
water connection is made to the icemaker,
set the power switch to 0 {off) or move the
feeler arm to the STOP (up) position.

When the refrigerator has been connected
to the water supply, set the power switch to
the I{on) position or move the feeler arm to
the ON (down) position. On power switch
models, the green light will come on.

The icemaker will fill with water when it
cools to 15°F. A newly-installed refrigerator
may take 12 to 24 hours to begin making
ice cubes.

Once the icemaker starts to make ice,

it may take up to 48 hours to fill the bin,
depending on the temperature settings
and number of door openings.

You will hear a buzzing sound each time
the icemaker fills with water:

Throw away the first few batches of ice
to allow the water line to clear.

Be sure nothing interferes with the sweep
of the feeler arm.

When the bin fills to the level of the feeler
arm, the icemaker will stop producing ice.

It is normal for several cubes to be joined
together.

If ice is not used frequently, old ice cubes
will become cloudy, taste stale, shrink or
fuse together.

On power switch models, the green power
light will blink if ice cubes get stuck in the
icemaker. To correct this, set the power
switch to @ feff)and remove the cubes.

Set the power switch to / fon)to restart the
icemaker. After the icemaker has been
turned on again, there will be a delay of
about 45 minutes before the icemaker
resuines operation.

NOTE: in homes with lower-than-average water
pressure, you may hear the icemaker cycle multiple
times when making one batch of ice.

Icemaker Accessory Kit

If your refrigerator did not already come
equipped with an automatic icemaker,
an icemaker accessory kit is available at
extra cost.

Check the back of the refrigerator for the
specific icemaker kit needed for your model.

It has complete installation
instructions and installs on 1/4” O.D.
copper water line or plastic tubing that
is included in a GE SmartConnect™

tubing (WX08X10002) must also be
ordered since the plastic tubing should
not be cut.

NOTE: The only GE approved plastic tubing is that
supplied in GE SmartConnect™ Refrigerator Tubing
kits. Do nat use any other plastic water supply line
becatise the line is under pressure at all times.
Certain types of plastic will crack or rupture with
age and cause water damage to your home.



Care and cleaning of the refrigerator.
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Cleaning the Outside

The door handles and trim. Clean with
a cloth dampened with soapy water.
Dry with a soft cloth.

Keep the outside clean. Wipe with a clean
cloth lightly dampened with kitchen
appliance wax or mild liquid dish
detergent. Dry and polish with a clean,
soft cloth.

Do not wipe the refrigerator with a soiled dish cloth
or wet fowel. These may leave a residue that

can erade the paint. Do not use scouring pads,
pawdered cleaners, bleach or cleaners containing
bleach because these praducts can scratch and
weaken the paint finish.

Cleaning the Inside

To help prevent odors, leave an open box of
baking soda in the fresh food and freezer
compartiments.

Unplug the refrigerator before cleaning. If this
is not practical, wring excess moisture out
of sponge or cloth when cleaning around
switches, lights or controls.

Use warm water and baking soda solution—
about a tablespoon (15 ml} of baking soda
to a quart {1 liter) of water. This both cleans
and neutralizes odors. Thoroughly rinse
and wipe dry.

Avord cleaning cold glass shelves {on same models)
with hot water because the extreme temperattire
difference may cause them to break. Handle glass
shelves carefilly Bumping tempered glass can cause
it to shatter.

Do not wash any plastic refrigerator parts in the
dishwasher.

Do not clean with any products containing detergent,
bieach or ammonia. They may damage the
refrigerator

Condenser

There is no need for routine condenser
cleanings in normal home operating
environments. However, in environments
that may be particularly dusty or greasy, the
condenser should be ceaned periodically
for efficient refrigerator operation.

For models with a base grille, the grille must
be removed in order to clean the condenser.

To remove the base grille:

Gragp it about 6” from each end and pull
its bottom edge toward you.

To replace the base grille:

Insert the tops of the metal clips into the
oval vents, making sure one of the plastic
tabs on the back of the grille goes into each

of the oval vents. Then push the bottom of
the grille forward untl it snaps into place.

Cleaning the condenser:
Sweep ZlW’cly O vacuuum llp dllSt.

For models with a base grille, reach the
condenser by inserting a brush or vacuum
hose into the oval holes.

For models without a base gtille, reach the
condenser by inserting a brush or vacuum
hose under the bottom of the refrigerator.

For best results, use a brush specially
designed for this purpose. It is available
at most appliauce parts stores.

Behind the Refrigerator

Be careful when moving the refrigerator
away from the wall. All types of floor
coverings can be damaged, particularly
cushioned coverings and those with
embossed surfaces.

BEFORE moving the refrigerator away from the wall,
be sure ta adjust the leveling legs up. {See Rollers
and Leveling Legs.]

Pull the refrigerator straight out and return
it to position by pushing it straight in.

Moving the refrigerator in a side direction
may resultin damage to the floor covering
or refrigerator.

BEFORE YOU BEGIN

Recommended copper water supply kits are WX8X2,
WXEBX3 or WXBX4, depending on the amount of
tubing vou need. Approved plastic water supply lines
are GE SmartConnect™ Refrigerator Tubing
{(WXO8X 10002, WXOHSX 10006, WXO8X 10015 and
WXO8X10025).

When connecting vour refrigerator to a GE Reverse
Osmosis Water System, the only approved installation
is with a GE RVKit. For other reverse osmosis water
systems, follow the manutfacturer’s recommendations.

This water line installation is not warranted by the
refrigerator or icemaker manufacturer. Follow these
instructions carefully to minimize the risk of expensive
water damage.

Water hapuner (water banging in the pipes) in house
plumbing can cause damage to refrigerator parts and
lead to water leakage or flooding. Call a qualified
plumber to correct water hammer before installing the
water supply line to the refrigerator.

This happens when the refrigerator is first plugged
in, when the doors are opened frequently or when
a large amount of food is added to the refrigerator
or freezer compartments. The fans are helping to
maintain the correct temperatures.

You may hear cracking or popping sounds when the
refrigerator is first plugged in. This happens as the
refrigerator cools to the correct temperature.

The compressor may cause a clicking or chirping
sound when attempting to restart (this could take
up to b minutes).

Expansion and contraction of cooling coils during
and after defrost can cause a cracking or popping
sound.

On models with an icemaker, after an icemaking
cycle, you may hear the ice cubes dropping into
the ice bucket.

WATER S0UNDS

The flow of refrigerant through the freezer cooling
coils may make a gurgling noise like boiling water.
Water dropping on the defrost heater can cause a
sizzling, popping or buzzing sound during the
detrost cycle.

A water dripping noise may occur during the defrost
cycle as ice melts from the evaporator and flows into
the drain pan.

Closing the door may cause a gurgling sound due to
pressure equalization.
