INTRODUCTION

electric power tools, which eliminates the need for
the usual three wire grounded powsr cord and
grounded supply system. Wherever there |s electric
current in 1he tooi there are two complete sets of in-
sulation to protect the user. All exposed metal parts
are isolated from the internal metal motor com-
penents with protecting Insulation.

{MPORTANT — Servicing of a tool with double in-

~ sulation requiras extreme care and knowiedge of the

system and should be performed only by a gualified
service technician. For service we suggest you
return the tool to your neargst Sears Store for repair,
Always use original factory repiacement parls when
servicing.

RULES FOR SAFE OPERATION

INCLUDING THE FOLLOWING RULES FOR SAFE OPERATIONS:
1. KNOW YOUR HEDGE TRIMMER — READ AND FOLLOW ALL INSTRUCTIONS — Read

owner's manual carefully. Learn its applications and limitations as well as the specific
potential hazards related to this tool.

2. DRESS PROPERLY — Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. They can be caught in mov-
ing parts. Use of sturdy gloves, non-skid footwear and safety goggles or safety glasses
with side shields is recommended.

3. STAY ALERT — Watch what you are doing — use common sense. Do not operate trim-
mer when fatigued.

4. PUOIXHE;] CUT HAZARD — KEEP HANDS AWAY FROM BLADES — Keep
both hands on handies when power is on. Do not attempt to remove cut material or hold
material to be cut when blades are moving. Make sure your trimmer is unplugged ang
the switch is off when clearing jammed material from blades. Do not grasp the exposed
cutting blades or cutting edges of trimmer.

5. PO {IeI'R — Blades will coast after trimmer is turned off.

B AWARNING — GUARD AGAINST ELECTRIC SHOCK HAZARD — Don't use trimmer
in rain, in wet locations, or on wet hedges or shrubbery. Use only extension cords in
good condition and marked “suitable Tor use with outdoor appliances”™ having elec-

irical rating not less than rating of trimmer. Do not use damaged extension cords.
inspect cords periodically and replace if damaged. Do not abuse cord. Never carry
trimmer by cord. Do not yank cord to disconnect from receptacles. Keep cord away
from heat, oil and sharp edges. :
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'AVOID LOCKING TRIMMER SWITCH ON — Do not use switch lock unless necessary.

WHEN OPERATING YOUR TRIMMER —Keep extension cord behind {rimmer. Never
drape it over hedge being trimmed.

KEEP CHILDREN AWAY — Do not permit children to contact trimmer or extension cord.
Keep children a safe distance from work area.

USE TRIMMER PROPERLY — Use only for trimming the type of shrub, growth, etc.,
described in the operating instructions. Do not abuse trimmer.

DON'T OVERREACH OR STAND ON UNSTABLE SUPPORT — Keep good footing and
balance at all times. Do not use on iadder.

STORE TRIMMER INDOORS — When not in use store trimmer indoors in a dry place
where not accessible to children.

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO REPAIR TRIMMER — For service or repair return the trimmer to
your nearest Sears store. See that only identical replacement parts are used.

KEEP WORK AREA CLEAN — Cluttered areas and benche_s invite accidents.

ASSEMBLY

{NSTALLING FRONT HANDLE
See 'Figuro 1.

After removing your hedge trimmer from its carton,
install the front handle, screw, and hex nut as
follows:

1. Tum the front handle so that the {lat surface faces
the barrier of your hadge trimmer, then fit the ears
of the front handle into the handie slois on the
motor housing. See Figure 1.

2, Holding your hedge trimmer by the rear handle, in-
soert screw from left to right through the front han-
dle and motor housing.

3. Thread hex nut onto end of screw, then fit into
molded slot on right side of the tront handle. See
Figure 2,

4. Tighten screw sacurely with a flat screwdriver.

with both hands and with the cutter blade away from
you BEFORE turning the switch on.

Always keep cord behind your Hedge Trimmer when
in use. Do not place it over the hedge where it may
be cut by the blade.

Wear gloves when trimming thorny or prickiy growth,
When trimming new growth, usa a wide, sweeping
action so that the stems are fed directly into the cut-
ter blade. Older growth will have thicker stems and
will be trimmed easlest by uaing a sawing move-
ment. Do not try to cut stems that are larger than
3/8" thick or those obviously too large to feed into
the cutter blade. Use a non-powered hand saw or
pruning saw to cut the larger stems.

It desired, you can use a string to help cut your
hedge tevel, Decide how high you want the hedge,
Then, streich a piece of string along the hedge at
this halght, Trim the hedge just above this guide tine
of string. See Figure 5. Trim the side of a hedge so
that it will ba slightly narrower at the top as shown in
Figurs 8. Mora of the hedge wHl be exposed when
shaped this way and its growth will be more uniform.

SHARPENING THE CUTTER BLADE.

1. Allow the Hedge Frimmer to come to a stop with
the cutter blade and blade guard positioned as
shown in Figure 7. This will allow ctearance for

the file between cutter teeth and guard teeth.
. Disconneact Hedge Trimmer from power supply.

. Clamp the biade assembly in a vise and fite the ax-
posed cutting surface of each blade tooth with an
8 inch smooth round fite, 1/4 or 7/32" diameter,
fBﬁ sure to retain the original angle of tooth when

iting.

. Ramove the Hedge Trimmer from the vise, restart
it, and stop It so that the unsharpened edges of
the blade teeth are exposed.

. Disconnect the too! and repeat the sharpening
procedure as described above.

2595), It Is possibla to tie the extension cord and tool
cord in a knot to prevent them from bacoming
disconnacted durlng use. Make the knot as shown in
Figure 8, then connect the plug end of the tool cord
into the receptacie end of the extension cord. You
can also use this method to tie two extension cords
together.
