When connecting your refl'igerator to a reverse

osmosis water system, follow the mamdhctm'er's

Fecoillillenda [ions.

This water line installation is not warranted bv the

refrigerator or icemaker manutacmrer. Follow these
instructions careflfllv to minimize the risk of expensive

water damage.

Water hammer (water banging in the pipes) in house
i_lmnbing can cause damage to refl'igerator parts and

lead to water leakage or flooding. Call a qualified
plmnber to correct water hammer betin'e installing
the water sui)ply line to the reti'igerator.

To prevent burns and product damage, do not hook
up the water line to the hot water line.

If wm use VO/li" refrigerator betore connecting the
water line, make sure the icemaker power switch is

in the 0 (Off} position (on power switch models) or the
