• Television station Iogos--present a
problem if they are bright and station-
ary; moving or low-contrast graphics
are less likely to cause uneven aging of
the picture tube

• Stock-market tickers--presented at
the bottom of the TV screen

• Shopping channel Iogos and pric-
ing display_bright and shown con-
stantly or repeatedly in the same loca-
tion on the TV screen.

PLACENENT OF THE TV

• To avoid cabinet warping, cabinet color

changes, and increased chance of set
failure, do not place the TV where tem-

peratures can become excessively hot;
for example, in direct sunlight or near a

heating appliance.

• Be sure to allow a free flow of air to

and fl'om the perforated back cover of
the set.

CLEANING

• To avoid possible shock hazard, be sure

the TV is unplugged from the electrical
outlet before cleaning.

• Regularly dust the TV with a dry, non-
scratching duster to keep the TV clean.

• When cleaning the TV, take care not to

scratch or damage the screen surface.
