Color Logic

Select the corvect TEMPERATURE setting. Match the particular color below the words with
the same color on the Cycle Selector knob.

Example: Washing a load of medium soiled cotton towels and sheets.

Choose the LOAD SIZE.

2| Choose the TEMPERATURE setting—for this load it would be the HOT COLD (which is a
particular color).

Turn the Cycle Selector knob to the area that has the same color as the TEMPERATURE
setting you have chosen—for this load it would be the COTTONS area.

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Wash Cycle

The wash cycle controls the length of the washing process. The knob can be turned in either
direction. Turning the Cycle Selector knob after starting a cycle will stop the washer and reset
the cycle to the new selection. Press START to begin the new cycle selection.

REMEMBER: When choosing
the cycle, the Cycle Selector
knob can be pointed anywhere
within the shaded range for
the cycle setting.

The Cycle Indicator Lights show what stage the washer is in. The wash time is the length of the
wash agitation. The 6 MIN light will remain lit during drain and spin. When the Selector knob is
set to a new cycle the Indicator Lights will flash momentarily, showing what stages the cycle will
go through. On models without an AUTO SOAK option, the SOAK light will not light up.

The chart below will help you match the wash cycle setting with your clothing.
COTTONS For heavy to lightly soiled cottons, household finens, work and play clothes.
NORMAL/FAST

EASY CARE For wrinkle-free and permanent press items, and knits.
GENTLE/FAST

CASUALS For wrinkle-free and permanent press items, and knits. The HEAVY cycle has 3 agitate/pause
PULSED/SLOW cycles to clean your heavily soiled items. The MEDIUM cycle has 2 agitate/pause cycles.

Stam Assist  For adding a short agitation and a soaking period to the beginning of the CASUALS cycle.
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DELICATES For fingerie and special-care fabrics with light to nermal soil.

Autosoak Option {on some models)

This option begins with a brief agitation, soaks for a specified period of time, then moves
through the rest of the cycle automatically. On some models, this option is located on the
Cycle Selector knob.

2nd Rinse Option (on some models)

When you use extra detergent or bleach to clean heavily soiled clothes, you may want to
use the 2nd Rinse option. It provides a second deep cold rinse.

Extended Spin Option (on some models)

Use this option to extract more water from vour cothes, Clothes will be drier when this
option is selected, and will dry more quickly in your dryer.

PerfecTemp

PerfecTemp (on some models)

PerfecTemp senses the incoming water temperature and adjusts the fill water to obtain a more
precise temperature range for all three wash temperatures. You may select cold, warm or hot.
For example, in a Cold Wash selection, some warm water may be added to reach a
temperature needed to better dissolve detergents. Often, detergents are not completely
dissolved in very cold water, especially in cooler climates.

NOTE: PerfecTemp will not adjust the fill on WARM WASH unless the washer lid is closed.
Be sure to start the washer after the lid is closed.

Spot Spray (on some models)

Provides a short spray of water to allow you to dampen clothing when you pretreat stains.

Open the washer lid.
Press the SPOT SPRAY button. (You will see a short stream of water.)

Dampen your soiled garment with the SPGT SPRAY option and rub vour favorite
pretreatment product into soiled area.

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 Sorting Wash Loads

Sort by color (whites, lights, colors), soil level,
fabric type (sturdy cottons, easv care, delicates),
and whether the fabric produces lint {terry cloth,
chenille), or collects lint (velveteen, corduroy).

Proper Use of Detergent

Add detergent and start the washer before adding
clothes so that the detergent can work effectively.
Using too little or too much detergent is a common
cause of laundry problems.

Loading the Washer

You can use less detergent if vou have soft water,
a smaller load or a lightly soiled load.

Load dry items loosely, no higher than the top row
of holes in the washer basket. When loading wet
iterns, make sure vou set the load/water level high
enough to allow the items to move freely. Water
level should just cover the clothes. To add items
after washer has started, lift the lid and submerge
additional items next to the agitator.

B Do not wrap long items like sheets or pants around
the agitator,

Moving and Storage: Ask the service technician to
remove water from drain pump and hoses. See the
Installation Instractions packed with product for
information on how to reinstall the shipping rod
to keep the tub stationary when moving the washer.
