Sounds such
as a metallic knock, double knock or metallic clunk
occur when the washer transitions from a stop or paused
state to running or spinning. They occur several times
per cycle after speed changes or pauses.

Normal sounds during fill include the sound of water
flowing through vour household pipes. Additionally, a
knock or hammering sound may also cccur when the
washer water valves turn off. To reduce this noise, make
sure that the washer fill faucets are fully opened.

* Your washer will pause between the various wash, rinse,
spin and drain portions of the wash cycle. It may also
pause during agitation if a Pulsed Agitation cycle is
selected. Sounds such as metallic knocks or clinking may
occur during these transitions from running to stopped
or from stopped to running. They may also occur if your
machine changes speeds or brakes during a wash cycle.
