Surface Cooking

Using proper cookware

The size and type of cookware used will influence the setting
needed for best cooking results. Cookware should have flat
bottomns that make good contact with the entire surface heating
element {See Fig. 1). Check for flatness by rotating a ruler across
the bottom of the cookware (See Fig. 2).

Coockware Material Types

The cookware material determines how evenly and quickly heatis
transferred from the surface element to the pan bottom. The most
popular materials available are;

ALUMINUM - Excellent heat conductor. Some types of food will
cause it to darken (Anodized aluminum cookware resists staining
& pitting). If aluminum pans slide across the ceramic cooktop,
they may leave metal marks which will resemble scralches.
Remove these marks immediaiely.

COPPER - Excellent heat conductor but discolors easily. May
leave metal marks on ceramic glass (see Aluminum above).

STAINLESS STEEL - Slow heat conductor with uneven cooking
results. Is durable, easy to clean and resists staining.

CASTIRON - A poorheat conductor however will retain heat very
well. Cooks evenly once cooking temperature is reached. Not
recommended for use on ceramic cocktops.

PORCELAIN-ENAMEL on METAL - Heating characteristics will
vary depending on base material. Porcelain-enamel coating must
be smooth to avoid scratching ceramic cookiops.

GLASS - Slow heat conductor. Not recommended for ceramic
cooktop surfaces because it may scraich the glass.

Self-Cleaning Oven

A Seli-Cleaning oven cleans itself with high temperatures (well above cooking
temperatures) which eliminate soils completely or reduces them to a fine
powdered ash you can wipe away with a damp cloth.

Adhere to the following cleaning precautions:

¢« DO NOT use oven cleaners or oven protective coatings in or around any
partofthe Self-Cleaning oven.

¢ DO NOT clean the oven door gasket. The woven materal of the oven door
gasket is essential for a good seal. Care should be taken not to rub,
damage or remove the gasket.

s DO NOT use any cleaning materials on the oven door gasket. Doing so
could cause damage.

=  Remove the broiler pan and insert, all utensils and any aluminum
foil. These items cannot withstand high cleaning temperatures.

¢«  Remove the oven racks. lf they are not removed during the Self-Clean
cycle their color will tum slightly blue and the finish will be dull. After the
cycle is complete and the oven has cooled, rub the sides of the oven racks
with wax paper or a cloth containing a small amount of salad oil (this will
make the racks glide easier into the rack position).

= Hemove any excessive spillovers in the oven cavity before starting the
Self-Cleaning cycle. To clean, use hot, soapy water and a cloth. Large
spillovers can cause heavy smoke or fire when subjected to high
temperatures. DO NOT allow food spills with a high sugar or acid content
(such as milk, tomatoes, sauerkraut, fruit juices or pie filling) to remain on
the surface as they may leave a dull spot even after cleaning.

¢ Clean any soil from the oven frame, the doorliner outside the oven door
gasket and the small area at the front center of the oven botiom. These
areas heat sufficiently to burn soil on. Clean with soap and water.

NOTE: Prior to setting the Self-Clean cycle, any spills remaining on the oven
bottom should be removed.

Some modeis have an exposed Bake element in the lower oven cavity. On
these models the bake element is designed to be tilted up using your hand
from the front of the bake element. This will allow easier access to the oven

bottom for cleaning. Be careful not to raise the element more than 4 or 5inches

from the resting position.

Starting the Select Self-Clean Cycle

For satisfactory results, use a 2 hour Self-Clean cycle for light soils and a 3 hour cycle for average or a 4 hour cycle for
heavy soils. NOTE: The kitchen area should be well ventilated using an open window, ventitlation fan or exhaust hood
during the 1st Self-Clean cycle. This will help eliminate the normal odors associated with the 1st Self-Clean cycle.

To Set the Controls for a Self-Clean Cycle:

1. Be sure the clock shows the correct time of day.
2. Press . "'— — —" appears in the display.
3. Pressthe A or ™ once. "3:00" appears in the display for a 3 hour cycle. To change to a 2 hour cycle press

To Replace Drip Bowls and Surface Elements

bowl is equipped with a hold down clip, align the element support opposite
the terminal end with the slot in the hold down clip, and shap into place.

Meat not properly prepared. Remove excess fat from meat. Cut remaining fatty edges
o prevent curling, but do not cut into lean.

insert on broiler pan wrong side up and grease not draining. Always place grid on the
broifer pan with ribs up and slots down to allow grease to drip into pan.

Grease has built up on oven surfaces. Regular cleaning is necessary when broiling
frequently. Old grease or food spatiers cause excessive smoking.

Poor baking results.

Many factors affect baking results. Make sure the proper rack position is used. Center
food in the oven and space pans 1o allow air 1o circulate. Allow the oven to preheat to
the set temperature before placing food in the oven. Try adjusting the recipe's
recommended temperature or baking time. If you feel the oven is too hot or cool, see
Adjusting Your Oven Temperature in this Use & Care Guide.

Self-Cleaning cycle does not work.

Control{s) not set properly. Follow instructions under Self-Cleaning.

Seli-Cleaning cycle was interrupted. Follow steps under "Stopping or Interrupting a Self-
Cleaning Cycle" under Seif-Cleaning.

Soil not completely removed after Self-
Cleaning cycle.

Failure to clean bottom, front top of oven, frame of oven or door area outside oven seal.
These areas are not in the self-cleaning area, but get hot encugh 1o burn on residue.
Clean these areas before the self-cleaning cycle is started. Burned-on residue can be
cleaned with a stiff nylon brush and water or a nyion scrubber. Be careful not to damage
the oven gasket.

Flames inside oven or smoking from vent.

Excessive spillovers in oven. Set Self-Clean cycle for a longer cleaning time.

Excessive spillovers in oven. This is normal, especially for high oven temperatures, pie
spillovers or large amounts of grease on bottom of oven. Wipe up excessive spillovers
before starting cycle. If flames or excessive smoke are present, stop the self-clean cycle
and follow steps under "Stopping or Interrupting a Self-Cleaning Cycle" in the Self-
Cleaning section.

Drip bowls are pitting orrusting (Coll cooktop
models only).

Foods with acids, such as lomatoes, if allowed to stand in/on bowls will cause
corrosion. Remove and wash drip bowls as soon as possible after a spillover

Normal environment. Houses along sea coast are exposed 1o salt air. Protect bowls
as much as possible from direct exposure to salt air.

Drip bowls turning color or distoried (Coit
cookiop models only).

Bottom surface of cookware exiends beyond surface elements and touches cooktop
surface. This can cause high enough temperatures to discolor the drip bowls. DO NOT
use cookware of this type. Pan sizes should be maiched to the size of the element.
Replacement drip bowls may be purchased from your dealer.
