Restrict the use of this unit io persons who read, understand, and follow the
warnings and insiructions in this manual and on the unit. Never allow children 1o use
this unit. Do not allow the unit to be used as a toy. Close aitention is necessary when
used near children.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

*» Use only a voltage supply as shown
on the nameplate of the unit.

» Avoid dangerous environments. Do
not use in unventilated areas or where
dust or explosive vapors can build up.

* To reduce the risk of electrical shock,
this unit has a polarized plug (one
blade is wider than the other) and will
require the use of a polarized exten-
sion cord. The appliance plug will fit
into a polarized extension cord only
one way. If the plug does not fit fully
into the extension cord, reverse the
plug. If the plug still does not fit, obtain
a correct polarized extension cord. A
polarized extension cord will require
the use of a polarized wall outlet. This
plug will fit into the polarized wall outlet
only one way. If plug does noit fit fully
into the wall outlet, reverse the plug. i
it still does not fit, contact a qualified
electrician to install the proper wall out-
let. Do not change the equipment

-
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plug, extension cord receptacle, or ex-
fension cord plug in any way.

To reduce the risk of electrical shock,
use extension cords specifically
marked as suitable for outdoor ap-
pliances. The elecirical rating of the
cord must not be less than the rating
of the unit. The cord must be marked
with the suffix “W-A” (in Canada, "W).
Make sure your extension cord is in
good condition. Inspect extension cord
before use and replace if damaged.
An undersized extension cord will
cause a drop in line voltage resulting
in loss of power and overheating. Ifin
doubt, use the next heavier gauge.
The smaller the gauge number, the
heavier the cord. (NOTE: The correct
size to be used depending on the cord
length is shown in this manual. See
SELECT AN EXTENSION CORD in the
ASSEMBLY section).

Do not use multiple cords.

Keep the extension cord clear of oper-
ators and obstacles at all times.

Tie cord to cord retainer and connect
o recessed plug as shown in this
manual to prevent damage to unit
and/or extension cord and to reduce
the possibility of the extension cord
disconnecting from the unit during
operation.

Do not attempt 1o repair unit. Inspect
the insulation and connectors on the
unit and extension cord before each
use. if there is any damage, do not
use until damage is repaired by your
Sears Service Center.

Do not use the unit if the switch does
net turn the unit on and off properly.
Have the unit repaired by your Sears
Service Center.

Avoid accidental starting. Be sure the
switch is in the OFF position and keep
your hand and fingers away from the
switch while connecting the unit {o the
power source of when carrying a unit
connected to the power source.

Avoid any body contact with any
grounded conductor, such as metal
fences, or pipes, to avoid the possibil-
ity of electric shock.

Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter (GFCI)
protection should be provided on the
circuit or outlet to be used for this unit.
Receptacles are available having built-
in GFCI protection and may be used
for this measure of safety.

Stop the motor immediately if you are
approached.



DOUBLE INSULATION
CONSTRUCTION

This unit is double insulated io help
protect against electric shock. Double
insulation construction consists of two
separate “layers” of electrical insula-
tion instead of grounding.

Tools and appliances built with a
double insulation system are not in-
tended to be grounded. No grounding
means is provided on this unit, nor
should a means of grounding be add-
ed to this unit. As a result, the exten-
sion cord used with your unit can be
plugged into any polarized 120 volt
electrical outlet. Safety precautions
must be observed when operating any
electrical tool. The double insulation
system only provides added protection
against injury resulting from an internal
electrical insulation failure.

AWARNING:

All electrical repairs to this unit, includ-
ing housing, switch, mator, etc., must
be diagnosed and repaired by qualified
service personnel. Replacement parts
for a double insulated appliance must
be identical to the paris they replace. A
double insulated appliance is marked
with the words “double insulation” or
“double insulated”. The symbol [O]
(square within a square} may also be
marked on the appliance. Failure to
have the unit repaired by Sears ser-
vice personnel can cause the double
insulation construction to become inef-
fective and result in serious injury.

UNIT/MAINTENANCE SAFETY

» Do not set the unit on any surface
except a clean, hard area while the
unit is running. Debris such as
gravel, sand, dust, grass, etc., could
be picked up by the air intake and
thrown out through the discharge
opening, damaging the unit, property,
or causing serious injury to bystand-
ers of operaior.

Do not overreach or use from unstable
surfaces such as ladders, trees, steep
slopes, rooftops, etc. Use extra care
when cleaning on stairways. Keep firm
footing and balance at all times. Keep
hands out of tubes.

inspect the entire unit before each use
for worn, loose, missing, or damaged
paris. Do not use untit the unit is in
proper working order.

This unit is double insulated. See the
DOUBLE INSULATION section. Have
all internal service performed by qu-

-
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alified service repair personnel to
avoid creating a hazard or voiding
your warranty.

Have all maintenance other than the
recommended procedures described
in the operator's manual performed by
your Sears Service Center.

Always see your Sears Service Cen-
fer to replace a damaged impeller.
Paris that are chipped, cracked, bro-
ken, or damaged in any other way
can fly apart and cause serious inju-
ry. Replace damaged paris before
using the unit.

» Never place any cbject in the air in-
fake opening as this could restrict
proper air flow and cause damage o
the unit.

Never douse the unit with water or
other liquids or squirt with a water
hase. Clean the unit using a damp
cloth. Wipe off with a clean dry cloth.
See MAINTENANCE.

Check air intake openings and tubes
frequently, always with the unit
stopped and power source discon-
nected. Keep vents and tubes free of
debris which can accumulate and re-
strict proper air flow.

Do not burn, incinerate, or expose this
unit to extreme heat.

Store the unit unplugged in a high,
cool, dry, indoor area out of the reach
of children.

Use only recommended attachments
and replacement paris to avoid creat-
ing a hazard and/or voiding warranty.
Maintain the unit according te recom-
mended procedures.

BLOWER SAFETY

» Use only in daylight or in good artificial
light.
. Ir?spect the area before using the
unit. Remove all debris and hard ob-
fects such as rocks, glass, wire, eic.,
that can ricochet, be thrown, or oth-
erwise cause injury or damage dur-
ing operation.
Never run the unit without the proper
equipment attached. When used as a
blower, always install a blower tube.
Use only recommended attachments.
To avoid spreading fire, do not use
blower near leaf or brush fires, fire-
places, barbecue pits, ashtrays, etc.
Never place objects inside the blower
fubes; always direct the blowing debris
away from people, animals, glass, and
solid objects such as frees, automo-
biles, walls, etc. The force of air can
cause rocks, dirt, or sticks to be
thrown or to ricochet which can huri

people or animals, break glass, or
cause other damage.

» Never use for spreading chemicals,
fertitizers, or any other substances
which may coniain toxic materials.

VACUUM SAFETY

» Siop the motor and disconnect the
power source before opening the air
inlet door or attempting to insert or re-
move the vacuum tubes. The motor
must be stopped and the impeller
blades no longer turning to avoid seri-
ous injury from the rotating blades.
Hard objects can be thrown through
the collection bag or the housing and
become dangerous missiles which
can cause serious injury to the oper-
ator or others.
When using the vacuum attachment,
the unit is designed to pick up dry ma-
terial such as leaves, grass, small
twigs, and bits of paper. Do not vacu-
um stones, gravel, metal, broken
glass, eic., tc avoid severe damage to
the impeller. To avoid the possibility of
electrical shock, do not attempt to vac-
uum water or other liguids.
Never run the unit without the proper
equipment aftached. When used as a
vacuum, always install vacuum tubes
and collection bag assembly. Make
sure the collection bag assembly is
completely zipped when unit is running

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10 avoid flying debris. Use only recom-
mended attachments.

Avoid situations which could set the
collection bag on fire. Do not vacuum
discarded matches, cigars, cigarettes,
or ash from fireplaces, barbecue pits,
brush piles, etc. To avoid spreading
fire, do not use blower near leaf or
brush fires, fireplaces, barbecue pits,
ashirays, efc.

Always use the collection bag shoul-
der strap when vacuuming to avoid
loss of control.

Check air intake openings, elbow tube,
and vacuum tubes frequently, always
with the unit stopped and the power
source disconnecied. Keep vents and
fubes free of debris which can accu-
mulate and restrict proper air flow. Do
nct use with any opening blocked,
Keep free of dust, lint, hair and any-
thing that may reduce air flow.

ATTACHING THE BLOWER TUBE/

NOZZLE

If you have already assembled your

unit for use as a vacuum, remove the

vacuum tubes and the collection bag.

1. Insert the blower tube/nozzle into
the blower ouilet,

2. Twist the blower tube/nozzle
clockwise until it is firmly seated in
the blower outfet. Make sure the
nozzle end points upward as shown
in the following illustration.

VACUUM ASSEMBLY

NOTE: Assembly insiructions for using

your unit as a blower are explained in

the previous section.

if you have already assembled your

unit for use as a blower, remove the

blower tube/nozzle.

REMOVE THE INLET RESTRICTOR

An inlet restrictor is used when using

your unit as a blower. This restrictor is

not used during vacuum use and must
be removed during assembly for vacu-
um use.

NOTE: Be sure to keep the inlet re-

strictor for using your unit as a blower.

1. Ensure unit is stopped and extensicn
cord is unplugged.

2. Open the inlet cover by inserting the
tip of a screwdriver into the latch
area on the vacuum inlet cover.
Gently tilt handle of screwdriver fo-
ward the front of the unit while pull-
ing up on the vacuum inlet cover
with your other hand.

3. Turn the inket restrictor counterclock-
wise and remove it from the unit. Do
not close the intet door.

ATTACHING THE VACUUM TUBES
There are 2 vacuum tubes, an upper
and lower tube. The upper tube is cut
straight on both ends and attaches to
the blower unit. The lower tube at-

taches to the upper tube, and has an

angled end that you point toward the

ground during vacuum use.

1. Ensure unitis stopped and exten-
sion cord is unplugged.

2. Locate the arrows on the upper vac-
uum tube and on the vacuum inlet
area of the unit.

3. While holding the inlet cover open,
align the arrows and insert the vac-
uum tube into the opening. Twist the
tube clockwise until it is seated. A
second arrow on the vacuum tube
will align with the arrow on the unit
once the tube is twisted completely
into place.

4. To attach the lower vacuum tube to
the upper vacuum tube, first align
the arrows on the two tubes. Then,
press the two tubes together until
the lower tube is securely seated in
the upper tube (about 3 inches).

ATTACH THE COLLECTION BAG
Slide the opening of ithe collection bag
over the blower outlet. Full the velcro
strap tightly through the buckle and se-
cure to the velcro tabs.

NOTE: Make sure the velcro strap is
located on the blower outlet as shown
below. Also, make sure the zipper on
the bag is completely closed.

3. Place the shoulder strap over your
head and onto your left shoulder.

4. Adjust the strap to allow a free flow
of air from the blower. If the collec-
tion bag is kinked, the unit will not
operate properly.

NOTE: The strap is designed to position

the collection bag on your shouider with-

out kinks. The strap is not intended to
support the weight of the unit.

HOW TO CONVERT UNIT FROM

VACUUM USE TO BLOWER USE

1. Stop unit and unplug the exiension
cord.

2. Remove the vacuum tubes and
collection bag.

3. Install the inlet restrictor that was re-
moved when assembling for vacuum
use.

NOTE: If you are unable 1o locate the

inlet restrictor, the unit will still operate.

This restrictor improves the blower

function.

4. Close the inlet cover and make sure
it is latched closed.

5. Re-install the blower tubes. Refer to
the section ATTACHING THE BLOW-
ER TUBE/NOZZLE for instructions on
how to attach this item.

SELECT AN EXTENSION CORD
Use only a 120 A.C. voltage supply as
shown on nameplate of the unit to
power your blower.

The extension cord used o reach the
power source must be:

Specifically marked as suitable for out-
door use. The cord must be marked
with the suffix “W-A” (in Canada “W").
Heavy enough to carry current from
the power source the full length of ex-
tension cord to the unit. Ctherwise,
loss of power and overheating can oc-
cur causing damage to unit. Refer to
fable for minimum wire gauge recom-
mendations. The cord must be
marked with the proper wire gauge.
(Appropriate extension cords are avail-
able.) Do not use multiple cords.

In good condition. Cord insulation
must be intact with no cracks or
deterioration. Plug connectors must
be undamaged. DO NOT use multiple
cords.

The force of the air
could damage tender plants.

trical shock, do not attempt to vacuum

Use your unit as a vacuum o pick up

dry material such as leaves, grass,

small twigs, and bits of paper.

+ For best results during vacuum use,
operate your unit at high speed.

+ Move slowly back and forth over the
material as you vacuum. Avoid forc-
ing the unit into a pile of debris as
this can clog the unit.

o Keep the vacuum tube about an inch
above the ground for best resuits.

AWARN!NG: If the unit becomes
clogged, stop the unit and unplug the
extension cord. Wait until the impeller
has completely stopped turning, then
remove the vacuum tubes. Carefully
reach into the vacuum opening and
clear out the clogged debris.

s Wash the bag once a year. Remove
the bag from the blower and furn the
bag inside out. Wash the bag with a
water hose. Allow the bag to hang and
dry completely before you reuse the

bag.

3. Inspect the impeller for cracks. if
cracked or damaged, do not use the
unit. Have parts replaced by your
Sears Service Center. Do not ai-
tempt to replace them yourself.
