These guidelines must be followed o ensure that safety
mechanisms in the design of this refrigerator will
operate propetriy.

+ Refrigerator must be plugged into its own 115 Volt,
80 Hz., AC only electric outlet. The power cord of the
appliance is equipped with a three-prong grounding
plug for your protection against shock hazards. It must
be plugged directly into a properly grounded three-
prong receptacle. The receptacle must be installed in
accordance with local codes and ordinances. Consult a
qualified elecirician. Do not use an extension cord or
adapter plug.

» [t voltage vares by 10% or more, performance of your
refrigerator may be affected. Operating refrigerator with
insufficient power can damage the compressor.

+ To pravent the refrigerator from being turned off
accidentically, do not plug unit into an cutlet controlled
by a wall switch or pull cord.

= Do not pinch, knot, or bend the cord in any manner,



OTHER PRECAUTIONS

= Never unplug the refrigerator by pulling on the cord.

FIRST STEPS

This Owner's Guide provides specific operating instructions
for your model. Use the refrigerator only as instructed in this
Owner's Guide. Before starting the refrigerator, foliow
these important first steps.

INSTALLATION

= Choose a place thatis near a grounded electrical cutlet.
Do Not use an extension cord or an adapter plug.

« Forthe most efficient operation, the refrigerator should
be located where surrounding temperatures will not drop
below 10°F (-12° C) or exceed 110° F (43° C). The
Freeze Conirol Fealure is designed to automatically
maintain the selected intenor refrigerator iemperature
within these boundaries.

+  Allow space around the unit for good air circulation.
Leave a 4 inch (101.6 mm) space on the back and 3
inches (76.2 mm) on the sides and back of the
refrigerator for adequate circulation.

NOTE: The exterior walls of the refrigerator may become
quite warm as the compressor works to transfer heat from
the inside. Temperatures as much as 30° F warmer than
room temperature can be expected. Forthis reasonitis
particularly important in hotier climates to allow enough
space for air circulation around your refrigerator.

LEVELING

The refrigerator must have all bottom cormners resting firmly
on solid floor. The floor must be strong enough to supporta
fully loaded refrigerator. NOTE: Itis Very Important for
your refrigerator to be level in order to function properly, If
the refrigerator is not leveled during installation, the door
may be misaligned and not close or seal properly, causing
cooling, frost, or moisture problems.

To Level Your Refrigerator:

After discarding crating screws and wood base, use a
carpenier's level to level the refrigerator from front-to-back.
Adjust the plastic laveling feet in front, ¥2 bubble higher, so
that the door closes easily when left halfway open.

CLEANING

+ Wash any removable parts of the refrigerator interior, and
extarior with mild detergent and warm water. Wipe dry.
Do not use harsh cleaners on these surfaces.

+ Do notuse razor blades or other shap instrumenits,
which can scratch the appliance surface when removing
adhesive labels. Any glue left from the lape can be
removed with a mixture of warm water and mild defer-
gent, or touch the residue with the sticky side of tape
already removed. Do not remove the serial plate.

+ Install the refrigerator in the coolest pari of the room, out

of direct sunlight and away from
heating ducts or registers. Do not
place the refrigerator next to heat-
producing appliances such as a
range, oven or dishwasher.

» Level the refrigerator so the door
close tightly.

« Do notovercrowd the refrigerator or
block cold air vents. Doing so causes the refrigerator fo
run longer and use more energy. Shelves should notbe
linad with aluminum foil, wax paper or paper toweling.
Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making the
refrigerator less efficient, which could cause food
spoilage.

= Coverfoods and wipe containers dry before placing
therm in the refrigerator. This cuts down on moisture
build-up inside the unit.

»  Organize the refrigerator to reduce door openings.
Remove as many items as neaded at one time and
close the door as soon as possible.

SETTING THE TEMPERATURE CONTROL |

COOL DOWN PERIOD

For safe food storage, allow 4 hours for the refrigerator to
cool down completely. The refrigerator will run continuously
for the first several hours.

TEMPERATURE CONTROL

The temperature control is located inside the refrigerator and
ir the freezer compartment on some models. The temperature
is factory preset to provide satisfactory food storage tempera-
tures. However, the temperature control is adjustable o
provide a range of temperaturas for your personal satisfaction.

To adjust the temperature colder in the refrigerator compart-
ment, turn the refrigerator Cold Control knob towards a higher
number. To adjust the temperature colderin the freezer
compartment, move the slide on the freezer Cold Control
toward the “Coldest” setting. After each movement, allow 24
hours for the unit to adjust. If the unit is still not cold enough,
repeat until desired temperature is achieved. After each
movement of the control knob, allow the unit to adjust for 24
hours.

To adjust the temperature warmer in the refrigerator compart-
ment, turn the refrigerator Cold Control knob towards a lower
number. To adjust the temperature warmer in the freezer
compartment, move the slide on the freezer Cold Control
toward the “Cold” setting. After each movement, allow 24
hours for the unit to adjust. If the unitis still not warm enough,
repeat until desired temperature is achieved. After each
movement of the control knob, allow the unit to adjust for 24
hours.

ADJUSTABLE INTERIOR SHELVES

Multi-position adjustablg interior shelves can be moved to
any position for larger or smaller packages. The shipping
spacers that stabilize the shelves for shipping should be
removed and discarded.

SLIDE-OUT CRISPER (5ome models)

A Slide-Out Crisper{some models) located at the bottom of
the refrigerator, provides separate storage space foritems

that are difficult to store on refrigerator shelves. To remove
the Crisper, pull out and lift up.

AUTOMATIC FREEZE CONTROL (Some models)

The Freeze Control Feature will maintain proper interior
refrigerator temperature even when the refrigeratoris
placed in an area where the surrcunding temperature drops
downto 10°F (-12° C).

INTERIOR LIGHT (Some models)

The light comes on automatically when the door is opened.
To replace the light bulb, turn the temperature control to
OFF and unplug the electrical cord. Replace the old bulb
with a bulb of the same wattage.



CARE AND CLEANING

CLEANING THE INSIDE

Wash inside surfaces of the refrigerator with a solution of
two tablespoons of baking soda in one quart (1.1386 litres)
warm waler. Rinse and dry. Wring excess waler out of the
sponge or cloth when cleaning in the area of the controls, or
any electrical parts.

Wash the removable paris with the baking soda solution
mentioned above, or mild detergent and warm water. Rinse
and dry. Never use metallic scouring pads, brushes,
abrasive cleaners, or alkaline solutions on any surface. Do

not wash removable parts in a dishwasher.

CLEANING THE GUTSIDE

Wash the cabinet with warm water and mild liquid deter-
gent. Rinse well and wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.
Replace parts and food.

VACATION AND MOVING TIPS

= Remove all food and unplug the power cord.
