Use the Convection Bake fealure when fast cooking is desired. The oven can be

Setting Oven Controls

Using the Temperature Probe Feature
For many foods, especially roasts and pouliry, testing the internal temperature is the best method to insure properly
cooked food. The Temperaiure Probe getls the exact temperaiure you desire without having to guess.

IMPORTANT:

Use only the probe supplied with your appliance; any other may result in damage to the probe or the appliance.
Handle the Temperature Probe carefully when inserting and remeoving it from the food and outlet.

Do not use tongs to pull the cable when inserting or removing the Probe. It could damage the Probs.

Defrost your food completely before inserting the Probe to avoid breaking it.

Naver leave or store the Termnperature Probe inside the oven when notin use.

To prevent the possibility of burns, carefully unplug the Temperature Probe using hot pads.

roper Temperature Probe Placement:

meat. Do not allow probe to touch bone, fat, gristle or pan.

For bone-in ham or lamb, insert the Probe into the center of the lowest large muscle or
joint. For dishes such as meat loaf or casseroles, insert the Probe into the center of
the food. When cooking fish, insert the Probe from just above the gill into the meatiest
area, parallel to the backbone.

For whole poultry (chicken, turkey, elc)), insert the probe into the thickest part of the
inner thigh from below and parallel to the fag (see figure 1).

Always insert the probe so that the tip rests in the center of the thickest part of the 2

Setting the Oven When using the Temperature Probe:

Preheat the oven to the desired temperature.

Insert the Temperature Probe into the food (see Proper Temperature Probe Placement above).

After the oven has reached the desired temperature, place the food into the oven.

The oven will be hot, so wear an oven mitt and plug the Temperature Probe into its outlet in the oven. (The outlet is
located on the left front side of the oven cavity ceiling). Make sure it is pushed all the way into the outlet. Close the
oven door.

The oven control will detect if the probe is correctly plugged in and will illuminate PROBE in the display.

Setting the Bread Proof Feature

To enable the Bread Proof function, both controls need to be turned to the Bread Proof option, as illustrated below.

Preparing Bread Dough In The Oven

The oven has a Bread Proof feature that can be used to
help prepare bread dough. The recommended length of time
to keep bread dough in the oven is about 45-60 minutes. Be
sure however to follow the recipe’s recommended times.
The prepared bread dough should be placed in a large bowl
since the dough will nearly double in volume. Arrange the
oven rack in the lowest position. Place the bowl on the rack
in the oven and follow the Bread Proof Control setting
instructions as illustrated.
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Setting Oven Controls
Setting the Warm & Hold™ Feature

The Warm & Held feature will maintain an oven temperature of 170°F, and will keep oven baked foods warm for serving for 3
hours after cooking has finished. The Warm & Hold feature may be used without any other cooking operations or can be used
after cooking has finishad.

To setWarm & Hold

1. Arrange interior oven racks and place food in oven.

2. Turmn both the selector and the temperature conirol knobs to Warm Hold position.

3. Toturn the Warm & Hold OFF at any time, tum the temperature and the selector control knobs to Off position.

Setting Broil

When broiling, heat radiates downward from the oven broiler for even coverage. The Broil feature is preset o start broiling at
550°F; however, the Broil feature temperature may be setbetween 400°F and 550°F. This appliance includes a Broil Pan, a Broil
Paninsert, and a Searing Grill for searing meats (Figure 3). The broil pan and broil paninsert used togetherallow dripping grease
to drain and be kept away from the high heat of the oven broiler. DO NOT use the broil pan without the insert {See Figure 1),
DO NOT cover the broil pan insert with foil. The exposed grease could caich fire.

Should an ovenfire occur, leave the oven door closed and turn off the oven. If the fire continues, throw baking
soda on the fire or use a fire extinguisher. DO NOT put water or flour on the fire. Flour may be explosive and water can cause
a grease fire to spread and cause personal injury.

To set the oven to broil
1. Place the broiler pan insert on the broller pan (Figure 1). Then place the food on the

broiler pan insert. DO NOT use the broifer pan without the insert. BO NOT cover the
broiler insert with foil. The exposed grease could ignite.

2. Arrange the interior oven rack and place the broiler pan on the rack. Be sure to
center the broiler pan directly under the broiler element. Make sure the oven door is
in the broil stop position (See Figure 2).

3. Turn both the selector and the temperature control knobs to the Broil position.

4. Halower broil temperature is desired (minimum allowed broil temperature is 400°F),
urn the temperature control knob to the temperature desired.

5. Broil on one side until food is browned: turn and cook on the second side. Season
and serve. Note: Always pull the rack out to the stop position before tuming or
removing food.

7. Tocancel broiling orif finished broiling, turn the selecior and the temperature control
knobs to Off position.

Broiling Times and Searing Grill

Use the following table for approximate broiling times. Increase or decrease broiling times, or
move the broiling pan to a different rack position to suit for doneness. I the food you are broiling
is not listed in the table, follow the instructions provided in your cookbook and watch the item
closely. Use the Searing Grill for meats and steaksif dasired. Place Searing Grill ontop of Broiler
Pan and Insert before placing the meal. Be sure o pre-heat the Searing Grill using Broil for 10
minutes. Cook timeas should be reduced 1-2 minutes per side when cooking with the Searing Grill
for meats and steaks (See Figure 3).

NOTE: Wheninbroiling mode, the high speed cooling fan will be in operation and may continue
for some minutes after broiling is finishead.

Self-Cleaning Oven

A Self-Cleaning oven cleans itself with high temperatures (well above
cooking temperatures) which eliminate soils completely or reduces them
io a fine powdered ash you can wipe away with a damp cloth.

Adhere to the Tollowing cleaning precautions:
«  Allow the oven to cool before cleaning.

«  Wearrubber gloves when cleaning any exterior parts of the oven
manually.

e DO NOT clean the oven door gasket. The woven material of the
oven door gasket is essential for a good seal. Care should be taken
not to rub, damage or remove the gasket,

* DO NOT use any cleaning materials on the oven door gasket. Doing
so could cause damage.

« Hemove the ladder racks, oven racks and meat probe. These
items will be permanently damaged by the high cleaning
temperatures.

¢ Hemove any excessive spillovers inthe oven cavity before
starting the Self-Cleaning cycle. To clean, use hol, soapy water and
a cloth. Large spillovers can cause heavy smoke or fire when
subjected to high temperatures. DO NOT allow food spills with a
high sugar or acid content (such as milk, tomatoes, sauerkraut, fruit
juices or pie filling) to remain on the surface as they may leave a
dull spot even after cleaning.

¢  Clean any soil from the oven frame, the door liner outside the oven
deor gasket and the small area at the front center of the oven
bottomn. These areas do not heat sufficiently to burn soil on. Clean
with soap and water.

NOTE: Prior to selting the Seli-Clean cycle, any spills remaining on the
oven bottom should be removed.

What to Expect during Cleaning

While the oven is in oparation, the oven heais lo temperaiures much
higher than those used in normal cooking. Sounds of metal expansion
and contraction are normal. Odor is also normal as the food soil is being
removed. Smoke may appear through the oven vent,

If heavy spillovers are not wiped up before cleaning, they may flame and
cause more smoke and odor than usual. This is normal and safe and
should not cause alarm. If available, use an exhaust fan during the self-
cleaning cycle.
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Self-Cleaning
Self-Clean Cycle Time Length

If vou are planning to use the oven directly after a self-clean cycle remember to allow
time for the oven to cool down and the oven door to unlock. This normally takes
about 1% hour. So a seli-clean cycle (3 hours) will actually take about 42 hours to
complete. The time remaining for the self-clean cycle will be displayed in the oven
control display.

To set the controls for a Self-Cleaning cycle

1. Be sure the oven dooris closed.

2. Turn both the selector and the ternperature control knobs to Clean position.

3. As soon as the control is sel, the motor driven oven door lock will begin to close

automatically. While the door is locking, the - icon will flash and then will
remain visible for the entire seli-clean cycle.

Note: Allow about 20 seconds for the oven door lock to closea.

When the Self-Clean Cycle is Completed
1. Turn the selector and the temperaiure control knobs back to Off position.
2. Once the oven has cooled down for approximately 172 HOUR, the oven door can

then be opened. While the door is unlocking, the ;= icon will flash and then will
disappear from the oven control display.

Stopping or Interrupting a Self-Cleaning Cycle
If it becomes necessary 1o stop or interrupt a self-cleaning cycle due to excessive
smoke or fire in the oven:

1. Turn the selector and the temperature control knobs to Off position.

Adjusting Oven Temperature

The temperalture in the oven has been pre-sef at the faciory. When first using the oven, be sure fo follow recipe times and
temperatures. If you think the oven is cooking too hot or too cool for the temperature yvou select, you can adjust the actual
oven temperature to be more or less than what is displayed. Before adjusting, test a recipe by using a temperature setting
thatis higher or lower than the recommended temperature. The baking resuits should help you 1o decide how much of an

adjustmentis needed.

To adjust the oven temperature

1. Press and hold the - button uniil “00” appears in the oven control display.

3. i 5 seconds for the change 1o be accepted by the oven controls.

Note: The oven temperature adjustmenis made with this feature will not change the Self-Clean cycle or the Broil termperatura.
Once the temperature has been changed, the temperature indicator will still display the value set from the

temperature knob but the actual temperature in the oven will be higher or lower.
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General Care & Cleaning

Cleaning Various Parts of Your Oven

Before cleaning any part of the oven, be sure all controls are tumed OFF and the oven is COOL. REMOVE SPILLOVERS
AND HEAVY SOILING AS SOON AS POSSIBLE. REGULAR CLEANINGS NOW WILL REDUCE THE EXTENT AND
DIFFICULTY OF MAJOR CLEANING LATER.

Surfaces

How o Clean

& Vinyl

Use hot, soapy water and a cloth. Dry with a clean cloth. Do not scour or use all-
purpose cleaners, ammaonia, powdered cleaners or commercial oven cleaner. They can
scratch and discolor aluminum.

Painted and Plastic,
Control Panel, Body Parts,
and Decorative Trim

For general cleaning, use hol, soapy water and a cloth. For more difficult soils and
built-up grease, apply a liquid detergent directly onto the soil. Leave on soil for 30 to
60 minutes. Rinse with a damp cloth and dry. DO NOT use abrasive cleaners on any
of these materials; they can scraich.

To remove control knobs, turn to the OFF position; grasp firmly and pull straight off
the shaft. To replace knobs after cleaning, line up the flat sides of both the knob and
the shaft; then push the knob into place.

Stainless Steel, Chrome,
Control Panel, Decorative
Trim

Bsfore cleaning the control panel, turn all controls to OFF and remove the control
knobs. To remove, pull each knob straight off the shaft. Clean using hot, soapy water
and a dishcloth. Rinse with a clean water using a dishcloth. Be sure to squeeze
axcess water from the cloth before wiping the panel; especially when wiping arcund
the controls. Excess water in or around the controls may cause damage o the
appliance. To replace knobs after cleaning, line up the flat sides of both the knob and
the shaff; then push the knob into place.

Clean stainless steel with hot, scapy water and a dishcloth. Rinse with clean watar
and a cloth. Do not use cleaners with high concentrations of chlorides or
chiorines. Always clean on the same direction as the stainless steel grain. Do not
use harsh scrubbing cleaners. Only use kitchen cleanars that are especially made for
cleaning slainless steel. Always be sure to rinse the cleaners from the surface as
bluish stains may occur during heating that cannot be removed.

Porcelain Enamel,

Gentle scouring with a soapy scouring pad will remove most spots. Rinse with a 1:1
solution of clear water and ammonia. [f necessary, cover difficult spots with an
ammonia-soaked paper towel for 30 to 40 minutes. Rinse with clean waler and a damp
cloth, and then scrub with a soap-filled scouring pad. Rinse and wipe dry with a clean
cloth. Remove all cleaners or the porcelain may become damaged during future
heating. DO NOT use spray oven cleaners on the cookiop.

Special Door Care Instructions

Oven doors contain glass that can break,

Read the foliowing recommendations;

1. Do notelose the oven door until all the oven racks are fully in place.

2. Do not hit the glass with pots, pans, or any other object.

3. Scratching, hitting, jarring or stressing the glass may weaken its structure
causing an increased risk of breakage at a later time.

The oven light bulb is covered with a glass shield. The glass shield can be
removed to be cleanad manually or to change oven light. THIS GLASS SHIELD
MUST BE IN PLACE WHENEVER THE OVEN IS IN USE.

To replace the light bulb:
Lift up and puil out. CAUTION: BE SURE THE OVEN IS COOL.
1. Turn the power off at the main source.
Halogen 2. Wear a leather-faced glove for protection against possible broken glass.
LightBulb 3. To remove the glass shield, lift up on side with gloved finger and use force to
pull shield out.

4. Replace halogen light appliance bulb taking care not to touch the bulb with
your bare fingers. Touching bulb with your skin can leave a film on the bulb
that causes it to burn out quickly.

5. HReplace glass shield in opposite order and manner of removal.

Before you calf for service, review this list. It may save you time and expense. The list includes common occurrences that
are not the result of defective workmanship or materials in this appliance.

Cord/plug is not installed and/or connected. Cord is not supplied with oven.
Contact Sears or another qualified servicer.

Service wiring not complete. Contact Sears or another qualified servicer.

Power outage. Check house lights to be sure. Call your local electric company.

Short in cord/plug. Replace cord/plug.

Controls arg not set properly. See instructions under Setting Oven Controls to
set the controls.

House fuse has blown or circuit breaker has tripped immediately following
installation. House fuse may not be fully engaged. Check fuse and screw or
engage circuit breaker securely.

House fuse has blown or circuit breaker has tripped after the oven has been
installed and previously operating. Contact Sears or another qualified servicar.

Oven light does not work. Burned-out orloose bulb. Follow the instructions under Changing Oven Light
io replace or tighten the bulb.

Fan noise during cooking A cooling fan may automatically turn on and off to cool internal parts. Thisis
operation. normal, and the fan may continue fo run even after oven is turmned off.

Oven needs to be cleaned. Grease has built up on oven surfaces. Regular
cleaning Is necessary when broiling frequently. Old grease or food spatters
cause excessive smoking.

Poor baking results. Many factors affect baking results. See Oven Baking for hints, causes and
corrections. See Adjusting Oven Temperature.

Self-cleaning cycle does not work. Make sure the oven door is closed.

Controls not set properly. Follow instructions.

Self-cleaning cycle was interrupted.
