TEMPERATURE ADJUSTMENT

After 24 hours, adjust the controls as needed. Make your
adjustments small and gradual; allowing time for temperatures
to change and stabilize.

HOW TO PRIME THE WATER SUPPLY SYSTEM

Your refrigerator’s water supply system includes several
tubing lines, a water filter, a water valve and a water tank. To
ensure that your water dispenser works properly, this
system must be completely filled with water when vour
refrigerator is first connected to the household water
supply line and whenever you replace the water filter.

M:

«  Begin filling the tank by pressing and holding a drinking
glass against the water dispenser paddle.

«  Keep the glass in this position until water comes out of
the dispenser. There will be noficeable spurts and
sputters as the system pushes air out through the
system and dispenser nozzle, This is normal. This may
take about 1% minutes.

. Continue dispensing water for about 3 minutes to flush

the system of any air and impurities. Empty glass as

The ice maker and container are located in the top of the

freezer compartment. After the refrigerator is installed properly

and has cooled for several hours, the ice maker can begin
making ice within 24 hours. Air in new plumbing lines may

cause the ice maker to cycle two or three times before making
a full tray of ice. With no usage, it will take approximately two
days to fill the ice container.

Because of new plumbing connections, the first production of
ice cubes may be discolored or have an odd flavor, Discard
ice made during the first 24 hours.

TURNING YOUR S/DE MOUNTED ICE MAKER ON/OFF

To begin ice production, lower the wire signal arm to the
DOWN or ON position. The ice maker turns off automatically
when the ice container becomas full. To stop the ice maker,
raise the wire signal arm until it clicks and locks in the UP or
OFF position (see Figure 1).

TURNING YOUR REAR MOUNTED ICE MAKER ON/GFF

lce production is controlled by the ice maker’'s ON/OFF power
switch, To gain access to the ice maker, pull the ice cream
shelf out.

= Avoid storing hard-to-freeze foods such as ice cream and
orange juice on the freezer door shelves. These foods are
best stored in the freezer interior where the temperature

varies less.
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- ENERGY SAVING IDEAS

Locale the refrigerator in the coolest
part of the room, out of direct sunlight,
and away from heating ducts or
regisiers. Do not place the refrigerator
next to heat-producing appliances such
as a range, oven, or dishwasher. If this
is not possible, a section of cabinetry or an added layer of
insulation between the two appliances will help the
refrigerator operate more efficiently.

Level the refrigerator so that the doors close tightly.

Refer 1o this Use & Care Manual for the suggesled
ternperature control settings.

Do not overcrowd the refrigerator or block cold air vents.
Doing so causes the refrigerator 1o run longer and use
more energy.

Cover foods and wipe containers dry before placing them
in the refrigerator. This cuts down on moisture build-up
inside the unit.

Organize the refrigerator {o reduce door openings.
Rernove as many items as needed at one time and close
the door as soon as possible.



UNDERSTANDING THE SOUNDSYOU MAY HEAR

Your new high-efficiency refrigerator may make unfamiliar
sounds. These are all normal sounds and soon will become
familiar to you. They also indicate your refrigerator is operaling
as designed. Hard surfaces, such as vinyl or wood floors, walls,
and kitchen cabinets may make sounds more noticeable. Listed
below are descriptions of some of the most common sounds
yvou may hear, and what is causing thern.
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A. Evaporator
The flow of refrigerant through the evaporator may
create a boiling or gurgling sound.

B. Evaporator Fan

You may hear air being forced through the refrigerator
by the evaporator fan.

C. Defrost Heater
During defrost cycles, waler dripping onio the defrosi
heater may cause a hissing or sizzling sound. After
defrosting, a popping sound may occur.

b, Automatic lce Maker

maker, you will hear ice cubes falling into the ice bin.

E. Cold Conirol & Automatic Defrost Control

These parts can produce a snapping or clicking sound
when turning the refrigerator on and off.

F. Concenser Fan
You may hear alr being forced through the condenser
by the condenser fan.

Compressor

Modern, high-efficiency compressors operate much
faster than older models. The compressor may have a
high-pitched hum or pulsaling sound.

H. Water Vaive
If your refrigerator is equipped with an automatic ice
maker, you will hear a buzzing sound as the water
valve opens 1o fill the ice maker during each cycle.
