This is a video signal format that conveys
each of 3 principal colors of light (red,
blue and green) through different signal
lines. This allows the viewers to experience
picture colors as original as it is. There are
several signal formats, including Y / Pb / Pr
andY/Cb/Cr.

The system developed by Dolby
Laboratories to compress digital sound. It
offers stereo sound (2¢h) or multi-channel
audio.

EDTV {(enhanced definition TV)

Enhanced digital format that takes 480-fine
progressive signal.

HDTV (high definition TV)
