Cabinet Preparation

Minimum hood clearances are zero inches (07) to the rear, sides and top of the
hood.

Thirty inches (307) is the minimum distance between the bottom of the hood and
any cooking surface.

Maximum effective clearance from cooking surface o bottom of hood is 38"
(914mm).




Electrical Power Supply

it is the owner’s responsibility to ensure that the electrical connection of this
appliance is performed by a qualified electrician. The electrical installation including
mirimum supply wire size and grounding, must be in accordance with the latest
revision of the National Electric code ANSI/NFPA and local codes and ordinances.

The correct 120VAC, 60Hz, 15A circuit must be supplied for this appliance from a
separate, grounded, circuit that is protected by a properly sized circuit breaker or
time delay fuse.




Installation

First temporarily mount a 2x4 ledger board 307 (762mm) from the finished
countertop. Then, ramove the filters from the hood canopy and remove the shields
below the power ventilator. Secure the hood through the keyhole slots in the top of
the hood and/or the slot hole in the rear of the hood. Remove the temporary
support ledger.

Hood Wiring Diagram

Electrical power source wiring can be
connected through the top or back of the
hood. Access the wiring inside the hood
canopy in the area to the right side of the
power ventilator.

Connect the pre-wired 127 long black, white
and green wires to the corresponding
black, white and ground {green) wire from
the power source wiring. Use wire nut
connectors to secure the connections.

® Verify that the hood control knobs are in the OFF position.
® Turn on the main power supply.
° The hood has two knobs that control the function of the hoods Halogen

lights and the exhaust blower. Turning the knobs clockwise will turn on
the lights and the blower. The blower has a variable speed range between
settings.
