ADJUSTABLE HANDLE

Your TRIMMER incorporates a new adjustable handle
feature which makes trimming and edging in “hard to get at
areas” much easier. The adjust mechanism is located on top
of the handie grip {FIG.6). Make sure head is on the ground
when adjusting.

1. Grasp the lever with thumb and forefinger gnq pult
Back gently. This will diséngage the locking pin in the
motor housing, and the handle tube will pivot freely.
