Protect your dishes and dishwasher by contacting vour water
deparmment and asking how hard your water is. Twelve or more
grains is extrernely hard water. A water sofiener is recommended.
Without it, Brne can build up in the water valve, which could sick
while open and cause flooding. Too much detergent with soft water
can cause a permanent cloudiness of glassware, called gfehing.

For best dishwashing results, follow these loading guidelines. Features and
appearance of racks and silverware baskets may vary from your model.

Upper Rack

Although the upper rack s for glasses, cups and
sanecers, pots and pans can be placed in this rack
for effective cleaning. Cups and glasses fit best
along the sides. This s also a secure place for
dishwashersafe plastics.

The cup shelf (on some models) may be placed
in the up or down posidon to add Bexdbiliy A
wine glass holder (on some models) secures wine
glasses at an angle for best washability. Because
wine glasses come in varlous sizes, after loading,
slowly push in the rack to make sure they will
clear the top of the dishwasher.

The upper rack s good for all kinds of odd-
shaped wensils. Saucepans, miving bowls and
other lems should be placed face down. Fold
down Bogers {on some models) provide flexibility
for extralarge and hardao-fit ftems.

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The Wash Tower
Keep tha center area clesr in the lower rack

The wash tower rises through the center of the
lower rack during the wash and rinse portions of
the cycle. The wash tower shoots water into the
mid-level wash arm located under the upper rack
Blocking the wash tower could result in poor wash
performance for itemns in the upper rack.

Don't Block or foad tadl things next to the
Wast Tower
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Lower Rack

When foading the lower rack, do not loat farge platters or
trays in the front right corner. They imay prevent detergent
from circulating during the wash tywole

The lower rack is best used for plates, sauvcers, and
coolware. Large items such as broiler pans and
racks should go along the righthand side. Load
platters, pots and bowls along the sides, in corners,
or in the back The soiled side of items should face
the center of the rack. If necessary, oversized
glasses and mugs can be placed in the lower rack
o maximize loading flexibility.

Also, be careful not 1o let a portion of an itern such
as a pot or dish handle extend through the bottom
rack. This could block the wash arm and cause
poor washing results

Fold-down fingers (on some models} provide
flexibility for extra-large and hardo-fit items
The fingers may be left in the up position or
folded down to customize the lower rack.

Place spoons in
the basket with handles down Mix knives, forks
and spoons so they don't nest together. Distribuote
evenly. Small plastc items, such as measuring
spoons and lids for small conminers, should go in
the bottom of the silverware basket with silverware
on top.
