Safe Operation Practices for Ride-On Mowers

A

IMPORTANT: THIS CUTTING MACHINE IS CAPABLE OF AMPUTATING HANDS AND FEET AND THROWING OBJECTS.
FAILURE TO OBSERVE THE FOLLOWING SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS COULD RESULT IN SERIOUS INJURY OR DEATH.

I. GENERAL OPERATION
+ Read, understand, and follow all instructions in the manual
and on the machine before starting.

¢ Only allow responsible adults, who are familiar with the
instructions, to operate the machine.

* Clear the area of objects such as rocks, toys, wire, etc.,
which could be picked up and thrown by the blade.

s Besuretheareaisclearofother people before mowing. Stop
machine if anyone enters the area.

+  Never carry passengers.

+ Do notmow in reverse unless absolutely necessary. Always
look down and behind before and while backing.

+ Be aware of the mower discharge direction and do not point
it at anyone. Do not operate the mower without either the
entire grass catcher or the guard in place.

+  Slow down before turning.

*  Never leave a running machine unattended. Always turn off
blades, set parking brake, stop engine, and remove keys
before dismounting.

*  Turn off blades when not mowing.

+  Stop engine before removing grass catcher or unciogging
chute.

*  Mow only in daylight or good artificial fight.

* Do not cperale the machine while under the influence of
alcohol or drugs.

»  Watch for traffic when operating near or crossing roadways.

+  Use extra care when loading or unloading the machine into
a trailer or truck.

. SLOPE OPERATION

Slopes are a major factor related to less-of-control and
tipover accidents, which can result in severe injury or
death. Allslopes require extra caution. if you cannot back
up the slope or if you feel uneasy on it, do not mow it.

DO:

+  Mow up and down slopes, not across.

*  Remove obstacles such as rocks, tree limbs, etc.

« Walch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneven terrain could
overturn the machine. Tall grass can hide obstacles.

+ Useslowspeed. Choose alow gearso that you will not have
to stop or shift while on the slope.

* Follow the manutacturer's recommendations for wheel
weights or counterweights to improve stability.

+ Use extra care with grass catchers or other attachments.
These can change the stability of the machine.

*  Keep all movement on the slopes slow and gradual. Do not
make sudden changes in speed or direction.

* Avoid slarting or stopping on a slope. If tires lose traction,
disengage the blades and proceed slowly straight down the
slope.

DO NOT:

«  Donotturnonslopesunlessnecessary, andthen, turn slowly
and gradually downhill, if possible.

* Do not mow near drop-offs, ditches, or embankments. The
mower could suddenly turn over if a wheel is over the edge
of a cliff or ditch, or if an edge caves in.

« Do not mow on wet grass. Reduced traction could cause
sliding. » .

* Do not try to stabilize the machine by putting your foot on the
ground.

CHILDREN

Tragic accidents can occur if the operator is not alert to the
presence of children. Children are often attracted to the
machine and the mowing activity. Never assume that
children will remain where you last saw them.

-

Keep children out of the mowing area and underthe watchful
care of anather responsible adult.

Be alert and turn machine off if children enter the area.

Before and when backing, look behind and down for small
children,

Never carry children. They may fall off and be seriously
injured or interfere with safe machine operation.

Never allow children to operate the machine.

Use extra care when approaching blind corners, shrubs,
trees, or other objects that may obscure vision.

. SERVICE

Use extra care in handling gasoline and otherfuels. They are

flammable and vapers are explosive.

- Use only an approved container.

- Never remove gas cap or add fuel with the engine
running. Allow engine to cool before refueling. Do not
smoke.

- Never retuel the machine indoors.

- Never store the machine or fuel container inside where
there is an open flame, such as a water heater.

Never run a machine inside a closed area.

Keep nuts and bolts, especially blade attachment bolts, tight

and keep equipment in good condition.

Never tamper with safety devices.

operation regularly.

Keep machine free of grass, leaves, or other debris build-up.

Clean oil or fuel spillage. Ailow machine to cocl belore

storing.

Stop and inspect the equipment if you strike an object.

Repair, if necessary, before restarting.

Never make adjustments or repairs with the engine running.

Grass calchercomponents are subject towear, damage, and

deterioration, which could expose moving parts or allow

objects to be thrown. Frequently check components and

replace with manufacturer's recommended parts, when nec-

essary.

Mower blades are sharp and can cut. Wrap the blade(s) or

wear gloves, and use extra caution when servicing them.

Check brake operation frequently. Adjust and service as

required.

Align
mounting holes in extension and lower shafis and
install 5/16 hex bolt and locknut. Tighten securely.

18-22 FT. LBS TORQUE,

*  Place tabs of steering boot over tab siots in dash and
push down to secure.

INSTALL STEERING WHEEL

»  Position front wheels of the tractor so they are pointing
straight forward. :

»  Position steering whee! and slaeve assembly so cross
bars are horizontal {left to right) and slide onto adapter.

HOW TO SET UP YOUR TRACTOR
CONNECT BATTERY (See Figs. 2 and 3)

CAUTION: Do not short battery termi-
nals. Before connecting battery, re-
move metal bracelets, wristwaich
bands, rings, etc.

Positive terminal must be conneciad
first to prevent snarking from acclden-

tal grounding,

«  Remave cardboard packing from seat pan and lift seat
pan to raised position.

«  Open battery box door.
«  Remove terminal protective caps and discard.

= |f this battery is put into service after month and year
indicated on label (label located between isrminals)
charge battery for minimum of one hour at 6-10 amps.

«  Firstconnect RED battery cable to positive {+) terminal
with hex bolt, flat washer, lock washer and hex nut as
shown. Tighten securely.

¢« Connect BLACK grounding cable io neqgative (-} termi-
nal with remaining hex bolt, flat washer, lock washer
and hex nut. Tighten secursly.

CHECK TIRE PRESSURE

The tires on your tractor were overinflated at the factory for
shipping purposas. Correct tire pressure is important for
best cutting performance.

= Reduce tire pressure to PS8l shown in “PRODUCT
SPECIFICATIONS” on page 3 of this manual.

CHECK DECK LEVELNESS
For bast cutting results, mower housing should be properly

leveled. See “TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING” in the
Service and Adjustments section of this manual.

CHECK FOR PROPER POSITION OF ALL
BELTS

See the figures that are shown for replacing motion and
mower blade drive belts in the Service and Adjustments
section of this manual. Verify that the belts are routed
correctly.

CHECK BRAKE SYSTEM

After you learn how to operate your tractor, check to see
that the brake is properly adjusted. See “TO ADJUST
BRAKE" in the Service and Adjustments section of thls
manual,

ASSEMBLE GAUGE WHEELS TO MOWER

Assemble gauge wheels with tractor on aflat level surface.

«  Adjust mower to desired cutting height {See “TC AD-

¢ With mower in desired height of cut position, gauge
wheels should be assembled sothey are slightly off the
ground. Install gauge wheel in appropriate hole with
shoulder bolt, 3/8" washer and 3/8-16 locknut and
tighten sacurely.

« Repeat for opposite side installing gauge wheel in
same adjustment hole.

HOW TO USE YOUR TRACTOR
TO SET PARKING BRAKE (See Fig. 9)

Yourtractor is equipped with an operator presence sensing
switch. When engine is running, any attempt by the
operator to leave the seat without first setting the parking
brake will shut off the engine.

The cutting height is controlied by turning the height adjust-
rment knob in desired direction.

s« Turn knob clockwise (/%) to raise cutting height.

The cutting height range is approximately 1-1/2° to 4". The
heights are measured from the ground to the blade tip with
the engine not running. These heights are approximate
and may vary depending upon soil conditions, height of
grass and types of grass being mowed.

»  The average lawn should be cut to approximately 2-1/2
inches during the cool season and to over 3 inches
during hot months. For healthier and better looking
lawns, mow often and after moderate growth.

»  For best cutting performance, grass over & inches in
height should be mowed twice, Make the first cut
reiatively high; the second to desired height.

CAUTION: Always stop tractor com-
pletely, as described above, before leav-
ing the operator’'s position; to empty
grass catcher, etc.

Ramove
and read ol level, If necessary, add oif until “FULL"
mark on dipsiick is reachad.

«  For cold weather operation you should change oil for
easiar starting (See “OlL VISCOSITY CHART” in the
Customer Responsibilities section of this manual}.

= Tochange engine il ses the Customer Responsitili-
ties section in this manual.

ADD GASOLINE

= Fill fuel tank. Use iresh, clean, ragular unleaded
gasoline with a minimum of 87 oclane. (Use of leaded
gasoline will increass carbon and lead oxige deposits
and reduce valve lifs). Do not mix oil with gasoline.
Purchase fuel in quantities that can be used within 30
days to assure fusl freshness.

IMPORTAMT: WHEN OPERATING IN TEMPERATURES
BELOW 32°F(0°C), USEFRESH, CLEAN WINTER GRADE
GASOLINE TO HELF INSURE GOOD COLD WEATHER
STARTING.

WARNING: Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fusls (called gasohol of using ethanol or methanol} can
attract moisture which leads o separation and formation of
acids during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage. To aveid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emptied before stor-
age of 30 days or longer. Drain the gas tank, stant the
engine and let it run until the fuel lines and carburetor are
emply. Use fresh fuel next season. See Storage Instrue-
tions for additional information. Never use engine or
carburetor cleaner products in the fuel tank or permanent
damage may ocour.

CAUTION: Fill to bottom of gas tank
filler neck. Do not overfill, Wipe off any
spilled oil or fuel. Do not store, spill or
use gasoline near an open flame.

When starting the engine for the first time or if the engine
has run out of fugl, it will take extra cranking time to move
fusl from the tank o the angine.

WARM WEATHER STARTING (50° F and above)

«  Whenengine starts, move the throttle control to the fast
(&) pasition.

= The attachments and ground drive can nowbe used, If
the engine does not accept the load, restart the engine
and allow it to warm up for one minute using the choke
as described above,

COLD WEATHER STARTING ( 50° F and below)

= Whenengine starts, allow engine to run withthe throttle
control in the choke (|} position until the engine runs
roughly, then move throttle control to fast (4w) position.
This may require an engine warm-up period from
several seconds to several minutes, depending on the
temperature.

= The attachments can also be used during the engine
warm-up period.

NOTE: i at a high altitude (above 3000 feet) or in cold
temperatures (below 32 F) the carburetor fuel mixture may
needio be adjusted for best engine periormance. See “TO
ADJUST CARBURETOR" in the Service and Adjustments
section of this manual.

MOWING TIPS

«  Tirechains cannot be used when the mower housing is
attached to tractor.

= Mower should be properly leveled for best mowing
performance. See‘TOLEVEL MOWER HOUSING”In
the Service and Adjustments section of this manual.

= The left hand side of mower should be used for trim-
ming.

=« Drive so that clippings are discharged onto the area
that has been cut. Have the cut area to the right of the

machine. This will result in a more even distribution of
clippings and more uniform cutting.

»  Whan mowing large areas, start by turning to the right
so that clippings will discharge away from shrubs,
fences, driveways, etc. Afier one or two rounds, mow
in the cpposite direction making left hand turns until
finished (See Fig. 11).

= f grass is extremnely tall, it should be mowed twice to
reduce load and possible fire hazard from dried clip-

pings. Make first cut relatively high; the second to the
desired height.
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*« Do not mow grass when it is wet. Wet grass will plug
mower and leave undesirable clumps. Allow grass to
dry before mowing.

= Always operate engine at full throftle when mowing tc
assure better mowing performance and proper dis-
charge of material. Regulate ground speed by select-
ing a low enough gear to give the mower cutting
performance as well as the quality of cut desired.

¢ When operating attachments, sslect a ground speed
that will suit the terrain and give best performance of

the attachment being used.

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MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT: FOR BEST PERFORMANCE, KEEP
MOWER HOUSING FREE OF BUILT-UP GRASS AND
TRASH. CLEAN AFTER EACH USE.

=« The special mulching blade wilt recut the grass clip-
pings many times and reduce them in size so that as
they fail onto the lawn they wili disperse into tha grass
and not be noticed. Also, the mulched grass will
biodegrade quickly to provide nutrients for the lawn.
Always muich with your highest engine (blade) speed
as this will provide the best recutting action of the
blades.

= Avoid cutting your lawn when it is wet. Wetgrasstends
to form clumps and interferas with the mulching action.
The best time to mow your lawn is the early afternoon.
At this time the grass has dried and the newly cut area
will not be exposed to the diract sun.

»  Forbestresults, adjust the mower cutting height so that
the mower cuts off only the top one-third of the grass
blades (See Fig. 12). For extremely heavy mulching,
reduce your width of cut and mow slowly.

+  Certain types of grass and grass conditions may re-
quire that an area be mulched a second time {o com-
pletely hide the clippings. When doing a second cut,
mow across or perpendicular to the first cut path.

s Change your cutting pattern from week to week. Mow
north to south one week thenchange to eastto west the
next week. This will help prevent matting and graining
of the lawn.

NOTE: Operating the engine with a blocked grass screen,
dirty or plugged cooling fins, and/or cooling shrouds re-
moved will cause engine damage due to overheating.

MUFFLER

inspect and replace corroded muffler and spark arrester (it
equipped) as it could create a fire hazard and/or damage.

Replace spark plugs at the beginning of each mowing
season or after every 100 hours of operation, whichever
ocecurs first.
