CARE AND CLEANING

1. Allow oven and accessorles 1o cool completely helora cleaning.

NOTE: Sugar and Salt based loods have a tendency to stick to all surfaces and are
vary hard to ciean. When cooking these types of foods with the Baks Pan and Broll
Rack, scak and clean them immedlately alter each use.

2. All accessories should be washed by hand In hol sudey waler. Rinse and dry all
roccessortes thoroughly Automatic dishwashing not recommended.

3. The Glaas Door can be wiped clean with & damp aponge and wipad dry with
& paper or cloth lowel.
