After all parts ara washed for the firsl ime, pour cold water up to the 12 cup level mark in
the waler reservoir SBrew It through the coffeemaker as instrucied in BREWING, but do
riot add coffee grounds to the paper liler, When done, lurn off the colleamakar and
discard tha walar from the carafe.



OPERATING YOUR COFFEEMAKER

The sasy-to-use programimable digitad controls let you know when the coflee s ready.
and even keeps track of the lreshness of each brawed carale. It's never been saslsr 1o
brew the pertect cup of coffes.

The stainless steef thermal carale features a doublg-walled, vacuum-insulated design that
wil keep cofiee hot and Havorful for hours, Once your colfes s brewed, It needs no
exlernal hoating 1o keep it warm, so instead of a warming plale, the cofleermaker has a
carala plate used to position the carals whils colfes is brawing

The ficd of the carale s designed so the coflee enlers the carale lrom the brew basket
with the lid on. Place the lid with the pouring indenlation at about 11 o'clock and bwist
clockwise, using the finger indentalions on the lid, to align the opening with the pouwring
spout in the Tront of the carale

Belore brewing, make sure the #id iz securely lastened The ¥d musi be on the carale for
1he coflee 1o be released from the braw basket

To pour coffes from the thermal carafe, make sure the lid is screwed on securely wilth jts
gﬁu:iﬂg indentatfon aligned with the pouring spout of the pot. press the lever by the carala’s
andis, and pour,

BREWING COFFEE

1. Press the Open button on the conirot
parel and litl the one-piece cover
(See Fig. 3}

2 Unscrew the carals lid and use the
varale o [l the water reservolr of the
collwemaker lo the desited level whh
cold waler There is a gauge marked from
2 1o 12 sups on the coffleemaker's waler
rasarvolr (see Fig 4). These marks show
the amount of codd water needed for each
cup of coffee. The amount of brewed colies
will differ slightly due to the coffee grinds
absorbing some water




OPERATING YOUR COFFEEMAKER

BREWING COFFEE cont.

3 Place either the permanent gold-tone filler
or a size 1 X 4 papar liller inlo the brew
basket (see Fig 5)

4 Add ground coffee. The amount of colfes
you use is A matter of personal lasle
{we recommend one heaping tablespoon
for every two cups)
Experiment .. . try diferent amounts of
ground colfee per cup undll you brew your
perfact cup of cofles. You can also try using
the paper fiter along with the gold-tone lillar,

5 Close the cover Place carafe on the plate
and plug in the appliance The display
window lluminates blug and the colfeemaker beeps for about 3 seconds
1o let you know the glock is not sel, The gloek does not have o be sel to brew coffes
To set the clock lime, see SETTING THE CLOCK, TIMER AND AUTO-BREWING

8 Tirn on the colleamaker by pushing in the BREW ON/OFF bution. The ONFOFF butlon
will iffurminale blua and the word Braw will show up in the contro! pane! dispiay showing
that the colieemaker is brewing. In a few seconds, hot water Hows inlo the filter When
1he water has stoppsd flowing, the cofleemaker’s blue BREW ON/OFF light goes out,
The Time Since Brew functlon bagins o keep tragk of the freshness of the coffee In
the carale. For delayed brewing. see SETTING THE CLOCK. TIMER AND
AUTO-BREWING.

7 Whon you hava poured out all the eoflee in the carale, press the BREW ON/OFF
bulton io turn off the appliance's Time Since Brew function,
NOTE: it the coffeemaker is not turned off, it wiif automatically shut itself off
mfter two hours.

PAUSE AND POUR FEATURE

The pause and pour lealure enables you 1o remove the carale from the Coffeemaker and
pour a cup of coffes belore brewing is finlshed When the carafe is removed. & spacial
valve stops the flow of coffee from the brow basket jo the carate. Brawing does not stop.
If the carafe is not replaced under the brew basked after 20 seconds, waler and coflee
will sverllow from the brew basket,

SETTING THE CLOCK, TIMER AND AUTO-BREWING
LISE THE Set Clock Bullon TO SET THE CLOCK:
1 Press Set Clock buiton and the bulton's indicator Hight will fiash,

2. 5eithe time of day by pressing the Hour and Minute bulions. Be sure to sat the ime
with the corract AM and PM designation.

3 You can maks the hours and minutes mova more guickly in the clock display by
holding the buttons down.

4. Ifyou press the Set Clock button and don’t do anything for § seconds, the bulion's
tght flashes 5 tmes then turns off To resume. press 1he Sel Clock bulion again
The clock starls a iaw seconds after you finish selting it

The Auto Brew can be cancelled at any tims by pressing the Aute On bubton a second
tirne. The Auto On light goss out To check what ime the Auto Brew is set lor, push In the
Set Auto bulton and the time will be displayed.

TIME SINCE BREW [N PANEL DISPLAY

Time Since Brew is an Indicator of the freshness

of your carale of coffee designed inlo your coflzamaker.
After you have brewed a pot of coflee, the cofleemaker
keeps lrack of its freshness.

For the st 15 minutes after you brew, there is

no indicator, After 15 minutes and up to 30 minules,
one blue LED light appears under the intication Time
Since Brew under the number 15, At thls time a long
beep will sound to notify you of the change of ireshness
Once the carafe has been sitting for 30 to 45 minutes,

a blue LED fight also appears under

the number 30 Anofier long beep sounds.

Alter 45 lo 80 minules an LED also appears under the number 45 along with a beep, and
after 80 minules and longer, an LED light appears under the number 60 with another long
beap. The time gince brew indiclor will shut iiself aller 2 hours Al this fime another long

beep will sound

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CARE AND CLEANING

ALWAYS UNPLUG tha coffeamaker from the sleckic oullet bslore cleaning. The exterior
of the coffeemaker, the control paned area and the warming plate should only be cleaned
with a soft tdamp cloth

§ WARNING: NEVER immerse the colfesmaker in water o any hauid.

| WARNING: po NOT clean the warming piate unless it is completely
cool, DO NOT use abrasive clesnsers or scouring pads,

To clean the inside of the reservoir gover, open the one-plece cover, allowing it to restin
the open position. Pult the water spreader hose oul from under the guide on the inside of
the Iid (See Fig 2}, wipe surfaces with a damp cloth, replace waler spraader hose under
guide, and close cover Do nol use abrasive cleansers or scouring pads,

CARAFE CARE

The stainless steef thermal carale fealures a double-walled, vacuum-insulated design

1. HAND WASH ONLY. Do not clean the carale in a dishwasher. Wash or rinse by hand
2. NEVER use abrasiva scouring pads or cleansers; they will sorateh and damage the metal

3. DO NOT place the carafe on or near & gas or elecire burner, in & heated oven,
or in & microwave oven,

4. Avaid rough handling and sharp blows



CARE AND CLEANING

CLEANING THE COFFEEMAKER AND CHANGING THE CHARCOAL FILTER

Altar svery 70 cytles, or carafes of cofles, a raminder will appear in the eontrol pans!
display, change filier and eiean along with thrae beaps, 1o tell the user It is fime to clean
the inside of the colfsemaker of all mingral buildup, and te change tha waler filler
Mingral deposits ieft by hard water can clog yowr coflsemaker. Cleaning is recommended

about every 70 uses, when the coffaemaker’s reminder lets you know you have reached
this point

7. Tutn the coffeemaker OFF at this poind and
fel it soak for at lzast 15 minutes o soften
any deposis.

8 TTurn the polfeamaker back ON and brew the
ramaining selution Into the carale. When braw
cycle has slopped, turn OFF coffbemaker,
amply carafe, and discard solled paper {ilisr.

8. Relill rasarvoir with cold water and furn ON to
run another brew cycle You may want io repeat
again to allminate any vinegar smetlaste.

10. Wash the brew basket and carale.

11 Open the Waler Filter, pull out the old
charcosl, discard and replace with a
rew one {Fig. 10).

12 Plage the Waltsr Filter with new charcoal
into the reservolr. Cofleemaker is cleaned
and ready for use
