Then turn the Cycle Selections dial to the desired setting to start the dishwasher, There is a time
delay between start-up and water fill while the timer is advancing. Therefore you will not hear any
wash acton right away.

To interrupt/pavse a wash cycle during operation, turn the Option Selections dial to the OFF position,
To restart, turn this dial to the desired option.

At the start of a cycle all Cycle Status Indicators relevant to that program are illuminated. As the
program progresses, each Cycle Status Indicator switches off to show what stage of your wash has
finished. Your wash is complete when the CLEAN light is illuminated.

All of the Cycle Status Indicators will flash on and oft'if either the door is opened during a cycle or
if the cycle has been paused.

5. DELAY START—This option will allow vou (o delay the start time of any wash cycle except RINSE & HOLD
forup to 6 hours,

1. Select the delay start you want by pressing the DELAY START button. Multiple pressing will alternate the
delay ime between 2, 4 or 6 hours and OFF.

2. Select the wash cycle you want. The DELAY START light/lights will flash to indicate time selected.
3. The flashing Cycle Status Indicators show how many hours will elapse before washing begins.

6. CLEAR—If you wish to change the wash cycle after it has started or wish to turn the dishwasher oft before the
wash finishes, it’s simple. First pause the dishwasher by pressing the selected Cycle Selection
button, then press the CLEAR button. The dishwasher will then drain. You can now select a new
wash cycle if you want. If you don’t, the dishwasher will drain and all Cycle Status Indicators will go
oul. If you have selected a new wash cycle, remember to add more detergent to the detergent
compartmentif required.

The door must be closed and latched into place to select a CYCLE Selection or an option.

If the dooris opened during a cycle and left open, the dishwasher will beep once every minute until the door
is closed and latched into place.

Your dishwasher has the ability to remember what options you like with any particular wash cycle.
This means that if vou select NORMAL WASH vour dishwasher will automatically select the
options that you selected last time you washed with the NORMAL WASH cycle, This memory
function works with NORMAL WASH and SUPER cycles. You can change the options that have
been remembered with a particular wash cycle if vou require.

NOTE: Pressing the CLEAR button at the end ot a wash cycle does not interfere with this
automatic memory functon.

Toreduce the possibility of children starting the dishwasher when unattended, a child lockout
feature can be enabled. Once enabled, each button must be pressed and held for two seconds until
vou hear a BEEP, before the dishwasher will respond.

This feature can be enabled by pressing both the CLEAR and RINSE & HOLD buttons together
and holding both for two seconds. You will hear three BEEPS when the child lockout is enabled.

The child lockout can be cancelled by pressing the CLEAR and RINSE & HOLD together and
holding both pressed for two seconds until a single BEEP is heard.

NOTE: Child lockout overrides tone silencing.

The entering water must be at least 120°F. and
not more than 150°F ., for effective cleaning and
to prevent dish damage. Check the water
temperature with a candy or meat thermometer.

Turn on the hot water faucet nearest the
dishwasher, place the thermometer in a glass
and let the water run continuously into the
glass until the temperature stops rising.

A rinse agent improves dry performance,
removes spots and prevents new film build-up
on vour dishes, glasses, tlatware, cookware
and plastic.

Fill the rinse agent chamber by rotating the
round cap counterclockwise and remove. Fill
chamber to maximum level. Replace and fock
the cap into place,

To check if rinse agentis needed: a solid black
indicator indicates sufficient rinse agent; a clear
indicator indicates a low level and requires
adding more rinse agent.

« A full dispenser should last about one month,

« I rinse agent spills, wipe it up immediately.
It can keep your detergent from working.

« If after washing you notice cloudy spots,
streaks or water marks on the glassware, and
the rinse agent dispenser is not empty, it may
be necessary to increase the dispenser settings.
To do so, remove the cap and using a butter
knife, rotate the indicator arrow to a higher
number. Replace the cap when done.

« If glasses appear smeared or there is foam
present on the botiom of the glasses or the
bottom of the machine, select a lower dosage
number,

Use only detergent specifically made for use
in dishwashers. Keep your detergent fresh
and dry. Don't put powder detergent into the
dispenser until vou're ready to wash dishes.

The amount of detergent to use depends on
whether your water is hard or soft. With hard
water, you need extra detergent. With soft
water, you need less detergent.

Protect your dishes and dishwasher by
contacting vour water department and asking
how hard your water is. Twelve or more grains
is extremely hard water. A water softener is
recommended. Without it, lime can build up
in the water valve, which could stick while open
and cause flooding. Too much detergent with
soft water can cause a permanent cloudiness of
glassware, called etching.

The plastic cone on the underside of the spray
arm can be detached by unscrewing it
counterclockwise.
