s Remove obstactes such as rocks, tree limbs, slc.

s Watch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneven lerrain could
overturn the machine.

Choose alow gear so that you wili not have
to stop or shift while on the slope.

«  Follow the manufacturer's recommendations for wheel
welghts or counterweights toimprove stability.

*  Use exira care with grass catchers or other attachments.
These can change the stability of the machine.

+  Keep all movement on the slopes siow and gradual De not
make sudden changes in speed or direction.

= Avold starting or stopping on a slope.  [f tires |ose Iraction,
disengage the blades and proceed slowly straight down the
slope.

PREPARE BATTERY (See Figs. 2A and 2B)

CAUTION: Wear eye and face shieid.
Wash hands or clothing immediately i
accidenially in contaci with battery acid,
Do not smoke. Fumes from charged
batiery acid are explosive,

Read theinstructions included with the
battery ventcaps. Always wear gloves,
clothing and goggles to protect your

hands, skin and eves.

Your tractor has a baltery charging system which s suffi-
cient for normal use. However, periodic charging of the
battery with an automotive charger will extend its life.

*  See instructions packed with vent caps in parts bag.
= L Hthood 1o raised position

o Remove battery fromtractor tofill with acid and charge.
To remove battery, remove terminal guard and battery
bolts securing battery to tractor.

< Fill batiery with acid. Fill each cell until it reaches the
bottom of the vent wells. Do not overdiil.

s Allow battery to stand and settle for at least thirty
minutes. After standing, check the battery cell acid
level. [f below the vent wells, add more acid until the
correct level is reached.

While battery is standing {(after adding acid) and later, while
bhattery is being charged, continue with assembly of tractor.
IMPORTANT: TO MAXIMIZE THE LIFE OF YOUR
BATTERY, IT 1S NECESSARY THAT THE BATTERY BE
CHARGED BEFORE USE. FAILURE TO CHARGE
gATT&’RY CAN RBRESULT IN A SHORTENED BATTERY
IFE.
o Charge battery at a rate of 6 amperes for 1 hour. Use
a 12 volt battery charger. Observe all safety precau-
tions required for battery charging.

«  Check the acid level after the battery is charged. It the
acid has fallen below the correct level, add distilled or
iron free waler.

o Install the vent caps to cover the vent wells. Wash the
top of the battery with water to remove any acid, then
wipe dry. .

= Check battery case for leakage 1o make sure that no
damage has occurred in handling.

o Dispose of excess battery acid. Neutralize acid for
disposal by adding it to two gallons of waler in a five
gallon plastic container. Stir with a wooden or plastic
paddie while adding baking soda uniil the addition of
more soda causes no more foaming.

CHECK DECK LEVELNESS

For best cutting results, mower housing should be properly
leveled. See "“TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING" in the
Service and Adjustments section of this manual.

CHECK FOR PROPER POSITION OF ALL
BELTS

See the figures that are shown for repiacing motion and
mower blade drive belts in the Service and Adjustments
section of this manual. Verify that the belts are routed
correctly.

CHECK BRAKE SYSTEM

After you learn how to operate your fractor, check to see
that the brake is properly adjusted. See “TO ADJUST
BRAKE” in the Service and Adjustments section of this
manual.

INSTALL BATTERY (See Figs. 4A and 4B)

CAUTION: Do not short battery termi-
nals. Before installing battery, remove
metal bracelets, wristwaich bands,
rings, etc.

No remaining loose parts in carton.

Battery is properly prepared and charged. (Minimum
1 hour at 8 amps).

Seat is adjusted comiortably and tightened securely.

Alitires are properly inflated. (For shipping purposes,
the lires were overinflated at the factory).

Be sure mower deck is properly leveled side-to-side/
front-to-rear for best cutting results. (Tires must be
properly inflated for leveling).

Drive so that clippings are discharged onto the area
that has been cut. Have the cut area to the right of the
machine. This will resul In & more sven distribution of
clippings and more uniform cutting.

When mowing large areas, start by turning to the right
so that clippings will discharge away from shrubs,
fences, driveways, etc. After one or two rounds, mow
in the opposite direction making left hand turns until
finished (See Fig. 10 ).

if grass is extremnely tall, it should be mowed twice to
reduce load and possible fire hazard from dried clip-
pings. Make first cut relatively high; the second te the
desired height.

Do not mow grass when it is wet. Wet grass will plug
mower and leave undesirable clumps. Allow grass to
dry before mowing.

Always operate engine at full throttle when mowing to
asstire better mowing performance and proper dis-
charge of material. Regulate ground speed by select-
ing a low enough gear to give the mower culling
performance as well as the quality of et desired.
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When operating attachments, select a ground speed
that will suit the terrain and give best performance of
the attachment being used.

MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT:

FOR BEST PERFORMANCE, KEEP

MOWER HOUSING FREE OF BUILT-UP GRASS AND
TRASH. CLEAN AFTER EACH USE.

The special mulching blade will recut the grass clip-
pings many times and reduce them in size so that as
they fall onto the lawn they will disperse into the grass
and not be noticed. Also, the mulched grass will
biodegrade quickly to provide nutrients for the lawn.
Always mulch with your highest engine {(blade) speed
ggs éhis will provide the best recutting action of the
ades.

Avoid cutting your lawn when it is wet. Wet grass tends
to form clumps and interferes with the mulching action.
The best time 1o mow your lawn is the early afternoon.
Al this time the grass has dried and the newly cut area
will not be exposed 1o the direct sun.

Forbest results, adjust the mower cutting height so that
the mower cuts off only the top one-third of the grass
blades (See Fig. 11}). For extremely heavy mulching,
reduce your width of cut on each pass and mow slowly.

Certain types of grass and grass conditions may re-
quire that an area be muiched a second time to
completely hide the clippings. When doing a second
cul, mow across or perpendicular to the first cut path.

Change your cutting pattern from week to week. Mow
northto south one week then change to eastto westthe
next week. This will help prevent matting and graining
of the lawn.

SIBILITIES

TO CLEAN BATTERY AND TERMINALS

Corrosion and dirt on the battery and terminals can cause
the baitery to "leak” power.

TO ADJUST CARBURETOR

The carburetor has been preset at the factory and adijust-
ment should not be necessary. However, minor adjust-
ment may be required to compensate for differences infuel,
temperature, altitude or load. If the carburetor does need
adjustment, proceed as follows:

in general, turning the mixture screw in {clockwise) de-
creases the supply of fuel to the engine giving a leaner fuel/
air mixture. Turning the mixture screw out (counterclock-
wise) increases the supply of fuel to the engine giving a
richer fuel/air mixiure.
