The
length of the cord must not excesd six
feet It must be routed so that it does not
touch the dishwasher motor or the
lower portion of the dishwasher tub. A
grommet (Part No. 302797 must cover
the hole cut in a metal cabinet for the
flexible cord. The flexible cord must be
plugged intc a mating. three-prong,
grounding-type wall receptacie,
grounded in accordance with the
Natienal Blectrical Code ANSI/NFRA
70-icest edition, and all local codes
and crdinances.
