- Do not store or use gasoline or other flammable
vapors and liquids in the vicinity of this or any
cther appliance.

- Don’t refreeze frozen foods which have thawed
completely. The United States Department of Agriculture
in Home and Garden Bulletin No. 69 says:

"...You may safely refreeze frozen foods that have
thawed if they sfill contain ice erystals or if they are stll
cold-below 40°F.

"...Thawed ground meats, pouliry or fish that have any
off-odor or off-color should not be refrozen and should
not be eaten. Thawed ice cream should be discarded. If
the odor or color of any food is poor or questionable, get
rid of it. The food may be dangerous to eat.,

“Even partial thawing and refreezing reduce the eating
quality of foods, particularly fruits, vegetables and
prepared foods. The eating qualify of red meats is
alfected less than that of many other foods. Use refrozen
foods as soon as possible to save as much of their eating
quality as you can”

+ If your old refrigerator is still around the house but
not in use, be sure to remove the doors. This will
reduce the possibility of danger to children.

* Unplug your refrigerator before cleaning and
making repairs. NOTE: We strongly recommend that
any servicing be performed by a qualified individual.

» Before replacing a burned-out light bulb, unplug
the refrigerator or turn off power at the circuit breaker
or fuse box in order to avoid contact with a live wire
filament. {A burned-out light bulb may breck when being
replaced.} NOTE: Turning control to OFF position does
not remove power fo the light circuit.

Electrical Requirements

The refrigerator should always be plugged into its
own individual electrical outlet which has a voltage
rating that matches the rating plate. This provides the
best performance and also prevents overloading house
wiring circuits, which could cause a fire hazard from
overheating wires.

Starting the Refrigerator

Location

= Install the refrigerator on o floor strong enough to
support it when it is fully loaded.

» Do not install it where the temperature will go
below 60°F because it will not run often enough to
moinicin proper temperatures,

Do notinstall it next to your range, a heating vent
or where the sun will shine directly on it.

Rollers

Adjustable rollers behind the base grille enable

you to move the refrigerctor away from the wall for
cleaning. These rollers should be set so the refrigeratar
rests firmly on the floor. To assure that the doors will
close automatically from a halfway-open position,
there is o builtin tilt from the front to the back of the
cabinet Side-by-side refrigerators also have specially
designed door hinges that lift both doors slighily

when opened, allowing the force of gravity fo help
close them securely.

Two controls let you regulate the tlemperature in the fresh
food and freezer compariments.

At first, set both controls at “Initial Setting””.

Allow 24 hours for the temperature to stabilize, whether
you are seiting the controls for the first time or adjusting
them later. Then, if you want colder or warmer
temperatures in either compariment, adjust the controls
one step at o fime.

NOTE: Moving the fresh food conirol to OFF turns off
cooling in both compartments—fresh food ond freezer—
but does not shut off power to the refrigerator.

How to Test Temperatures

Use the milk test for the fresh food
compartment. Place a coniainer of milk on the top
shelf in the fresh food compartment Check it a day
later. If the milk is oo worm or too cold, adjust the
femperature controls.

Use the ice cream test for the freezer
compariment, Place a container of ice cream in
the center of the freezer compartment. Check it
after o day. Ifit's too hard or too soft, adjust the
temperature controls.

Turning Your Household Thermostat
Below 60°F. at Night?

You may wani to move the freezer control one step
colder. Cooler temperatures in the house may cause the
compressor lo operate less frequently, thus allowing the
freezer compartment to warm somewhat

To protect your frozen food supply, leave your freezer
control at this new, colder setling for the entire winter or
for os long as you keep your thermostat turned down

Moving the freezer control o a colder setiing should
have no effect on your fresh food compariment.
However, if freezing occurs, move the numbered control
one step warmer

When you stop turning the household thermosiat down at
night, move the refrigerator temperature controls back to
their regular selings.

Energy-Saving Tips

* Don't open the doors more often than necessory

® Close the doors as soon as possible, particularly in hot,
humid weather.

* Be sure the doors are closed tightly. Before leaving the
house or refiring for the night, check to be sure the doors
haven't been left open accidentally.

* Store only those foods requiring refrigeration in your
refrigerator.

* Wipe moisiure from botiles and cartons before putting
them in the refrigerator

* Keep foods covered to reduce moisture buildup inside
the refrigerator.

* If you move the controls to the coldest position for
quick chilling or freezing, be sure fo move them back to
regular seftings.

* Don'tovercrowd your refrigerator Overcrowding can
require extra electrical energy fo keep everything cool

Meats, fish and pouliry purchased from the store
vary in quality and age; consequently, safe storage
times in your refrigerator will vary.

New techniques are constantly being developed.
Consult the College or County Extension Service or
your local Utility Company for the lotest information
on freezing and storing foods.

Fresh Food Storage Tips

To store unfrozen meats, fish and poultry:
- Always remove store wrappings

» Rewrap in foil, film or wax paper and refrigercte
immediately.

To store cheese, wrap well with wax paper or
aluminum foil, or putin o plastic bag.

» Carefully wrap to expel air and help prevent mold.

» Store pre-packaged cheese in its own wrapping if
you wish.

To store vegetables, use the vegetable drawers—
they've been designed o preserve the natural
moisture and freshness of produce.

» Covering vegetables with a moist towel helps
maintain crispness.

- As a further aid to freshness, pre-packaged
vegetables can be stored in their original wrapping.

Tips on freezing foods

There are three essential requirements for efficient
home freezing.

1, initial quality. Freeze only fop-quality foods.
Freezing retains quality and Havor; it cannot improve
quality.

2. Speed. The guicker fruits and vegetables are
frozen after picking, the better the frozen product
will be. You'll save time, too, with less culling and
sorting fo do.

3. Proper packaging. Use food wraps designed
especially for freezing; they're readily available at
most food stores.

To store ice cream~Fine-quality ice cream, with
high cream content, will normally require slightly
lower temperatures than more "airy” already-
packaged brands with low cream confent

» 1t will be necessary to experiment to determine the
freezer comportment location and temperature
control setting to keep your ice cream at the right
serving temperature

* The rear of the freezer compartment is slightly
colder than the front.

To freeze meat, fish and poultry, wrap well in freezer-
weight foil {or other heavy-duty wrapping material)
forming it carefully to the shape of the contents. This
expels air. Fold and crimp ends of the package fo
provide a good, lasting seal.

Don'l refreeze meat that has completely thawed; meat,
whether raw or cooked, can be frozen successhully only
once.

For Convenience...

» Store like things together. This saves both fime and
electricity because you can find foods foster.

- Place the oldest items up front so they can be used up
promptly.

+ Use shelves on the door for most often used sauces and
condiments.

» Use the meat drawer for meats you do not freeze

To Save Money in Energy and Food Costs

+ Cover moist foods with tight lids, plastic film or foil.

- Leaf vegetables and fruits placed in drowers will last
longer when stored in closed plastic containers or
wrapped in plastic film.

- Do not overload your fresh food or freezer
compartment with a lot of warm food af one time.

+ Open the door the fewest times possible to save
elecirical energy.

- When going out of town for several days, leave as few
perishables as possible in the refrigerator. Move the
icemaker feeler arm to the STOP {up) position and shut
off water to the refrigerator.

Important Facts about Your lce & Water
Dispenser

* If this is your firsticemaker you'll hear occasional
sounds that may be unfamiliar. These ore normal
icemoking sounds and are not cause for concern.

e Your icemaker will produce eight cubes per cycle—
approximately 120 cubes in a 24-hour period—
depending on freezer compartment lemperaiure,
room temperature, number of door openings and
other use condifions.

° Intermittent dispensing of ice is normal. ifice flow
inferruption is more than brief, ice clump(s) may be the
cause and should be removed following instructions in
this section.

* Avaid over filling glasses with ice and using
narrow or extra-tall glasses. This can jom the chute
or cause the door in the chute 1o freeze shut.
Periodically open the freezer compartment door ond
look down into the chute [fice is blocking the chule,
poke it through with a wooden spoon.

» To help keep bits of ice from being sproyed
beyond the glass, place the glass close fo the ice
chute—but not so close that it blocks out coming ice.

» ice should not be dispensed into thin glasses, fine
china or delicate crystal—they can ¢rack or chip
from the combined pressure of your hand pressing
them against the pad and ice dropping into the
container

* Fill glasses with ice before adding soda or other
beverage mixes. This will prevent splashing which
could cause the ice and water selector switch to stick

* Beverages and foods should not be quick-chilled
in the ice storage bin. Cans, bottles or food
packages in the storage bin may cause the icemaker
or ayger to jarm.

* Do not add ice from trays or bags to the storage
bin. It may not crush or dispense well.

To clean out the line, pour the first six glassfuls of water in the
kitchen sink The first water through the system picks up @
slight “plastic” taste from the water tubing.

To make sure the bin fills with ice, level the cubes
occasionally. When cubes foll into the bin they may pile up
close to the icemaker and push the feeler arm to the STOP
position before the bin gets full Keeping the cubes level
allows the icemaker to fill the bin

Caution:

Under cerlain rore circumstonces, ice cubes may be
discolored, usually oppearing with a green-bluish color
The cause of this unusual discoloration is apparently due fo
a combination of factors such as certain characteristics of
local waters, household plumbing and the accumulation of
copper salls in an inactive water supply line which feeds
the icemaker. Continued consumption of such discolored
ice cubes may be injurious 1o health I such discoloration is
observed, discard the ice cubes and contact your Sears
Service Center

To Dispense lce and Water

Care and Cleaning
OQutside

The water and ice dispenser spill shelf should be
wiped dry immediately fo prevent spotting. Water left on
the shelf may leave deposits that you can remove by
soaking in undiluted vinegar. You can also use @ paste of
non-precipitating water softener (such as Calgon brand)
and water, or one teaspoon of citric acid powder per pint
of hot tap water. Soak until the deposit disappears or
becomes loase enough to rinse away. Usually 30
minutes soaking time is odequate. Avoid using wax on
the spill shelt and trim.

The soft door handles are easy fo clean if they are
waxed every few months. Use o household wax such as
Pledge or Jubilee brand to coat the handles. Soil will then
easily wash off with dish detergent and water or o non-
abrasive allpurpose cleaner.

Keep the finish clean. Wipe with o clean cloth lightly
dampened with kitchen applionce wax or mild liquid
dishwashing detergent. Dry and polish with o clean, soft
cloth. Do not wipe the refrigerator with o soiled
dishwashing cloth or wettowel. These may leave o
residue that can harm the paint. Do not use scouring
pads, powdered cleaners, bleach or cleaners containing
bleach because these products can scratch and weaken
the paint finish.

Protect the paint finish. The finish on the outside of the
refrigerator is o high quality, baked-on paint finish, With
proper care, it will stay new-looking and rustfree for
years. Apply a coat of kitchen/appliance wax when the
refrigerator is new and then ot least twice a yeor.

Inside

The fresh food and freezer compartment interiors
should be cleaned at least once o year Unplug the
refrigerator before cleaning. IF this is not practical, wring
excess moisture out of sponge or cloth when cleaning
around switches, lights or controls

Use warm water and baking sode solution—about a
tablespoon of baking soda to a quart of water. This both
cleans and neutrolizes odors. Rinse thoroughly with
water and wipe dry.

Other refrigerator parts—including door gaskets, meat
and vegetable drawers, ice storage bin and all plastic
parts—can be cleaned the same way. Do not use cleansing
powders or other abrasive cleaners. Deor gaskets are
factorylubricated with petroleum jelly on the hinge side.
[Fthe lubricant is excessive, wipe it off but leave a thin film
on the gasket to help insure a proper hinge-side seal.
When you clean the door gaskets, relubricate them.

Avoid cleaning cold glass shelves with hot water
because the exireme temperature difference may
cause them fo break.

To help prevent odors, leave an open box of baking
soda in the rear of the refrigerator, on the top shelf.

Change the box every three months. In addition, put an
open box of baking soda in the freezer to absorb stale
freezer odors.

Do not wash any plastic parts from your
refrigerator in your automatic dishwasher.

Storage Drawers

Drowers ot bottom of fresh food compartment will stop
before coming all the way out of refrigerator to help
prevent contents from spilling onto floor. The drawers can
be removed easily by tilting up slightly and pulling post
the “stop’’ location.

To remove storage drawers when fresh food
compariment door cannot be opened fully:

1. Remove food from shelf above top drawer and take
out shelf.

2. Toke food off glass cover and out of drawer.

Condenser

The condenser is located
behind the base grille. For
most efficient operation,
remove the base grille
and sweep away or
vacuum up dust that is

readily accessible. For best

results, use a brush specially
designed for this purpose. It is avuailable ot your Sears
store or service center. This easy cleaning operation
should be done atleast once a yeor.
