How Timed and Automatic

happen a number of times (depending
on the fabric, load size and Cycle
Selector setting).

How to reduce the possibility

of a fire hazard, if your dryer is
not exhausted to the outside:

A clothes dryer produces
combustible lint. When the dryer
is not exhausted to the outside, this
hnt is more apt to accumulate in
and near the dryer, which could
create a fire hazard.

It 1s imperative to keep the laundry
arca (around the washer and dryer)
clean and free from the accumulation
of lint, paper, rags, ctc. Clean this
area regularly.

Also mnspect the dryer’s blower
compartment at least once a year
and remove accumulated lint as
follows:

1. Unplug the dryer.
2. Remove the access panel.

3. Clean out any lint that may have
accumulated. Wipe or vacuum,
being careful not to disturb any
electrical or mechanical connections.

e Improper ducting. Make sure dryer 1s ducted in accordance with Instigation
Instructions.

«Obstruction in exhaust ducting. Make sure ducting is clean and free of obstruction,
and make sure damper in outside wall cap operates easily. If flexible ducting is used,
be sure it is not kinked and is installed according to Instigation Instructions.

* Blown fuses or tripped circuit breakers. Check household fuses or circuit breakers.
Most electric dryers use two. It 1s possible for one to be blown or tripped, and the dryer
still tumble without heat.

o Improper sorting. Do not mix heavy, hard-to-dry items with lightweight articles.
o Too many items in dryer. Dry only one washer load at a time. Do not combine loads.

* Too few items in dryer. If drying only one article, add two more similar articles, even
if dry, to ensure proper tumbling.

¢ 120-volt operation. If your dryer is operating on 120-volt circuit, longer drying times
could be normal. The drying on this circuit takes about three times as long as on a
240-volt circuit.

o Excessively wet clothes. Check washer; it may be malfunctioning.

. Leaving clothes in dryer after tumbling stops. Remove clothes immediately and place
on hangers when dryer stops tumbling.

If drying only one article, add two or more similar articles,
even if dry, to ensure proper tumbling.

e Improper sorting of load. Avoid laundering heavy Permanent Press items, such as
work clothes, with lighter Permanent Press ttems such as shirts or blouses. Also, do
not wash or dry Permanent Press items with ordmary items such as towels, bed linens,
ete.

¢ Too many items in washer. Items must have room to move freely. Permanent Press
loads should always be smaller than regular loads . . . no more than medium loads.

® Use of mcorrect wash and dry cycles. Use Permanent Press Wash Cycle. This cycle
provides a cool-down rinse to minimize wrinkling. Also, use Permanent Press Dry
Cycle.

s Incorrect water level. Use large water level for Medium Load; medmm level for
Small Load.

e Washing repeatedly in water that is too hot for the fabric. Wash these fabrics in cool
or warm water with plenty of detergent.

. Accumulation of lime scale due to use of carbonate detergents. If a non-phosphate
detergent must be used, avoid the use of a carbonate-built detergent.

e Failure to use fabric softener. Proper use of fabric softener will minimize wrinkling.

To correct wrinkling—

Steps to remove stubborn wrinkles:

1. Retumble on “Permanent Press” setting with small load,

2. Rerinse and dry on “Permanent Press” setting.

3. Some wrinkles may remain, these wrinkles cannot be removed. *

*NOTE: If you follow good laundry procedures and Permanent Press clothes still come out wrinkled, the
finish may not be good quality. Also, in permanent press synthetic/cotton blends, the cotton portion of the

fabric can eventually wear away leaving only the synthetic. Since the cotton has a resin finish that imparts
the meniory, a loss or decrease of permanent press performance will result.
