+ Contraction arxd expansion of the inside walls may cause
a popping noise.

« Water dripping on the defrost heater during a defrost
cycle may cause a sizzling sound

* You may hear air being forced over the condenser by the
condenser fan

* You may hear water running into the draln pan during the

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COMPRESSOR MOTOR SEEMS TC RUN TOO MUCH

The refrigerator that was replaced was an
older moded

Modern refrigerators with more storage space require
more operating time.

The room temperature is hotter than normal,

The motor will run longer under warm conditions . At niormal
room temperatures, expect your motor to run about 40% to
80% of the time. Under warmer conditions, expect it to run
even more often.

The door is opened often or a large amount
of food has just been added.

Adding food and opening the door warms the refrigerator

it is normal for the refrigerator to run fonger in order o cool

THE DOORS ARE DIFFICULT TO OPEN
Check ...

Then...

The gaskets are dirly or sticky.

Clean gaskets and the surfaces thal they touch. Rub a thin
coat of appliance polish or kitchen wax on the gaskets after
cleaning.

The door is reopened within a short time after having
been opened.

When you open the door, warmer air enters the refrigerator
As the warm air cools, it can create a vacuum. If the door is
hard to open, wait 5 minutes to alfow the air pressure to
equalize, then see if it opens more easily

The doors are opened often

When the door is opened, warm humid air is allowed into
the refrigerator. The more the door is opened, the faster the
humidity bullds up, and the more warm air the refrigerator
must cool. In order to keep the refrigerator copl, iy fo get
everything you need out of the refrigerator at once, keep
food organized so it Is easy to find and close the door as
soon as the food is removed.

The control is not set correctly for the surrounding
conditions.

Wailt 24 hours for temperatures (o stabilize or even out, If the
temperature is loo cold or too warm, move the dial one
number at a time

A farge amount of food has just been added
to the refrigerator or freezer.

The food is not packaged correctly.

Wrap food tightly and wipe off damp conlainers prior fo
storing in the refrigerator to avold moisture accumulation. If
