TO TRANSPORT

NOTE: To protect hood from damage when

transporting your tractor on & truck or a trailer,

be sure hood is closed and secured o tractor.

Use an appropriate means of tying hood 1o

tractor (rope, cord, etc.).

TOWING CARTS AND OTHER
ATTACHMENTS

Tow only the attachments that are recom-
mended by and comply with specifications of
the manufacturer of your tractor, Use com-
mon sense when towing. Too heavy of a load,
while on a slope, is dangerous. Tires can lose
traction with the ground and cause you to
losa control of your tractor.

BEFORE STARTING THE ENGINE

CHECK ENGINE OIL LEVEL

= The engine in your tractor has been
shipped, from the factory, already filled with
summer weight oil.

Check engine oil with tractor on level
ground. '

Remove ol {ill cap/dipstick and wipe clean,
reinsert the dipstick and screw cap tight,
wait for a few seconds, remove and read oil
level. I necessary, add ofl until “FULL”
mark on dipstick is reached. Do not overfill
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change oil for easier starting (See "OiL
VISCOSITY CHART" in the Mainte-
nance section of this manual).

 To change engine oil, see the Mainte-
nance section in this manual.

ADD GASOLINE

Fill fuel tank. Use fresh, clean, regular
unleaded gasoline with a minimum of 87
octane, (Use of leaded gasoline will
increase carbon and lead oxide
deposits and reduce valve life). Do not
mix oil with gasoline. Purchase fuel in
guantities that can be used within 30
days to assure fuel freshness.
IMPORTANT: When operating in tempera-
tures below 32°F(0°C), use fresh, clean
winter grade gasoline to help insure good
cold weather starting.

WARNING: Experience Indicates that
alcohol blended fuels {called gasohol or
using ethanol or methanol} can attract
moisture which leads to separation and
formation of acids during storage. Acidic
gas can damage the fuel systern of an
engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emp-
tied before storage of 30 days or ionger.
Drain the gas tank, start the engine and let
it run until the fue! lines and carburetor are
empty. Use fresh fuel next season. See
Storage Instructions for additional informa-
tion. Never use engine or carburetor
cleaner products in the {fuel tank or perma-
nent damage may Geeur.

AL CAUTION: Filt to bottom of gas tank
filler neck. Do not overiill. Wipe off any
spitled oil or fuel. Do not store, spill or use
gasofine near an open flame.

TO START ENGINE

When starting the engine for the first time
or if the engine has run out of fuel, it will
take extra cranking time to move fuel from
the tank to the engine.

« Be sure freewheel control is in the
transmission engaged position.

Sit on seat in operaling position,
depress clutch/brake pedal and set
parking brake.

Place motion control lever in neutral (N}
position.

Move attachment clutch to “DISEN-
GAGED" position.

Move throtlie control to choke position,
NOTE: Before starting, read the warm and
cold starting procedures below.

To ensure proper operation and perfor-

This procedure will
remove any trapped air inside the trans-
mission which may have developed during
shipping of your tractor.

IMPORTANT: Should your transmission

require removal for service or replace-

ment, it should be purged after reinstalla-
tion before operating the tractor.

MOWING TIPS

« Tire chains cannot be used when the
mower housing is attached 1o tracior.

» Mower should be properly leveled for
best mowing performance, See “TO
LEVEL MOWER HOUSING" in the
Service and Adjustments section of this
manual.

= The left hand side of mower should be
used for trimming.

+ Drive so that clippings are discharged
onto the area that has been cut. Have
the cut area to the right of the tractor,
This will result in a more even distribu-
tion of clippings and more uniform cut-
ting.

« When mowing large areas, start by turn-
ing to the right so that clippings will dis-
charge away from shrubs, fences, drive-
ways, etc. After one or two rounds, mow
in the opposite direction making left
hand turns until finished.

« If grass is extremely tall, it should be
mowed iwice to reduce load and possi-
ble fire hazard from dried clippings.
Makae first cut refatively high; the second
{o the desired height.

« Do not mow grass when it is wet. Wet
grass will plug mower and leave unde-
sirable clumps. Allow grass to dry
before mowing.

» Always operate engine at full throttle
when mowing to assure beiter mowing
performance and proper discharge of
material. Reguiate ground speed by se-
lacting a fow encugh gear to give the
mower the best cutting performance as
well as tha qualily of cut deslred.

= When operating atfachments, select a
ground speed that will suit the terrain
and give best performance of the at-
tachment being used.

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IMPORTANT: For best performance, keep
mower housing free of built-up grass and
trash. Clean after each use.

» The special mulching blade will recut
the grass clippings many times and
reduce them in size so that as they fall
onto the lawn they will disperse into the
grass and not be noticed. Also, the
mulched grass will biodegrade quickly
to provide nutrlents for the lawn. Always
muich with your highest engine (blade)
speed as this will provide the best recut-
ting action of the blades.

o Avoid cutting your lawn when it is wet.
Wet grass tends to form clumps and
interferes with the mulching action. The
best time to mow your lawn is the early
afternoon. At this time the grass has
dried and the newly cut area will not be
exposed to the direct sun,
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For best results, adjust the mower cut-
ting height so that the mower cuts off
only the top one-third of the grass
blades. For exiremely heavy muiching,
reduce your width of cut on each pass
and mow slowly.

Certain types of grass and grass condi-
tions may require that an area be
mulched a second time to completely
hide the clippings. When doing a sec-
ond cut, mow across or perpendicular to
the first cut path.

Change your cutting pattern from week
to week. Mow north to south one week
then change to east to west the next
week. This will help prevent matting and
gralning of the lawn.

Keep tires free of gasoline, oil, or insect

Avoid stumps, stones, deep ruts, sharp
objects and other hazards that may
cause lire damage.

NOTE: To seal tire punctures and prevent
flat tires due to slow leaks, tire sealant
may be purchased from your local parts
dealer. Tire sealant also prevents tire dry
rot and corrosion.

TO ADJUST CARBURETOR

NOTE: The carburetor on this engine is
low emission. It is equipped with an idle
fuel adjusting needle with a limiter cap,
which allows some adjustment within the
limits allowed by the cap. Do not attempt
to remove the fimiter cap. The limiter cap
cannot be removed without breaking the
adjusting needle.

The carburetor has been preset at the fac-
tory and adjustment should not be neces-
sary. However, minor adjustment may be
required to compensate for differences in
fuel, temperature, altitude or load, ¥ the
carburetor does need adjustment, proceed
as follows:

In general, turning idle mixiure valve in
(clockwise) decreases the supply of fuel to
the engine giving a leaner fuel/air mixture.
Turning the idle mixture valve out _
(counterclockwise) increases the supply of
fuel to the engine giving a richer fuel/air
mixiure.

IMPORTANT: Damage to the needle
valve and the seat in carburetor may
result if screw is turned in too tight.

PRELIMINARY SETTING -

v Air cleaner assembly must be assem-
bled o the carburetor when making car-
buretor adjustments.

 Be sure the throttle control cable is
adjusted properly {see abova).

FINAL SETTING -

Start engine and allow to warm for five
minutes.

IMPORTANT: it is important to prevent
gum deposits from forming in essential fuel
sysiem parts such as carburetor, fuel filter,
fuel hose, or tank during storage. Also,
experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels (called gasohol or using sthanol or
methanol) can altract moisture which leads
to separation and formation of acids during
storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage.
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= Start the engine and let it run until the
fuel lines and carburetor ars emply.

» Never use engine or carburetor cleaner
products in the fuel tank or permanent
damage may occur,

v Use fresh fuel next season.

NOTE: Fue! stabilizer is an acceptable

alternative in minimizing the formation of

{uel gum deposits during storage. Add sta-

bilizer to gasoline in fuel tank or storage

container. Always follow the mix ratio
found on stabilizer container. Run engine
at least 10 minutes after adding stabilizer
to allow the stabilizer to reach the carbure-
tor. Do not drain the gas tank and carbure-
tor if using fuet stabilizer.

Drain oil {(with engine warm) and replace
with clean engine oil. (See "ENGINE" in
the Maintenance section of this manual).
