PLEASE, read and understand the following tems about
your scroll saw before attemplting to use the saw.

1. The saw does not cut wood by itself. You allow the
saw to cut wood by guiding the wood into the blade
as it moves,

2. The biade teeth cut wood ONLY on the down stroke.

3. You must guide the wood into the blade slowly
because the teeth of the blade are very small and
they can only remove wood when they are on the
down stroke,

4. There is a learning curve for each person who wants
fo use this saw. During that period of time it is
expected that some blades will break until you learn
how to use the saw and receive the greatest benefit
from the blades.

5. Best results are achieved when cutting wood less
than one inch thick.

6. When cufting wood thicker than one inch the user
must guide the wood very, very slowly into the blade
and take extra care not to bend or twist the blade
while cuiting in order to maximize blade life.

7. Teeth on scroll saw blades wear out and as such
must be replaced frequently for best cutting results.
Scroll saw blades generally stay sharp for 1/2 hour to
2 hours of cufting.

8. To get accurate cuts, be prepared to compensate for
blades, tendency to follow the wood grain as you are
cutting.

9. This scroll saw is intended 1o cut wood or wood prod-
ucts only.

10. When choosing a blade fo use with your scroll saw,
consider the following carefully.

« Very fine, narrow blades should be used to sciol cut
in thin wood 1/4 inch thick or less.

WHENEVER SAW IS RUNNING

WARNING: Don't let familiarity (gained
from frequent use of your saw) cause a
careless mistake. A careless fraction of a
second is enough to cause a severe
injury.

Betore starting your cut, watch the saw while it runs. If it
makes an unfamiliar noise or vibrates a lot, stop
immediately. Turn the saw off. Unplug the saw. Do not
restart until finding and correcting the problem.
