Changing oil after the first two hours (or two mowings) will
help eliminate break-in residue which might be damaging to
your engine.

b. Fill fuel tank (Fig. 6). Use fresh, clean, regular un-
leaded gasoline. Capacity is 5 quarts (4.7 litres).

NOTE: FRESH, CLEAN WINTER GRADE FUEL MUST
BE USED TO INSURE GOOD COLD WEATHER
STARTING

FILL TO BOTTOM OF GAS TANK
FILLER NECK. DO NOT OVERFILL.
WIPE OFF ANY SPILLED OiL OR FUEL.
DO NOT STORE, SPILL OR USE GASO-
LINE NEAR AN OPEN FLAME.

e. If grass is extremely tall, it should be mowed twice.
The first time cut relatively high; the second time to
the desired height.

f. The left hand side of mower should be used for trim-
ming.

g, See Speed Selection Guide.

h. Do not mow tall, dry (brown) grass over 6 inches
(15.24 cm) tall. It is a fire hazard.

A. Fuel System

it is important to prevent gum deposits from forming in es-
sential fuel system parts such as the carburetor, fuel filter,
fuel hose, or tank during storage. Also, experience indicates
that alcohol blended fuels (called gasohol or using ethanol or
methanol) can attract moisture which leads to separation
and formation of acids during storage. Acidic gas can dam-
age the fuel system of an engine while in storage. To avoid
engine problems, the fuel system should be emptied before
storage of 30 days or longer.

B. Engine Oil

Drain (with engine warm) and replace with clean engine oil,
(See chart page 16).

C. Cylinder
1. Remove spark plug.
2. Pour one ounce (29.5 ml) of oil through spark

plug hole in to cylinder
Turn ignition key to "START' position for a few
seconds to distribute oil.
