.Don’t refreeze frozen foods which have thawed
completely, The United States Department of
Agriculture i Home and Garden Bulletin
No. 69 says:

“...You may safely refreeze frozen foods that
have thawed if they still contain ice crystals or if
they are still cold—below 40°F.(4°C.).

“... Thawed ground meats, poultry or fish that
have any off-odor or oft-color should not be
refrozen and should not be eaten. Thawed ice
cream should be discarded. If the odor or color of
any tood 1s poor or questionable, get rid of it. The
food may be dangerous to eat.

“Even partial thawing and refreezing reduces the
eating quality of foods, particularly fruits,
vegetables and prepared foods. The eating quality
of red meats 1s affected less than that of many
other foods. Use refrozen foods as soon as
possible to save as much of their eating quality as
you can.”

. Unplug your refrigerator before
cleaning and making repairs.

Set the Temperature Controls (appearance ma,vary)

The temperature controls let you regulate the temperature in the fresh
food and freezer compartments.

At first, set the Fresh Food control at 3" and the Freezer control at “C”.
Allow 24 hours for the temperature to stabilize, whether you are
setting the controls for the first time or adjusting them later. Then, if
you want colder or warmer temperatures in etther compartment, adjust
the controls one step af a time.

NOTE: Moving the Fresh Food control to OFF turns off cooling in
both compartments-fresh food and freezer—but does not shut off
power to the refrigerator.

How to Test Temperatures

Use the milk test for the fresh food compartment. Place a container
of milk on the top shelf in the fresh food compartment. Check it a day
later. If the milk is too warm or too cold, adjust the temperature controls.

Use the ice cream test for the freezer compartment. Place a
container of ice cream in the center of the freezer compartment. Check
it after a day. If it’s too hard or too soft, adjust the temperature controls.

Abways allow 24 hours for the refrigerator to reach the
temperature you set.

Automatic Energy Saver System

You won'’t find an “energy saver” switch on this refrigerator.
Warm liquid from the refrigerator’s condenser is automatically
circulated around the front edge of the freezer compartment to help

keep moisture from forming on the outside of the refrigerator during
humid weather.
Many refrigerators use special electric heaters, This refrigerator needs

none. That’s why there is no “energy saver” switch.. there’s no need
forit.

No Defrosting

It is not necessary to defrost the freezer or fresh food compartments.
Your refrigerator is designed and equipped to defrost itself automatically.

If you turn your household thermostat below 60°F. (16°C.) at night...

... you may want to move the freezer control one
step colder. Cooler temperatures in the house may
cause the compressor to operate less frequen!
thus allowing the freezer compartment to warm
somewhat. To protect your frozen food supply,
leave the freezer setting at this colder setting for
the entire winter or for as long as you keep your
thermostat turned down.

Moving the freezer control to colder setting should have no effect on
your fresh food compartment. However, if freezing occurs, move the
fresh food control one step warmner.

When you stop turning the thermostat down, turn the refrigerator’s
controls back to their regular settings.

Important Facts about Your Ice & Water Dispenser

.If this is vour first icemaker you’ll hear occasional sounds that
may be unfamiliar. These are normal icemaking sounds and are not
cause for concern.

* Your icemaker will produce 8 cubes per cyele—approx imately
i20cubesina 24-hour period-depending on freezer compartment
temperature. room temperature. number of door openings and other
use conditions.

Intermittent dispensing of ice is normal. Ifice flow interruption i &
more than brief. ice clump(S) may be the cause and should be
removed fol lowl ng instructions in thissection.

* Avoid overtfilling glasses with ice and using narrow or extra-tall
glasses. This can jum the chute or cause the door m the chute to
freeze shut. Periodically open the freezer compartment door and look
down into the chute. If ice is blocking the chute. poke it through with
a wooden spoon.

«To help keep bits of ice from being sprayed beyond the glass,
place the glass close to the ice chute-but not so close that it blocks
outcoming ice.

Fill glasses with ice before adding soda or other beverage mixes.

«Beverages and foeds should not be quick-chilled in the ice
storage bin. Cans. bottles or food packages 1 it the storage bin nwy
cause the icemaker or auger to jam.

When Dispensing Ice...

Some crushed ice may be dispensed even though you selected
CUBES. Thishappensoccasionally when a few cubes get channeled
to the crusher.

Sometimes a mound of snow will form on the door in the ice chute.
This condition is normal, and usually occurs w hen you hay e dispensed
crushed icerepeatedly. The snow willeventualis evaporate.
Sometimes crushed ice w il spray beyond the glass. To avoid this,
hold the glass Up closew the clute.

CAUTION: Never put fingers or other cbjects into the
dispenser opening.

When Dispensing Water...

The first glass of water dispensed may be warmer than the
following ones. This is normal.

Dispensed water is cool, not iced. For colder water. simply add
crushed ice or cubes before dispensing water.

Tips on Freezing Foods

There are 3essential requirements for efficient home freezing.

1. Initial quality. Freeze only top-quality food\. Freezing retain:
quality and flavor: it cannot improve quality.

2. Speed. The quicker fruits and vegetables are frozen after picking,
the better the frozen produet will be. You' Hsuve time, oo, with less
cufling and sorting to do.

3. Proper packaging. Use food wraph designed especially
for freezing.

To freeze meat, fish and poultry, wrap well in freezer-weight foil (or

other heavy-duty wrapping material ). forming it carefully to the shape

of the contents. This expel' air. Fold and crimp ends of the package to
provide a good. lasting seal. Toon’t refreeze meat that has been
compietely thuwed, meat. whether raw or cooked, can be frozen
successtlly only once.

Fine-quality ice cream, with high cream content, will normally
require slightly lower temperatlures than more “airy” already -packaged
brands with low cream content,

Jt w111 benecessary w experiment to determine the freezer
compartment location and temperature control setting fo keep your
ice cream at the rightserving temperature.

Excess water that may accumulate in the bottom of the drawer should
be emptied and the drawer wiped dry. The drawer 1s partiaily sealed
by gaskets attached to the cover. Always replace the drawer m this
cover and push the drawer all the way m.

Convertible Meat Drawer (on some models)

The Convertible Meat Drawer has its own “ -1
cold air duct to allow a stream of cold air “ 4
from the freezer compartment to flov
around the drawer.

The variable temperature

control regulates the air flow from

the freezer compartment.

Set control lever to MEATS or to

If lever is left in this position for a long
period of time, some frost may form on
the inside of the drawer.

The dispenser pad canbe cleaned byusing a warm water and baking
sody solution-about a tablespoon ( 15D of baking soda to a quart (1L1)
of water. Rinse thoroughly with water and wipe dry.

The door handiles and trim (on some model') can be cleaned witha
cloth dampened with asolution of mild liquid dishwashing detergent and
water. Dry with a soft cloth. Don’t use wax on the door handles and trim.

The soft door handles (on some models ) are cusy to keep clean
if they are waxed everyfew months. U seahouschold was such as
Pledge brand or Jubilee brand to coatthe handlet. Soil will then
casilywash off with a di sh detergent and water oranon-nbrasit e
all-purpose cleaner.

Keep the finish clean. Wipe with a clean cloth lightly dampened with
kitchen appliance wax or mild liquid dishwashing detergent. Dry and
polish with a clean, soft cloth. Do not wipe the refrigerator with a
soiled dishwashing cloth or wet towel. These may lea: ¢ a residue that
can erode the paint. Do not use scouring pads, powdered cleaners,
bleach or ¢leaners containing bleach because these products can
scratch and weaken the paint finish.

Protect the paint finish. The finish on the outside of the refrigerator
is a high quality, baked-on paint finish. With proper care, it will stay
new-looking and rust-free for years. Apply a coat of kitchen/appliance
wax when the refrigerator 1s new and then at least twice a year.

Appliance Polish Wax & Cleaner is available from Service and
Part: Centers.

Inside the fresh food and freezer compartments should be cleaned
atleast once a year. Unplugthe refrigerator before cleaning. If this js
not practical. wring excess moisture out of sponge or cloth when
cleaning around sw itches, liglts or controls.

Do not use
cleansing powder\ or other abrasive cleaner.
