Do Not Install the Dryer:

Do not install the dryerin an area exposed to
dripping water or outside weather conditions.

Do not install the dryer in an area where it will
come in contact with curtains, drapes, or
anything thatwill obstruct the flow of
combustion and ventilation air.

Do not install the dryer on carpet.
