Before starting the refrigerator, follow these important first steps:

Location

Choose a place that isnear a grounded electrical outlet, DO NOTusean extension
cord or an adapter plug.
If possible, place the refrigerator out of direct sunlight and away from the
range, dishwasher or other heat sources.
The refrigerator must be installed on a floor that is level and strong enough
to support a fully loaded refrigerator.
Consider water supply availability for models equipped with an automatic ice
maker,

Installation

Do not install the refrigerator where tile temperat_Jre will drop below 60"F
(15°C) or rise above 110°F (43°C). The compressor will not be able to maintain
proper temperatures.
Allow spacearound the unit for good aircirculation. Leavea 1 inch (25 ram) space
behind and a 3 inch (75 mm) space above the refrigerator for adequate
circulation.

In a recessed installation, allow an extra 1/2 inch (10-15 mm) on each side
for ease of installation.

For best circulation, elevate the unit 1 inch (25 mm) from the floor, especially if
the floor is carpeted,

Door Opening
The doors should open to allow easyaccessto a counter when removing food.
• Do not position the refrigerator so you have to walk around the refrigerator

doors.

• Reversethe doors if necessary. See "Door ReversalhTstructions. 'r

Leveling
All four corners of refrigerator must rest firmly on a solid floor. Some models
are equipped with adjustable screw-type levelers. Others are equipped with rollers.
if your refrigerator did not corn ewith rollers, they can bepurchased from your dealer.
Remove toe grille (some models). See Toe Grille instructions on page 13,

To adjust screw-type levelers (some models): Tip cabinet back slightly and
raise adjusting bolts as needed,
To adjust front rollers (some models): Use a screwdriver, 3/8" socket
wrench, or nutdriver to adjust rollersasshown.

Raise the front of cabinet enough so doors will close freely when opened halfway.
Level cabinet side to side,

Cleaning
Wash the inside, all removable parts and the outside with mild detergent and
warm water. Wipe dry. Do not use harsh cleaners on these surfaces.
Do not use razor blades or other sharp instruments, which can scratch the
appliance surface, when removing adhesive labels. Any glue left from the
tape or energy label can be removed with a mixture of warm water and mild
detergent, or, touch tile glue with the sticky side of tape already removed.

• Connect the ice maker to a potable water source that is not tied into a water softening system Chemicals from the soRener may

IMPORTANT:

Ensure that your water supply line connections comply with all local plumbing codes,
Before Installing The Water Supply Line, You Will Need

• Basic tools: adjustable wrench and standard, flat blade screwdriver.

• Access to a household cold water line with water pressure between 20 and 120 psi.

• A water supply line made of _/4inch (6.4 mm) OD, copper tubing. To determine the length of copper tubing needed, you
will need to measure the distance from the ice maker inlet valve at the back of the refrigerator to your cold water pipe.
Then add approximately 7 feet (2.1 meters), so the refrigerator can be moved out for cleaning. See Figure 1.

• A shutoff valve to connect the water supply line to your household water system. (DO NOT use a self-piercing type shutoff
valve.)

• A compression nut and ferrule (sleeve) for connecting the water supply line to the ice maker inlet valve.

NOTE: Water line kit number 5303917950, available from your appliance dealer at additional cost, contains 25 feet (7.6
meters) of _/4"OD copper tubing, a saddle type shutoff valve (nonpiercing), (2) Y_" brass compression nuts, (2) ferrules/sleeves,
and instructions for installinga water supply line.
To Connect Water Supply Line To Ice Maker Inlet Valve

1. Disconnect refrigerator from electric power supply.

2. Place end of water supply line into sink or bucket. Turn ON water supply
and flush supply line until water isclear. Turn OFFwater supply at shutoff
valve.

3. Unscrew plastic cap from water valve inlet (some models) and discard cap.

4. Slide brass compression nut, then ferrule (sleeve), onto water supply line,
as shown in Figure 2.

5. Pushwater supply line into water valve inlet as far as it will go (_/4inch). Slide
ferrule (sleeve)into valve inlet and finger tighten compression nut onto
valve.Tighten another half turn with a wrench; DO NOT over tighten.

6. With steel clamp and screw, secure water supply line to rear panel
of refrigerator at location shown in Figure 1.

7. Coil excesswater supply line (about 2_/;turns) behind refrigerator as
shown in Figure 1 and arrange coils so they do not vibrate or wear
against any other surface.

8. Turn ON water supply at shutoff valve and tighten any connections
that leak.

9. Reconnect refrigerator to electric power supply.
10.To turn ice maker on, lower wire signal arm. (Seeice maker front

cover for on/off position of arm.)

it takes approximately 24 hours for the ice maker to begin producing
ice. Air in new plumbing lines may cause ice maker to cycle two or three times before making a full tray of ice. New
plumbing may cause ice to be discolored or have poor flavor. Discard ice made during the first 24 hours.



Energy Saving Ideas • Locate the refrigerator in the coolest part ofthe room, out of direct sunlight and
away from heating ducts or registers. Do not place the refrigerator next to heat-
producing appliances such as a range, oven or dishwasher. If this is not possible,
a section or cabinetry or an added layer of insulation between the two
appliances will help the refrigerator operate more efficiently.

• Level the refrigerator so the doors close tightly.
• Refer to this Ownerrs Guide for the suggested refrigerator settings.
• Periodic cleaning ofthe condenser will help the refrigerator run more efficiently.

See Outside in the "Care and Cleaning" section.
• Do not overcrowd the refrigerator or block cold air vents. Doing so causes the

refrigerator to run longer and use more energy. Shelvesshould not be lined with
aluminum foil, wax paper or paper toweling. Liners interfere with cold air
circulation, making the refrigerator less efficient, which could cause Food
spoilage.

• Cover Foods and wipe containers dry before placing them in the refrigerator.
This cuts down on moisture build4Jp inside the unit.

• Organize the refrigerator to reduce door openings. Remove as many items as
needed at one time and close the door as soon as possible.

Refrigerator and Freezer Controls
To start out, set control dials to tile midpoint for a trial period of 24 hours,

Temperatures
After 24 hours, adjust the controls as needed. AdJust temperatures one
number at a time. For colder temperatures, turn tile dial toward COLDEST.
For warmer temperatures, turn the dial toward COLD. The temperature will
increase or decrease, but not necessarily by 1, 2, or :3 degrees.

An adjustment made to one compartment may require an adjustment to the
other,

Turning the refrigerator control will change the temperature in BOTH
compartments, Ifthe refrigerator control is turned to OFF, cooling stops
in both compartments.
Turning tile freezer control will change only tile temperature in the
freezer compartment.

To maintain temperatures, a fan circulates air in the refrigerator and freezer
compartments. For good circulation, do not block cold air vents with food items.

Moisture Reduction Switch (some models)
If moisture Forms on tile metal between the two doors, set the [Vloisture
Reduction Switch (located on the control box in the refrigerator compartment) to
the "ON" position, A heater will warm the surface and allow moisture to evapo-
rate.

Items used often are available For quick selection.

Some models have adjustable door bins which can be moved to suit individual needs.
To move the bins, remove by lifting straight up, Placethe bin in the desired position
and lower over supports.

The Dairy Compartment is warmer than the general food storage section and is
intended for short term storage of cheese, spreads, or butter.

Micro-Serve Dishes

Micro-Serve Dishes (somemodels)
Food can be stored, cooked*, and served in Micro-Serve Dishes provided in some
models. Thesedishesslide easily into their own tray, which hangs below a door gallon
bin, conveniently Freeing shelf space For other items, See illustration.

The Humidity Control (some models with Crisper drawers) allows you to adjust the
humidity within the Crisper. This can extend the life of fresh vegetables which keep
best in high humidity. Leafy vegetables, however, keep best when stored with the
Humidity Control set on HIGH, or in adrawer without a Humidity Control. Thiskeeps
incoming air to a minimum and maintains maximum moisture content.

Crisper Cover Support (some models)

The Crisper Cover Support, located between the two
Crisper drawers, is shipped raised from the liner floor.
This prevents damage to the liner floor during shipping.
Once your refrigerator has been installed in it's final
location, the Foot of the Crisper Cover Support must
be lowered to prevent bowing in the middle of the
Crisper Cover, when food is placed on it.

Adjusting the Foot of the Crisper Cover Support:
1. Tolower the Foot, rotate it the clockwise direction

until it rests on the liner floor.
2, Toraise the Foot, rotate it in the counterclockwise

direction.

Deli Drawer (some models)
Some models are equipped with a Dell Drawer for storage of luncheon meats,
spreads, cheeses, and other dell items.

Meat Pan (some models)
Some models are equipped with a Meat Pan that can be positioned below any
refrigerator shelf. Usethis pan for short term storage of bulk meat items. If meats are
to be kept longer than 1 or 2 days, they should be frozen.

Meat Keeper (some models)
The temperature in the Meat Keeper drawer can be made colder than the rest of the
refrigerator compartment by adjusting the Chilled Air Control, Meat will be partially
frozen, and may be kept fresh longer than if stored on a refrigerator shelf.

Before placing items in Meat Keeper, follow these steps to keep meat fresh,
1. Carefully handle meat with clean hands, and always keep compartment clean.
2. Store meat in its original wrapper, If necessary, overwrap in plastic wrap, or

foil to prevent drying. Wrap fish tightly to prevent odor transfer to other foods,
3. If spoilage ever occurs, disinfect the compartment with liquid chlorine bleach

following label directions. Then, rinse with a solution of baking soda, and water.
Rinsewith clear water, and dry,

The Chilled Air Duct can also switch sides, should you wish to move the split
cantilever shelf. To change sides:

• Remove Meat Keeper drawerandshelf. Removescrew, Graspair duct, push and
tip back to "unlock" it from the air outlet box.

• Move air duct to the other side, and push into place. Reinstall screw.
• Replaceshelf and insert drawer.

Wine Rack (some models)
The wine rack stores bottles of wine, or single 2-liter plastic bottles of juice or
soda pop. To install, slide wine rack onto the shelf with the curve facing in.To
remove, slide wine rack out,install on either side of a SpiltsafeTM shelf.



Care and Cleaning

Damp objects stick to cold
metal surfaces, Do not touch

refrigerated surfaces with wet or damp
hands.

Keep your refrigerator and freezer clean to prevent odor build-up. Wipe up any spills
immediately and clean both sectionsat leasttwice ayear. Never use metallic scouring
pads, brushes, abrasive cleaners or strong alkaline solutions on any surface. Do not
wash any removable parts in a dishwasher.

Always unplug the power cord from the wall outlet before cleaning. Turning
the control to OFFdoes not disconnect power to the controls, light bulb, or other
electrical components,

Inside

Wash inside surfaces of the refrigerator and freezer with a solution of 2 tablespoons
baking soda in 1 quart warm water. Rinse and dry thoroughly. Be sure to wring
excess water out of sponge or cloth before cleaning around the controls, light
bulb, or any electrical parts.

Wash removable parts such asshelves and drawers with baking soda solution or mild
detergent and warm water. Do not use harsh cleaners on these surfaces. Rinse
and dry thoroughly. Clean the door gasketswith mild suds, rinse with clear water and
wipe dry. Do not use razor blades or other sharp instruments which can scratch the
appliance surface when removing adhesive labels, Any glue left from the tape or
energy label can be removed with a mixture of warm water and mild detergent, or,
touch the residue with the sticky side of tape already removed. Do not remove the
serial plate.

Outside

Wash the cabinet and handleswith warm water and mild liquid detergent. Rinsewell
and wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

When moving the refrigerator, pull straight out. Do not shiftthe refrigerator from side
toside asthis maytear or gougethefloor covering, if the refrigerator hasan automatic
ice makerr be careful not to move the refrigerator beyond plumbing connections.

To avoid damage and help
the refrigerator run as efficiently as
possibler clean the condenser
periodically,

Periodically clean the condenser (black tubes and wires on the back of the
refrigerator). Using a vacuum with its dusting tool attachment, vacuum the coils to
remove dust build-up. Do not allow lint or dust to accumulate on the coils.

The defrost water pan is located at the bottom rear of the refrigerator on top of the
compressor (shown lett), The pan should be cleaned periodically. Wipe clean with a
damp cloth.

Replacing the Light Bulb
To replace the light bulb:
1. Unplug the refrigerator,
2, Wear gloves as protection against possible broken glass.
3, Replaceold bulb with an appliance bulb of the same wattage.
4. Remember to plug the refrigerator back in.

Vacation and Moving Tips
Short vacations: Leavetile refrigerator operating during vacations of 1to 3 weeks_

Useup allperishable items from the refrigerator section. Wrap andstore other items
in the freezer. If the unit has an automatic ice maker, turn oft the ice maker.

Long vacations: Remove all rood and ice if you will be gone 1 month or more. Turn
the control to OFFand disconnect the power. If the unit has anautomatic ice maker,
turn off the ice maker andturn the water supply valveto the closed position, Defrost
and clean the interior thoroughly. Leaveboth doors open to prevent odor and mold
buildup. Block open if necessary.

Moving: When moving the refrigerator, followthese guidelinesto prevent
damage:

• Remove all rood and other items from refrigerator and freezer
compartments, Empty the ice storage bin, Defrost and clean the
interior thoroughly.

• If a hand truck is used in moving, load the refrigerator from the side.
• Turn front rollers as far up aspossible (some models). Thiswill protect them

during sliding or moving.
• The cabinet should be well padded and handled with care, Do not drop.

Automatic Ice Maker Ifyour refrigerator has an automatic ice maker, it will provide acontinuous supply of
ice for normal use. The automatic ice maker is an optional accessory which may be
installed in most models at any time. Call your local dealer rot installation.

After the plumbing connections have been completed, the water supply valve must
be opened. Place the ice container under the ice maker, pushing it as far back as
possible. Lower the wire signal arm to its "down" or ON position. Because of new
plumbing connections, the first production of ice cubes may bediscolored or have an
odd flavor. Throw the ice away until the cubes made are free of discoloration and
taste. _ Remember, water quality determines your ice quality. It is best
to connect ice maker to water that is NOTsoft. Softening chemicals can damage ice
maker. If ice maker is connected to soft water, make sure softener is maintained,

and working properly.

To stop the ice maker, litt the wire signal arm until it clicks and locks in tile "up Ir

or OFFposition. The ice maker turns off automatically when the ice container is full.
If your model has an adjustable freezer shelf, place the shelf so the wire signal arm
will hit the ice when the ice container isfull.

Your refrigerator is equipped with reversible door hinges. Hinging of the door can be
changed to the opposite side any time you wish. An envelope containing extra plastic
hole plugs is included in some models, Turn the refrigerator control to OFF. Remove
all food, bottles, and other items from the door. Begin with freezer door.
Completely remove one door before beginning the other.
