Temperature Controls

Your refrigerator has two controls that let you regulate the
temperature in the fresh food and freezer compartments..

At first, set the Fresh Food control at "5" and the Freezer
control at"C"

Allow 24 hours for the temperature to stabilize, whether
you are setting the controls for the first time or adjusting
them later Then, if you want colder or warmer
temperatures in either compartment, adiust the controls
one letter or number at a time._

Note: Turning the Fresh Food control to OFF turns off
cooling in both compartments-kesh food and freezer-
but does not shut off power to the refrigerator

How to test temperatures:

• Carefully wrap to expel air and help prevent mold

• Store pre-packaged cheese in its own wrapping if you
wish

To store vegetables, use the vegetable drawers-
they've been designed to preserve the natural moisture
and freshness of produce.

• Covering vegetables with a moist towel helps maintain
crispness.

• As a further aid to freshness, pre-packaged vegetables

Meats, fish and poultry purchased from the store vary in
quality and age; consequently, safe storage times in your
refrigerator will vary.

New techniques are constantly being developed
Consult the College or County Extension Service or
your local Utility Company for the latest information
on freezing and storing foods.

Tips on freezing foods

1. Freeze only topquality foods. Freezing retains
quality and flavor; it cannot improve quality.

2. Freeze fruits and vegetables quickly after
picking. The sooner you do, the better the frozen
product will be, with less culling and sorting to do.

3. Use food wraps designed especially for
freezing.

To store ice cream-Fine-quality ice cream, with high
cream content, will normally require slightly lower
temperatures lhan more "airy" already-packaged
brands with low cream content

• It will be necessary to experiment to determine the
freezer compartment location and temperature control
setting to keep your ice cream at the right serving
temperature

"The rear of the freezer compartment is slightly colder
than the front,

To freeze meat, fish and poultry, wrap well in
freezer-weight foil (or other heavy-duty wrapping
material) forming it carefully to the shape of the
contents This expels air Fold and crimp ends of
the package to provide a good, lasting seal

Don't refreeze meat that has completely thawed;
meat, whether raw or cooked, can be frozen
successfully only once

"Store like things together This saves both time and
electricity because you can find foods faster

• Place the oldest items up front so they can be used up
promptly..

To save money in energy and food costs...

Outside

The door handles and trim can be cleaned with

a cloth dampened with a solution of mild liquid
dishwashing detergent and water,. Dry with a soft
cloth Don't wax handles or trim.

Keep the finish clean. Wipe with a clean cloth lightly
dampened with kitchen appliance wax or mild liquid
dishwashing detergent.. Dry and polish with a clean,
soft cloth.. Do not wipe the refrigerator with a soiled
dishwashing cloth or wet towel. They may leave a
residue that can harm the painL Do not use scouring
pads, powdered cleaners, bleach or cleaners
containing bleach because these products can
scratch and weaken the paint finish

Protect the paint finish. The outside of the refrigerator
has a high quality, baked-on paint finish_With proper
care, it will stay new-looking and rust-free for years
Apply a coat of kitchen appliance wax when the
refrigerator is new and then at least twice a year.

Inside

Clean the inside of the fresh food and freezer

compartments at least once a year. Unplug the
refrigerator before cleaning. If thisis not practical,
wring excess moisture out of sponge or cloth when
cleaning around switches, lights or controls.

Use warm water and baking soda solution-about a
tablespoon of baking soda to a quart of water. This both
deans and neutralizes odors._Rinse thoroughly with
water and wipe dry

Other parts of the refrigerator-including door gaskets,
vegetable drawers, ice trays and all plastic parts-can
be cleaned the same way. Do not use cleansing
powders or other abrasive cleaners. After cleaning door
gaskets, apply a thin layer of petroleum jelly to the door
gaskets at the hinge side° This helps keep the gaskets
from sticking and bending out of shape.

To help prevent odors, leave an open box of baking
soda in the rear of the refrigerator, on the top shelf.
Change the box every three months_.An open box of
baking soda in the freezer will absorb stale odors.

I Do not wash any plastic parts from yourrefrigerator in your automatic dishwasher.

Behind Refrigerator

Care should be taken in moving your refrigerator away
from the wall. All types of floor coverings can be
damaged, particularly cushioned coverings and those
with embossed surfaces, Pull the refrigerator straight out
and return it to position by pushing it straight in. Moving
your refrigerator in a side direction may result in
damage to your floor covering or refrigerator_

When pushing the refrigerator back, make sure you
don't roll over the power cord or icemaker supply fine.

Condenser

The condenser is located behind the base gritle.
For most efficient operation, you need to keep the
condenser clean, Turn temperature control to OFF,
Remove the base grifle.. Sweep away or vacuum dust
that is readily accessible on condenser coils, then turn
the control back on. For best
results, use a brush specially
designed for this purpose° It

Storage Drawers
