The Difference Between Automatic and Timed Drying

Automatic Drying

When using the Automatic Cycles, the

Automatic Dry Control system continually senses

the temperature of the air in the dryer drum. Wet
laundry keeps the air cool. When laundry is dry
enough (and the drum air warm enough) the heat turns
off. When the air cools, the heat turns back on. This
off and on cycling may happen a number of times
(depending on the fabric, load size and cycle Selector
setting). The Cycle Selector advances (when the heat
is off) until it automatically turns off dryer.

Timed Drying

When using the Timed Cycles, you select the number
of minutes you wish the dryer to run and it turns off at
the end of this time period.

Normal Heat can damage these
fabrics. Check manufacturer’s drying instructions.

Place in dryer with 3 or 4 dry towels which have been heated for 5 minutes. Set timer for 20 to 25 minutes. Do not set control for more than
25 minutes.

Stop dryer periodically and
check filter for excess lint. Remove and restart dryer.

Tumble dry on Fluff (No Heat) setting as heat may cause alteration in shape, color and appearance of such articles.

Special precautions must be taken to dry extra-large items. Set dryer for 20 minutes then check carefully. Set 15 minutes for second setting, check
again; and 5 minutes for each additional setting. Make sure that article does not fill drum. Many large articles, when wet, have ample room in
dryer, but as they dry and fluff up may not have room to tumble. Check carefully every few minutes and if article is still wet or damp and fills
dryer, finish drying on line. Do not, under any circumstances operate dryer for longer times without checking. CAUTION: If large items do not
have room to tumble, the air flow may be blocked which could result in scorching your valuable items. Many large items, like shag rugs,
cannot be dried in home size dryers. DO NOT tumble dry jackets containing Kapok. (See filter cleaning instructions above.)

Check ticking for holes or weak seams where feathers or filling could escape. Dry no more than one pillow at a time and set dryer for
maximum time. Stop dryer occasionally and shake pillows to redistribute filling for more even drying. Check pillows at end of drying time.
If they are not completely dry, return them to dryer and reset for more drying time. Feather pillows dry very slowly and must be dried
completely to prevent mildewing. DO NOT tumble dry pillows containing Kapok.

o Dryer unplugged. Make sure power cord is plugged in.

o No power to dryer. Check fuses and circuit breakers to make sure dryer is
getting current.

If flexible
ducting is used, be sure it is not kinked and is properly installed according to
the Installation Instructions.

e Blown fuses or tripped circuit breakers. Check household fuses or circuit
breakers. Most electric dryers use two. It is possible for one to be blown or
tripped and the dryer still tumble without heat.

o Improper sorting. Do not mix heavy, hard-to dry items with lightweight articles.

o Large loads of moisture-holding fabrics, such as beach towels, take a long
time to remove moisture.

o Too many items in dryer. Dry only one washer load at a time. Do not combine
loads.

o Too few items in dryer. If drying only one article, add two more similar articles,
even if dry, to insure proper tumbling.

SHRINKAGE, GENERAL

o Some fabrics will shrink whether machine washed and tumble dried or
washed by hand and drip dried; others may be safely washed but will shrink
in a dryer. Follow Garment Manufacturers’ Care Labels exactly. If in doubt,
do not machine wash or tumble dry.

SHRINKAGE, KNITS

o Relaxation shrinkage can occur in knit fabrics that have been improperly
stretched and elongated by the manufacturer, When this occurs, garment may
be pressed back into shape after each wash and dry cycle.

o Progressive or delayed shrinkage is caused when starch or sizing (in some
fabrics) is gradually removed by laundering. Maybe noticed in older garments
that have been laundered many times without previous shrinkage. Treat as for
Relaxation Shrinkage above.

o Shrinkage caused by overheating occurs in certain knit fabrics that have
been heat-shaped. When washing, drying or ironing temperatures exceed the
temperatures used to shape set, shrinkage may occur. This cannot be corrected,
but it can be prevented by washing in cold or warm water; drying on low heat.

WRINKLING IN
PERMANENT PRESS

AND “NO-IRON” ITEMS

o Leaving clothes in dryer after tumbling stops. Remove clothes promptly and
hang them immediately.

« Too many items in dryer. Dry only one washer load at a time. Do not
combine loads.

o Too few items in dryer. If drying only one article, add two or more similar
articles, even if dry, to insure proper tumbling.

o Improper loads. Avoid laundering heavy Permanent Press items, such as work
clothes, with lighter Permanent Press items, such as shirts or blouses. do not
wash or dry Permanent Press with regular laundry.

o Too many clothes in washer. Items must have room to move freely.
Permanent Press loads should always be smaller than regular loads ...
no more than medium loads.

o Use of incorrect wash and dry cycles. Use Permanent Press wash cycle
which provides a cool-down rinse to minimize wrinkling. Also, use Permanent
Press drying cycle.

o Incorrect water level. Use large water level for medium load; medium level
or half full for small load.

. Washing repeatedly in too hot water. Wash in cool or warm water with
plenty of detergent.

o Accumulation of lime scale due to use of carbonate detergents. If you must
use a non-phosphate detergent, avoid the use of a high-carbonate detergent.

o Failure to use fabric softener. Proper use of fabric softener will
minimize wrinkling.
