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Appendix-Removing TV Stand

If you decide to install the wall mount your LCD TV, always use a VESA standard wall mount appropriate

for the size and weight of the LCD TV.

® Be sure to follow the instructions. Incorrect installation of the stand/wall mount may result in the
TV falling over.

® Before attaching (or detaching) the stand, unplug the AC cord from the AC input terminal.
