GENERAL OPERATION
Read, understand, and follow all instructions in the manual
and on the machine before starting.

Only allow responsible adults, who are familiar with the
instructions, to operate the machine

Clear the area of objects such as rocks, loys, wire, elc
which could be picked up and thrown by the blade.

Be sure the areais clear of other people before mowing  Stop
machine il anyone enters the area

Never carry passengers

Do notmow inreverse unless absolulely necessary. Always
look down and behind before and while backing.

Be aware of the mower discharge direction and do not point
it at anyone Do not operate the mower without either the
entire grass catcher or the guard in place

Slow down before turning

Never leave a running machine unattended. Always turn off
blades, set parking brake, stop engine, and remove keys
belore dismounting

Tuin off blades when not mowing

Stop engine before removing grass catcher or unclogging
chule

Mow only in daylight or good artificial light

Do not operate the machine while under the influence of
alcohol or drugs

Walch tor iaffic when operating near or crossing roadways

Use extra care when loading or unloading the machine into
a trailer or truck

SLOPE OPERATION

Slopes are a major factor related to loss-of-control and
tipover accidents, which can result in severé injury or
death. All slopes require extra caution. If you cannot back
up the slope or if you feel uneasy on it, do not mow it

Mow up and down slopes, not across
Rernove obstacles such as rocks, tree imbs, et

Walch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneven lerain could
overturn the machine. Talf grass can hide obslacles

Use slow speed. Choose a low gear so tha! you will not have
to stop or shift while on the slope.

Follow the manufacturer’s recommendations for wheel
weights or counterweights to improve stability

Use exira care with grass catchers or other altachments
These can change the stabilily of the machine.

Keep all movement on the slopes slow and gradual Do not
make sudden changes in speed or direction

Avoid starting or stopping on a slope. i tires tose traction,

disengage the blades and proceed slowly straight down the
slope

Do not tusn on slopes unless necessary, andthen. tumn slowly
and gradually downhill, if possible

Do not mow near drop-offs, dilches, or embankments The
mower could suddenly tumn over if a wheel is over the edge
of a cliff or ditch. or if an edge caves in

Do nat mow on wet grass. Reduced traclion could cause
sliding

Do not try to stabilize the machine by putting your foot on the
ground

Do not use grass catcher on sleep siopes

Keep children out of the mowing area and under the waltchiul
care of another responsible adult

Be alert and turn machine off if chiidren enter the area

Belore and when backing. look behiad and down for small
children

Never carry chitdren. They may fall off and be seriously

Your new tractor has been assembled at the factory with exception of those parts left unassembled for shipping purposes.
To ensure safe and proper operation of your fractor all parls and hardware you assemble must be tightened securely. Use

the correct tcols as necessary to insure proper tighiness.

BEFORE ROLLING TRACTOR OFF SKID

HOW TO SET UP YOUR TRACTOR

object to contact both terminals at the
same time. Before connecting battery,
remove metal bracelets, wristwatch

bands, rings, etc.

Positive terminal must be connected
first to prevent sparking from acciden-

tal grounding.

s Lift hood fo raised position.

*  Open terminal access doors, remove terminal protec-
tive caps and discard.

« If this battery is put into service after month and year
indicated on label (label located between terminals)
charge battery for minimum of one hour at 6-10 amps.

»  First connect RED battery cable to positive (+) battery
terminal with hex bolt, flat washer, lock washer and hex
nut as shown. Tighten securely.

*  Connect BLACK grounding cable to negative (-) bat-
tery terminal with remaining hex bolt, flat washer, lock
washer and hex nut. Tighten securely.

« Close terminal access doors,
Use terminal access doors for:

* Inspection for secure connections (fo tighten hard-
ware).

s Inspection for corrosion.
=  Testing battery.

s Jumping (if required).

INSTALL MULCHER PLATE
(See Figs. 5 and 6)

+ |nstall two latch hooks 1o mulcher plate using screw,
washer, lock washer, and weld nut as shown.

OWING TIPS

Tire chains cannot be used when the mower housing is
attached to tractor.

Mower should be properly leveled for best mowing
performance. See “TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING" in
the Service and Adjustments section of this manual.

The left hand side of mower should be used for trim-
ming.

Drive so that clippings are discharged onto the area
that has been cut. Have the cut area to the right of the
tractor. This will result in a more even distribution of
clippings and more uniform cutting.

When mowing large areas, start by turning to the right
so that clippings will discharge away from shrubs,
fences, driveways, etc. After one or two rounds, mow
in the opposite direction making left hand turns until
finished (See Fig. 12A ).

If grass is extremely tall, it should be mowed twice to
reduce load and possible fire hazard from dried clip-
pings. Make first cut relatively high; the second to the
desired height.

Do not mow grass when it s wet. Wet grass will plug
mower and leave undesirable clumps. Allow grass to
dry before mowing.

Always operate engine at fuil throttle when mowing to
assure better mowing performance and proper dis-
charge of material Regulate ground speed by select-
ing a low enough gear to give the mower cutting
performance as well as the quality of cut desired.

When operating attachments, select a ground speed
that will suit the terrain and give best performance of
the attachment being used.

MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT:

FOR BEST PERFORMANCE, KEEP

MOWER HOUSING FREE OF BUILT-UP GRASS AND
TRASH. CLEAN AFTER EACH USE.

The special mulching blade will recut the grass clip-
pings many times and reduce them in size so that as
they fall onto the lawn they will disperse into the grass
and not be noticed. Also, the mulched grass will
biodegrade quickly to provide nutrients for the lawn,
Always mulch with your highest engine (blade} speed
gis éhis will provide the best recutting action of the
ades.

Avoid cutting your lawn when it is wet. Wetgrasstends
to form clumps and interferes with the mulching action,
The best time to mow your lawn is the early afternoon.
At this time the grass has diied and the newly cut area
will not be exposed to the direct sun.

Forbestresults, adjust the mower cutling height so that
the mower cuts off only the top one-third of the grass
blades (See Fig. 12B). For extremely heavy mulching,
reduce your width of cut and mow slowly.

Centain types of grass and grass conditions may re-
quire that an area be mulched a second time to com-
pletely hide the clippings. When doing a second cut,
mow across or pempendicular to the first cut path.

Change your cutting pattern from week to week. Mow
notthto south one week then change to easttowestihe
next week. This will help prevent matting and graining
of the lawn.

Care should be taken to keep the blade balanced. An
unbalanced blade will cause excessive vibration and even-
tual damage to mower and engine.

* The blade can be sharpened with a file or on a grinding
wheel. Do not altempt to sharpen while on the mower.

s Tocheck blade balance, you will need a 5/8" diameter
steel bolt, pin, ora cone balancer. (When using a cone
baian;;ar, follow the instructions supplied with bal-
ancer).

*  Siide blade on to an unthreaded portion of the steel bolt
or pin and hold the bolt or pin paraliel with the ground.

TO CLEAN BATTERY AND TERMINALS

Corrosion and dirt on the battery and terminals can cause
the battery to “leak” power.

*  Remove terminal guard.

«  Rinse the battery with plain water and dry.

« Clean terminals and battery cable ends with wire
brush until bright.

V-BELTS

Check V-belts for deterioration and wear after 100 hours of
operation and replace if necessary. The belts are not
adjustable.

TRANSAXLE COOLING

The fan and cooling fins of transmission should be kept
clean o assure proper cooling.

Do not attempt to clean fan or transmission while engine is
running or while the transmission is hot.

* Inspect cooling fan to be sure fan blades are intact and
clean.

= Inspect cooling fins for dirt, grass clippings and other
materials. To prevent damage to seals, do not use
compressed air or high pressure sprayer to clean
cooling fins.

TRANSAXLE PUMP FLUID

The transaxle was sealed at the factory and fluid mainte-
nance is not required for the life of the transaxle. Shouldthe
transaxie ever leak or require servicing, contact your near-
gst authorized service center/departiment.

LUBRICATION

Only use high quality detergent oil rated with AP| service
classification SF, 8G or SH. Select the oil's SAE viscosity
grade according o your expected operating temperature.

NOTE: Although multi-viscosity oils (BW30, 10W30 etc.)
improve starting in cold weather, these multi-viscosity oils
will result in.increased oil consumption when used above
32°F. Check your engine oif level more frequently to avoid
possible engine damage from running low on oil.

Change the oll after every 25 hours of operation or at least
once ayearifthe tractor is not usedfor 25 hours inone year.

Check the crankcase ol level before starting the engine
and after each eight (8) hours of operation. Tighten oil fill
cap/dipstick securely each time you check the oil level.

However, minor adjust-
ment may be required to compensate fordifferencesinfuel,
temperature, altitude or load. If the carburetor does need
adjustment, proceed as follows:

In general, turning the mixture screw in (clockwise) de-
creases the supply of fuel to the engine giving a leaner fuel/
air mixture. Turning the mixture screw out (counterclock-
wise) increases the supply of fuel to the engine giving a
richer fuel/air mixture.
