{. .GENERAL OPERATION ,
« Read, understand, and follow all instructions in the mariua

and on the machine before starting. "

« Only allow responsible adults, who are familiar with the
instructions, to operate the machine.

*  (Clear the area of objects such as rocks, loys, wire, alc.,
which could be picked up and thrown by the biade.

* Basuretheareaisclearof other people before mowing. Stop
maching if anyone enters the area.

= Never canry passengers.

« Do not mowin reverse unless absolutely necessary. Always
look down and hehind before and while backing.

*  Be aware of the mower discharge direction and do not point
it at anyone. Do not oparate the mower without either the
entire grass catcher or the guard in place.

«  Slow down belore tuming.

*  Never leave a running machine unattended. Always tum off
blades, set parking brake, stop engine, and remove Keys
befare dismounting.

«  Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

» Do not operate the machine while under the influence of
alcohol or drugs.

«  Watch for traffic when operating near or crossing roadways.

* Use extra care when loading or unioading the machine into
a trailer or truck,

ll. SLOPE OPERATION

Slopes are a major factor related to loss-of-control and tipover
accidents, which can result in severe injury or death. All slopes
reguira extra caution. If you cannotbackup the slope arif you feel
uneasy on it, do not mow it.

Do

*  Mow up and down slopes, not across.

«  Remove obstacles such as rocks, tree limts, ete.

«  Watch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneven terrain could

overtum the machine. Tad grass can hide obstacles.

Use slow speed. Choose a low gear so that you will not have

10 stop or shift while on the slope.

» Follow the manufacturers recommendations for wheel
weights or counterweights to improve stability.

* Usa extra care with grass catchers or other attachments.
These can change the stability of the machins.

«  Keep all movement on the slopes sfow and gradual. Do not
make sudden changes in speed or direction.

- - ~Avoid starting or stopping on a slope, | tires lose traction,

d'isengaga the blades and preceed slowly straight down the
slope.
DO NOT:

*  Donot tum on slopes uniess necessary, andthen, fum siowly

and gradually downhill, if possibie.

Oo not mow near drop-offs, ditches, or embankments. Tha

mower could suddenly tum over if a wheet is over the edge

of a cliff or ditch, or i an edge caves in.

» L‘g%_nar mow on wet grass. Reduced traction could cause
sliding.

= Do not try to stabilize the machine by putting your foot on the
ground,

» Do not use grass catcher on staep slopes.

Hl. CHILDREN

Tragic accidents can occur if the operator is not aler to the
presence of children. Children are often attracted to the machine
and the mowing activity. Neverassuma that childran will remain
where you last saw them.

«  Keep children out of the mowing area and under the watchful
care of another responsibla adult,
* Be alert and lum machine off if children enter the area.

+  Belore and when backing, look behind and down for smalf
children,

+  Never carry children. They may fall off and be seriously
injured or interfere with safe machine operation,

»  Naver allow children to aperate the machine.

* Use extra care when approaching blind comers, shrubs,
trees, ar other objects that may obscure vision.

IV. SERVICE

»  Usae extracare in handling gasoline and other fuels. Theyare
flammable and vapors ara explosive.

- Use only an approved container,

- Never remove gas cap or add fuel with the engine
running. Allow engine to cool before rehueling. Do not
smoke.

- Nevar refuel the machine indoors.

«  Never stare the machine or fuel container inside where
thers is an open flame, such as a water heater.

*  Keep nuts and bolts, especially blade attachment bolts, tight
and keep equipment in good condition.

ASSEMBLY

Your new tractor has been assembled at the factory with exception of those parts left unassembled for shipping purposes.
To ensure safe and proper operation of your tractor, all parts and hardware you assemble must be tightened securely. Use

the correct tools as necessary to insure proper tightness.

TOOLS REQUIRED FOR ASSEMBLY

A socket wrench set will make assembly easier. Standard
wrench sizes are listed.

» Release parking brake by depressing clutch/brake
pedal.

¢ Place freewheel control in freewheeling position to
disengage transmission (See "TO TRANSPORT" in
Operation section of this manual).

ASSEMBLY

HOW TO SET UP YOUR TRACTOR
PREPARE BATTERY (See Fig. 2)

CAUTION: Wear eye and face shield.
Wash hands or clothing immediately if

accidentally in contact with battery acid.
A Do not smoke. Fumes from charged

battery acid are explosive,

Read the instructions included with the
battery vent caps. Always wear gloves,
ciothing and goggles to protect your

hands, skin and eyes.

Your tractor has a battery charging system which is suffi-
cient for normal use. However, periodic charging of the
battery with an automotive charger will extend its life.

+ See instructions packed with vent caps in parts Bag.

» Fill battery with acid. Fill each cell until it reaches the
bottom of the vent wells. Do not overfill.

* Allow battery to stand and settle for at least thirty
minutes. After standing, check the battery cell acid
level. If below the vent wells, add more acid until the
correct level is reached.

While battery is standing (after adding acid) and later, while
battery is being charged, continue with assembly of tractor.

IMPORTANT: TO MAXIMIZE THE LIFE OF YOUR
BATTERY, IT IS NECESSARY THAT THE BATTERY BE
CHARGED BEFORE USE. FAILURE TO CHARGE
E;?;IE'TEHY CAN RESULT IN A SHORTENED BATTERY

* Charge battery at a rate of 6 amperes for 1 hour. Use
a 12 volt battery charger. Observe all safety precau-
tions required for battery charging.

«  Check the acid level after the battery is charged. If the
acid has fallen below the correct level, add distilled or
iron free water,

* Install the vent caps to cover the vent wells. Wash the
top of the battery with water to remove any acid, then
wipe dry.

* Check battery case for leakage to make sure that no
damage has occurred in handling.

» Dispose of excess battery acid. Neutralize acid for
disposal by adding it to two gallons of water in a five
gallon plastic container. Stir with a wooden or plastic
paddle while adding baking soda untii the addition of
more soda causes no more foaming.

*  Get off seat without moving its adjusted position.
* Raise seat and tighten adjustment knob securely.

CHECK TIRE PRESSURE

The tires on your tractor were overinflated at the factory far- -
shipping purposes. Carrect tire pressure is important for
best cutting performance.

* Heduce fire pressure to PSI shown in “PRODUCT
SPECIFICATIONS” on page 3 of this manual.

CHECK DECK LEVELNESS
For best cutting resuits, mower housing should be properly

leveled. See “TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING" in the
Service and Adjustments section of this manual.

CHECK FOR PROPER POSITION OF ALL
BELTS

See the figures that are shown for replacing motion and
mower blade drive beilts in the Servics and Adjustments
section of this manual. Verify that the helts are routed
cotrectly,

CHECK BRAKE SYSTEM

After you learn how to operate your tractor, check to see
that the brake is properly adjusted. See “TO ADJUST
BRAKE" in the Service and Adjustments section of this
manual.



SEMBLY

INSTALL BATTERY (See Figs. 4 and 5)

CAUTION: Do not short batlery termi-
nals. Before installing battery; remove
metal bracelets, wristwatch bands,
rings, etc.

Positive terminal must be connected
first to prevent sparking from acciden-
tal grounding.

Lift hood to raised position,

Be sure battery drain tube has not come loose and is

securely attached to drain in baltery tray.

Lower battery into baltery tray with terminals to front of

tractor.

First connect RED battery cable to positive (+) battery
terminal with hex bolt, flat washer, lock washer and hex

nut as shown. Tighten securely.

Connect BLACK grounding cable to negative (-) battery
terminal with remaining hex bolt, flat washer, lock

washer and hex nut. Tighten securely.

Stide the two battery bolts through the terminal guard

and start the wing nuts onto the threads.

Paosition terminal guard over baftery as shown, lower
battery bolts into key holes and slide square shafls of

battery bolts into slots of key holes.

Tighten wing nuts by hand making sure battery bolts
remain in slots of the key holes in the batiery support.

Be sure terminal access doors are closed.

ASSEMBLY

TO CONVERT TO BAGGING OR
DISCHARGING
Simply remove mulcher plate and store in a safe place.

Your mower is now ready for discharging or installation of
optional grass catcher accessory.

The cutting height is cantrolled by turning the height adjust-
ment knob in desired direction.

The cutting height range is approximately 1-1/2°to 4°, The
heights are measured from the ground to the blade tip with
the engine not running. These heights are approximate
and may vary depending upon sail conditions, height of
grass and types of grass being mowed.

« Theaverage lawn should be cutto approximately 2-1/2
inches during the cool season and to over 3 inches
during hot months. For healthier and better looking
lawns, mow often and after moderate growth.

«  For best cutting performance, grass over 6 inches in
height should be mowed twica. Make the first cut
relatively high; the second to desired height.

CAUTION: Always stop tractor com«
pletely, as described above, before leav-
ing the operator’s position; to empty
grass catcher, etc,

WARNING: Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels (called gaschol or using ethancl or methanoi) can
attract moisture which leads to separation and formation of
acids during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emptied before stor-
age of 30 days or longer. Drain the gas tank, start the
engine and let it run until the fuel lines and carburetor are
empty. Use fresh fuel next season. See Storage Instruc-
tions for additional information. Never use engine or
carburetor cleaner products in the fuel tank or permanent
damage may occur,

CAUTION: Fill to bottom of gas tank
filler neck. Do notoverfill. Wipe offany

spilled oil or fuel. Do not store, spill or
use gasoline near an open flame.

TO START ENGINE (See Fig. 9)

When starting engine for the first time or if engine has run
out of fuel, it will take extra cranking time to move fuel from
the tank {o the engine.

* Depress clutch/brake pedal and set parking brake.
» Place motion control lever in neutral (N) position,
¢ Move attachment clutch to “DISENGAGED” position.

*  Move throttle control lever to choke () position for
cold engine start. Forwarm engine start, move throttle
control to fast («4) position.

+ Insertkeyintoignitionand tumkey clockwise 1o “START”
position and release key as soon as engine starts. Do
not  run starter continuously for more than fifteen
seconds per minute. If engine does not start after
several attempts, move throttle control to fast ()
position, wait a few minutes and try again.

»  When engine starts, slowly move throttle control lever
to desired running speed.

e Allow engine to warm up for a few minutes before
engaging drive or attachments.

NOTE: If at a high altitude (above 3000 feet) or in cold
temperatures (below 32°F}, the carburetor fuel mixture
may need 1o be adjusted for best engine performanca. See

PURGE TRANSMISSION

CAUTION: Never engage or disengage
freewheel lever while the engine is run-
ning.

To ensure proper operation and performance, it is recom-
mended that the transmission be purged before operating
tractor for the first time. This procedure will remove any
trapped air inside the transmission which may have devei-
oped during shipping of your tractor.

OWING TIPS

Tire chains cannot be used when the mower housing
is attached to tractor. .

Mower should be properly leveled for best mdwi!;l,g
performance. See*TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING™ in
the Service and Adjustments section of this manual,

The left hand side of mower should be used for trim-
ming.

Drive so that clippings are discharged onto the area
that has been cut. Have the cut area to the right of the
machine. This will result in a more even distribution of
clippings and more uniform cutting.

When mowing large areas, stant by tuming o the right
so that clippings will discharge away from shrubs,
fences, driveways, etc. After ane or two rounds, mow
in the opposite direction making left hand tums until
finished (See Fig. 12).

i grass is extremely tal!, it should be mowed twice to
reduce load and possible fire hazard from dried clip-
pings. Make first cut relatively high; the second to the
desired height.

Do not mow grass when it is wet. Wet grass will plug
mower and leave undesirable clumps. Allow grass to
dry before mowing.

Always operate engine at full throttle when mowing to
assure better mowing performance and proper dis-
charge of material. Regulate ground speed by select-
ing a low enough gear 1o give the mower cutting
performance as well as the quality of cut desired.

When operating attachments, select a ground speed
that will suit the terrain and give best performance of
the attachment being used.

MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT:

FOR BEST PERFORMANCE, KEEP

MOWER HOUSING FREE OF BUILT-UP GRASS AND
TRASH. CLEAN AFTER EACH USE. )

The special mulching blade will recut the grass clip-
pings many times and reduce them in size so that as
they fall onto the fawn they will disperse into the grass
and not be noticed. Also, the mulched grass will
biodegrade quickly to provide nutrients for the lawn,
Always muich with your highest engine (blade) speed
gis, éhis will provide the best recutting action of the
ades.

Avoid cutting your lawn when itis wet. Wet grass tends
to form clumps and interferes with the mulching action.
The best time to mow your lawn is the early aftermoon.
Al this time the grass has dried and the newly cut area
will not be exposed ta the direct sun.

Forbest results, adjust the mower cutting height so that
the mower cuts off only the top one-third of the grass
slades (See Fig. 13). For extremely heavy mulching,
reduce yourwidth of cut on each pass and mow slowly.

Certain types of grass and grass conditions may re-
quire that an area be mulched a second time to com-
pletely hide the clippings. When doing a second cut,
mow across of perpendicular to the first cut path.

Change your cutting pattem from week to week., Mow
northto south one week thenchange to easttowestthe
next week, This will help prevent matting and graining
of the lawn.

TRANSAXLE COOLING

The fan and cooling fins of transmission should be kept
clean to assure proper cooling.

Do not attempt to clean fan or transmission while engine is

running or while the transrnission is hot,

» Inspectcooling fan to be sure fan blades are intact and
clean.

» Inspect cooling fins for dirt, grass clippings and other
materials. To prevent damage to seals, do not use
compressed air or high pressure sprayer o clean
cooling fins,

TRANSAXLE PUMP FLUID

The transaxie was sealed at the factory and fluid mainte-
nanceis not required far the life of the transaxie. Shouldthe
transaxie everleak or require servicing, contact your near-
est authorized service center/depantment.

V-BELTS

Check V-belis for deterioration and wear after 100 hours of
operation and replace if necessary. The belts are not
adjustable.

Every 100 hours of operation (more often under extremely
dusty, dirty conditions), remove the blower housing and
other cooling shrouds. Clean the cocling fins and external
surfaces as necessary. Make sure the cooling shrouds are
reinstalled.

NOTE: Qperating the engine with a blocked grass screen,
dirty or plugged cooling fins, and/or ceoling shrouds re-
rmoved will cause engine damage due to overheating.

ENGINE OIL FILTER (See Fig. 18)

Replace the engine oil filter every season or every other oil
change if the tractor is used more than 100 hours in one
year.

However, minor adjust-
ment may be required to compensate for differences in fuel,
temperature, altitude or load. if the carburetor does need
adjustment, proceed as follows:

In general, tuming the adjusting needles in (clockwise)
decreases the supply of fuel to the engine giving a leaner
fuel/air mixture, Turningthe adjusting needies out (counter-
clockwise) increases the supply of fuel to the engine giving
a richer fuel/air mixture.

IMPORTANT: DAMAGE TQ THE NEEDLES AND THE
SEATS IN CARBURETOR MAY RESULT IF NEEDLE IS
TURNED IN TOO TIGHT.
