Your battery tool should be charged in a location
where the temperature is more than 50°F but
tess than 100°F.

To reduce risk of damage 1o charger body and
cord, pull by charger body rather than cord when
disconnecting charger.

An extension cord should not be used unless
absolutely necessary. Use of improper
extension cord could result in a risk of fire and
electric shock.

a. That pins on plug of extension cord are the
same number, size and shape as those of
plug on charger.

b. That extension cord is properly wired and in
good electrical condition; and
c. That wire size is targe enough for AC

ampere rating of charger as specified
below:

DO NOT OPERATE CHARGER WITH A
DAMAGED CORD OR PLUG. I damaged, have
replaced immediately by a qualified setviceman.

Do not operate charger if it has received a
sharp blow, been dropped, or otherwise
damaged in any way; take it to a qualified
serviceman.

Do not disassemble charger: take it to a
qualified serviceman when service or repair is
required. Incorrect reassembly may result in a
risk of electric shock or fire.

To reduce risk of electric shock, unplug charger
from outiet before attempting any maintenance
of cleaning. Turning off controls will not reduce
this risk.

When using your screwdriver continuously, the batteries in
screwdriver cool down for approximately 30

your screwdriver will become hot. You should let your
minutes before attempting to recharge.

This situation only occurs when continuous use of your screwdriver causes the batteries to become hot. It
does not occur under normal circumstances. Refer to "CHARGING YOUR SCREWDRIVER® for normal
recharging of batteries. If the charger does not charge your screwdriver under normal circumstances, return both
the screwdriver and charger to your nearest Sears repair center for electrical check.

A WARNING: If any parts are missing, do not operate tool until the missing parts are replaced. Failure to do
so could result in possible serious personal injury.



OPERATION

A WARNING: Always wear safety goggles or
safety glasses with side shields when operating
tools.

CHARGING YOUR SCREWDRIVER

This tool has been shipped in a low charge condition
to prevent possible problems. Therefore, you should
charge it at least 3 hours prior to use.

Note: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time
they are charged. Allow several cycles (driving
screws foltowed by recharging) for them 1o become
fully charged.

TO CHARGE

W Charge screwdriver only with the charger pro-
vided.

B Make sure power supply is normal house
voltage, 120 volts, 60 Hz, AC only.

Connect charger to screwdriver by inserting
charger plug into input jack. As shown in figure 1,
input jack is located on the top of your screw-
driver.

Make sure charger plug and input jack are prop-
erly connected.

Connect charger to power supply.

The charge indicator light (LED) indicator, which is
located on the back of the screwdriver, will light up
when charger is properly connected to power
supply. This red light indicates your screwdriver is
charging and will remain on until charger is
disconnected from power supply.

After normal usage, a minimum of 3 hours of
charging time is required to be fully charged.
Do not operate the tool while it is connected to
the charger. The driving ability will not increase.

Do not place charger in an area of extreme heat
or cold. It will work best at normal room tempera-
ture.

A CAUTION: Your screwdriver contains special

high temperature hatteries to help prevent battery
damage when left on charge for extended periods
of time. However, once the batteries become fully
charged, we recommend that you unpiug the
charger from power supply and disconnect it from
the screwdriver.

Your screwdriver is equipped with a Forward/Reverse
Switch which allows you 1o change the direction of
rotation of the bit. For driving or forward rotation, slide
the switch to the forward (F) position. To reverse the
bit direction, slide the switch to the reverse (R)
position,

A CAUTION: To prevent gear damage, always
allow bit to come to a complete stop before
changing the direction of bit rotation.

To stop your screwdriver, release switch trigger and
allow your screwdriver to come to a complete stop.

OPERATION

BIT STORAGE

Your screwdriver has a bit storage located under the
maotor. It is convenient for storing bits when not in use.
Two bits are included with your screwdriver.

A convenient feature on your screwdriver is the speed
lock coltet. This feature locks the bit in the collet
preventing it from falling out.

Note: The collet has been designed to accept 1/4 in.
hex dril! bits and 1/4 in. hex power drive screwdriver
bits. See Figure 6.

ADJUSTABLE TORQUE CLUTCH
{Tightening Power of Your Screwdriver)
See Figure 7.

When using your screwdriver for various driving
applications, it becomes necessary to increase or
decrease the power and torque in order to help
prevent the possibility of damaging screwheads,
threads, workpiece, elc. In general, power and torque
should correspond to the difficulty of the screw to be
driven. If torque is too high the screws may be
damaged or broken.

Note: Your screwdriver has been shipped with the
adjustable torque clutch set at the lowest torque
sefting.

TO ADJUST TORQUE
See Figure 7.

B Locate arrow on torque adjustment cap.

W Toincrease torque, rotate torque adjustment cap
in the direction of the arrow. When cap stops
rotating, you have reached the highest torque
setting. To decrease torgue, rotate torque adjust-
ment cap in the opposite direction of the arrow.
When cap stops rotating, you have reached the
fowest torque setting.

Note: Remember the two speed feature (HI-LQ) when
setting torque. The amount of torque will vary
depending on which speed setling you have your
screwdriver. Switching to LO speed will increase
torque and switching fo HI speed wil! decrease torque.

MAINTENANCE

A WARNING: When servicing, use only identical
Craftsman replacement parts. Use of any other
part may create a hazard or cause product
damage.

Most plastics are susceptible to damage from various
types of commercial solvents and may be damaged
by their use. Use clean cloths to remove ditt, dust, oil,
grease, elc.

A WARNING: Do not attempt to modify this tool or
create accessories not recommended for use
with this tool. Any such aiteration or modification
is misuse and could result in a hazardous
condition leading to possible serious personal
injury.

BATTERIES

Your screwdriver is equipped with 4 nickel-cadmium
rechargeable batteries. Length of service from each
charging will depend on the type of work you are
doing.

The batteries in this tool have been designed to
provide maximum trouble free life. However, like afl
batteries, they will eventually wear out. To remove
batteries, see page 11, Battery Removal. Handling of
these batteries, especially when wearing rings and
jewelry, could result in a serious burn.

To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest
the following:

H Store and charge your batteries in a cool area.
Temperatures above normal room temperature
will shorten battery life.

Never store batteries in a discharged condition.
Recharge them immediately after they are dis-
charged.

Al} batteries gradually iose their ¢charge. The
higher the temperature, the quicker they lose their
charge. If you store your tool for long periods of
time without using it, recharge the batteries every
month or two. This practice will prolong battery
life.



BATTERY REMOVAL

To preserve natural resources, please
recycle or dispose of properly.

This product contains nickel-cadmium
batteries. Local, state or federal laws
may prohibit disposal of nickel-
cadmium batteries in ordinary trash.
Consult your local waste authority for
information regarding available
recycling and/or disposal options.

BATTERY REMOVAL, PREPARATION FOR
RECYCLING
See Figure 8.

TO REMOVE:

Lock switch trigger by placing the forward/reverse
switch in center position. See Figure 4.

Remove cover securing batteries by depressing
and pushing cover in the direction of the arrow as
shown in figure 8,

Slide batteries from motor housing enough to
expose leads and battery terminals. Disconnect
leads from battery terminals.

Note: Be careful not to break battety terminals
when disconnecting leads.

A WARNING: Upon removal, cover the battery's

terminals with heavy duty adhesive tape. Do not
attempt to destroy or disassemble battery or
remove any of its components. Nickel-cadmium
batteries must be recycled or disposed of
properly. Also, never touch both terminals with
metal objects and/or body parts as short circuit
may resuit. Keep away from children. Failure to
comply with these warnings could result in fire
and/or serious injury.
