Removing the Old Water
Heater

@Turn “OFF” electrical supply to the water heater. @3‘ If you have copper piping to the water he_atcr,

the two copper water pipes can be cur with a
" hacksaw approximatclP))r 4" away from where
they connect to the water heater. This will
avoid cutting off the pipes too short.
Additional cuts can be made later if necessary.
Disconnect the temperature-pressure relief
valve drain line, When the water heater is
drained, disconnect the hose from the drain
valve, Close the drain valve. The water heater
is now completely disconnected and ready to

\ be removed.

Turn “OFF” the water supply to the water heater at
the water shutoff valve or water meter.

@ b. If you have galvanized pipe to the

Facts to Consider About the
Location

Filling the Water Heater

To fill the water heater with water;

* Close the water heater drain valve by turning the handle to
the right (clockwise). The drain valve is located on the lower
front of the water heater to the left of the cold water inlet.

* Open the cold water supply valve to the water heatet.
NOTE: The cold water supply valve must be left open
when the water heater is in use.

* To insure complete filling of the tank, allow air to exit by
opening the nearest hot water faucer. Allow water to run
until a constant flow is obtained. This will let air out of the
water heater and the piping.

A CAUTION

3. If meral conduit is used for the grounding conductor:

A. The grounding electrode conducror shall be of copﬁcr,
aluminum, or coppetclad aluminum. The material shall
be of one continuous length without a splice or joint.
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B. Rigid metal conduit, intermediate metal conduit, or elec-
trical metallic tubing may be used for the grounding
means if conduit or tubing is terminared in fittings
approved for grounding,

C. Flexible metal conduit or flexible merallic tubing shall be
permitted for grounding if all the following conditions are
met:

1. The length in any ground return path does not exceed
6 feer.

2. The circuit conductors contained therein are protect-
ed by overcurrent devices rated at 20 amperes or less.

3. The conduit or tubing is terminated in fittings
approved for grounding. For complete grounding
details and all aliowable exceptions, refer to the latest
edition of the National Electrical Code.

4. Astandard " conduit opening has been made in the
water heater junction box for the conduit connection.

5. Use wire nuts and connect the power supply wiring to
the wires inside the water heater’s junction box.

6. The warer heater must be electrically “grounded” by
the installer. A green ground screw has been provided
on the water heater’s junction box. Connect ground
wire to this location.

7. Replace the wiring junction cover using the screw
provided.

AWARNING

temperature which will satisfy clothes washing, dish
washing, and other sanitizing needs can scald and per-
manently injure you upon contact. Some people are
more likely to be permanently injured by hot water
than others. These include the elderly, children, the
infirm, or physically/mentally handicapped. If anyone
using hot water in your home fits into one of these
groups or if there is a local code or state law requiring
a certain temperature water at the hot water tap,
then you must take special precautions.

Operational Conditions

SMELLY WATER

In cach water heater there is installed at least one anode rod for
corrosion protection of the tank. Certain water conditions will
cause a reaction berween this rod and the water. The most com-
mon com’Plaint associated with the anode rod is one of a “rotten
egg smell”. This odor is derived from hydrogen sulfide gas dis-
sgﬁ'ed in the water. The smell is the result of four factors which
must all be present for the odor to develop:
a. a concentration of sulfate in the supply water.
b. little or no dissolved oxygen in the water.
c. a sulfate reducing bacteria within the warter heater. {This
harmless bacteria is non-roxic to humans.)
d. an excess of active hydrogen in the tank. This is caused by
the corrosion protective action of the anode.

The anode rod in a new glasslined water heater works rapidly to
protect the tank. After a period of time the anode action slows
and the odor may dissipate.

A smelly water condition (Rotten Egg Odor) in your Compact
Electric water heater can, in most cases, be resolved or reduced
with the addition of sufficient amounts of chlerine to eliminate
the bacterial growth inside the tank. This can be accomplished
through the installation of a chlorine feeder to the system or the
periodic flushing of the water heater with “Chlorox” as needed.
On systemns where the odor is mild and does not occur too
rapidly, a monthly flushing may be sufficient. In more severe
cases, a system feeder wouldg be more appropriate.

“AIR” IN HOT WATER FAUCETS

A WARNING

HYDROGEN GAS: Hydrogen gas can be produced in a
hot water system that has not been used for a long peri-
od of time (generally two weeks or more). Hydrogen gas
is extremely flammable and explosive. To prevent the
possibility of injury under these conditions, we recom-
mend the hot water faucet be opened for several min-
utes at the kitchen sink before any electrical appliances
which are connected to the hot water system are used
(such as a dishwasher or washing machine). If hydrogen
gas is present, there will probably be an unusual sound
similar to air escaping through the pipe as the hot water
faucet is opened. There must be no smoking or open
flame near the faucet at the time it is open.
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RUMBLING NOISE

In some water areas, scale or mineral deposits will build up on
your heating elements. This buildup will cause a rumbling noise.
Follow “Element Cleaning/Replacement” instructions to clean
and replace the elements.

HIGH TEMPERATURE SHUT OFF SYSTEM

The water heater has a high limit shut off system with a reset
button located on the thermostat.

Follow the resetting instructions which refer to the high limit
behind the access panel.

NOTE: If your water heater is connected to an “OFF PEAK”
clock, and uses the “3 wire lead” wiring diagram in the
“Wiring Di ” section, then the waterieatcr will have a
hi-limit on both the upper and lower thermostats. Follow
the instructions to reset the hi-limit behind the upper and
lower access panels,

Check for loose or blown fuses in your water heater circuit.
Circuit breakers weaken with age and may not handle their
rated load and should be replaced.

Make certain the disconnect switch, if used, is in the “ON"
position.

Check to see the electric service to your house has not been
interrupted. If this is the case, contact the electric company.

Are the thermostats set to the desited temperature? See
“Temperature Regulation” section,

If you had experienced very hot water and now no hot
water, the problem may be due to the high temperature
shut off system. See “High Temperature Shut Off System”
in the “Troubleshooting™ section.

During very cold weather, the incoming water will also be
colder and it will require a longer time to become heated.

The hot water use}gc may exceed the capacity of the water
heater. If so, wairt for water heater to recover after abnormal

demand. Also examine pipes and faucets for possible water
leaks,

If you can not determine the problem, then call the Sears
Service Department.

WATER IS TOO HOT

Adjust the thermostat to a lower setting. See the “Temperature
Regulation™ section.

Leakage Checkpoints

Use this guide to check a “Leaking” water heater. Many suspected
“Leakers™ are not leaking tanks. Often the source of the water
can be found and corrected.

If you are not thoroughly familiar with electric codes, the water
heater, and safety practices, contact a Sears Service Center to
check the water heater.

Read this manual first. Then before checking the
water heater make sure the electric supply has been
turned “OFF”, and never turn the electric supply
