Installation Instructions

Removing the Old Water
Heater

@Tum “OFF” electrical supply to the water heater.

—

N 0
Turn “OFF” the water supply to the

water heater at the water shuroff valve or
water meter.

Attach a hose to the water heater drain
valve and purt the other end in a floor
drain or outdoors. Open the water heater
drain valve. Open a nearby hot water
faucet which will relieve pressure in the
water heater and speed draining.

A WARNING

The water passing out of the drain valve may be extreme-
ly hot. To avoid being scalded, make sure all connections
are tight and that the water flow is directed away from
any person.

@ Check again to make sure the electrical supply is

turned “OFF” to the warer heater. Then disconnect
the electrical supply connection from the water
heater junction box.

@a. If you have copper piping to the water
heater, the two copper water pipes can be
cut with a hacksaw appmximatcfy 4" away
from where they connect to the water
heater. This will avoid cutting off the pipes
too short. Additional cuts can be made
later if necessary. Disconnect the tempera-
ture-pressure rgief valve drain line. When
the water heater is drained, disconnect the

im @ hose from the drain valve. Close the drain

valve. The water heater is now completely
disconnected and ready to be removed.

@b. If you have galvanized pipe to the water
heater, loosen the two galvanized pipes
with a pipe wrench at the union in each
line. Also disconnect the piping remaining

| to the water heater. These pieces should be
saved since they may be needed when
reconnecting the new water heater,
Disconnect the temperature-pressure relief
valve drain line, When the water heater is
drained, disconnect the hose from the
drain valve. Close the drain valve. The
water heater is now completely disconnect-
ed and ready to be removed,

A CAUTION

Mineral buildup or sediment may have accumulated in the
old water heater. This causes the water heater to be
much heavier than normal and this residue, if spilled out,
could cause staining.




Installation Instructions (cont’d)

Facts to Consider About the
Location

You should carefully choose an indoor location for the new
water heater, because the placement is a very important consid-
eration for the safety of tﬁe occupants in the building and for
the most economical use of the appliance. This water heater is
not intended for outdoor installation.

Troubleshooting Guide

Start Up Conditions

THERMAL EXPANSION

Water supply systems may, because of such events as high line
pressure, ﬁiquent cut-offs, the effects of water hammer among
others, have installed devices such as pressure reducing valves,
check valves, back flow preventers, etc...to control these types of

roblems. When these devices are not equipped with an internal
Ey-pass, and no other measures are taken, the devices cause the
water system to be closed. As water is heated, it expands (ther-
mal expansion) and closed systems do not aliow for the expan-
sion of heated water,

The water within the water heater tank expands as it is heated and
increases the pressure of the water system. If the relieving point of
the water heater's temperature-pressure relief valve is reached, the
valve will relieve the excess pressure. The temperature-pressure
relief valve is not intended for the constant relief of thermal
expa:ilsion. This is an unacceptable condition and must be cor-
rected.

It is recommended thart any devices installed which could create a
closed system have a by-pass and/or the system have an expan-
sion tank to relieve the pressure built by thermal expansion,
Thermal expansion tanks are available f)r,om Sears stores and
through the Sears Service Centers. Contact the local plumbing
inspector, water supplier and/or the Sears Service Center for
assistance in controlling these situations.

Make sure thar the
cold water line is connected to the cold water inlet to the
water heater and the hot water line to the hot water outler
on the water heater.

* Make sure the electrical supply to your water heater is
‘lON’).

*  Check for loose or blown fuses in your water heater circuit.
Circuir breakers weaken with age and may not handle their
rated load and should be replaced.

¢ Make certain the disconnect switch, if used, is in the “ON”
position.

*  Check to see the electric service to your house has not been
interrupted. If this is the case, contact the electric company.

* Are the thermostats set to the desired temperature? See
“Temperature Regulation” section.

* If you had experienced very hot water and now no hot
watet, the problem may be due to the high temperature shut
off system. See “High Temperature Shut Off System” in the
“Troubleshooting Guide” section.

* During very cold weather, the incoming water will also be
colder and it will require a longer time to become heated.

* The hot water usage may exceed the capacity of the water

hearer. If so, wait for water heater to recover after abnormal
demand. Also examine pipes and faucets for possible warter

leaks.

* If you can not determine the problem, then call the Sears
Service Department.

Adjust the thermostat to a lower setting. See the “Temperature

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Troubleshooting Guide (cont’d)

Leakage Checkpoints

Use this guide to check a “Leaking” water heater. Many suspect-
ed “Leakers” are not leaking tanks. Often the source of the warter
can be found and corrected.

If you are not thoroughly familiar with electric codes, the water
heater, and safety practices, contact your local Sears Service
Center to check the water heater.

*Condensation may be seen on pipes in humid weather or
pipe connections may be leaking.

Small amounts of watet from temperature-pressure relief
valve may be due to thermal expansion or high water
pressure in your area.

© *The temperature-pressure relief valve may be leaking at
the tank fitting.

@ The elements may be leaking at the tank fitting.

A WARNING

HAZARD OF ELECTRICAL SHOCK! Before
removing any access panels or servicing the water
heater, make sure the electrical supply to the water
heater is turned “OFF”. Failure to do this could
result in DEATH, SERIOUS BODILY INJURY, OR
PROPERTY DAMAGE.

Turn electrical power “OFF”, remove access panels and
fold back insulation. If leaking around elements, follow
proper draining instructions and remove ¢lement.
Reposition or replace gasker on clement. Place element
into opening and righten securely. Then follow “Filling
the Water Heater” instructions in the “Installation
Instructions” section.

@ Water from drain valve may be due to the valve being
opened slightly.

® *The drain valve may be leaking at the tank fitting,

@ *Water in the water heater bottom or on the floor may

be from condensation, loose connections or the
temperature-pressure relief valve, DO NOT teplace the
water heater until a full inspection of all possible water
sources is made and necessary corrective steps taken.

Leakage from other appliances, water lines, or ground
seepage should also be checked.

NOTE: To check where threaded portion enters tank,
insert cotton swab between jacket opening and fit-
ting. If cotton is wet, follow “Draining” instructions
in the “Service and Adjustment” section and then
remove fitting, Put pipe dope or teflon tape on the
threads and replace. Then follow “Filling the Warter
Heater” instructions in the “Installation
Instructions” section.
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A CAUTION

Read this manual first, then before checking the water
heater make sure the electric supply has been turned
“QFF”, and never turn the electric supply “ON” before
the tank is completely full of water.

A CAUTION

Never use this water heater unless it is completely full of
water. To prevent damage to the tank and heating ele-
ment, the tank must be filled with water. The water must
flow from the hot water faucet before turning “ON”
power.
