For a silent control panel:

The pad controls the Silent Control Panel feature. The Silent Control Panel feature allows the oven control to be

operated without sounds or beeps whenever nacessary. If desired the control can be programmed for silent operation and
later returned fo operating with all the normal sounds and beeps.

To change control from normal sound operation to silent control operation

1. Press and hold pad for 6 seconds. A beep will sound, "--:--" will appear, "UPPER" and "DELAY" will flash in the

display. After 6 seconds, a beep will sound and "SP" (speaker) will appear in the display.
2. Press A or nv pad to switch between normal sound operation and silent operation mode. If "SP" appears, the control
will operate with normal sounds and beeps. If "- -" appears, the control is in the silent operation mode.

3. Wait 5 seconds to accept the change or press pad to reject the change.

Temperature Conversion (Fahrenheit / Celsius)

The B:r_bi_l pad controls the Fahrenheit or Celsius temperature display modes. The oven control can be programmed to display

temperatures in Fahrenheit or Celsius. The oven has been preset at the faciory to display in Fahrenheit. Note: both ovens
will be changed at the same time.
To change display from Fahrenheit to Celsius or Celsius to Fahrenheit

1. Press Broll pad and hold for 6 seconds. Abeep will sound, "---"will appear "UPPER" and "BROIL" will flash in the display.

After 6 seconds a beep will be heard and "F" or "C" will appear in the display. If "F" appears, the display is set to show
temperatures in Fahrenheit. If "C" appears, the display is set to show temperatures in Celsius.
Press a of ~ pad to switch between Fahrenheit or Celsius display modes. The display will show either "F" or "C".

3. Wait 5 seconds to accept the change or press pad fo reject the change.



Setting the Clock

Note: The time of day must first be set in order to operate the oven.

To Set the Clock

The pad is used to set the clock. The clock may be set for 12 or 24 hour time of day operation. The clock has been

preset at the factory for the 12 hour operation. When the appliance is first plugged in, or when the power supply to the
appliance has been interrupted, the timer in the display will flash along with "PF" (power failure).

When PF appears in the display and 12:00 is flashing, press pad. A beep will sound and PF will disappear.

To set the clock

1. Press pad. "CLO" and the current time of day will appear in the display.
2. Press g Or N pad to set the correct time of day. Wait 5 seconds. The new time of day will appear in the display.

Changing Between 12 or 24 Hour Time of Day Display:

1. Pressand hold pad for 7 seconds. "CLO" and the current time of day will appear in the display. A beep will sound

and "12h" or "24h" will appear in the display.
2. Press a or ~n padto swiich between the 12 and 24 hour time of day display. The display will show either "12h" or "24h".

3. Wait 5 seconds to accept the change or press %,?5 pad to reject the change.

4. Resetthe correct time as described in To set the Clock above. Please note that if the 24 hour time of day mode was
chosen, the clock will now display time from 0:00 through 23:59 hours.

To Set the Minute Timer

The pad controls the Timer feature. The Timer serves as an extra timer in the kitchen that will beep when the set time

has run out. It does not start or stop cooking. The Timer feature can be used during any of the other oven control functions,
except during a self clean operation.
To set the Timer

Press pad. "--:--" will appear and "TIMER" will flash in the display.

2. Press gy or 2 padto setthe desired time in the display. Wait 5 seconds and the time will begin to countdown with
the set time and "TIMER" will stay in the display.
3. When the set time has run out, "End" and "TIMER" will show in the display. The clock will sound with 3 beeps every

7 seconds until pad is pressed.,

To cancel the Kitchen Timer before the set time has run out: Press pad. The display will return to the time of
day.

To Set Add 1 Minute Feature
When the pad is pressed, 1 minute is added to the Minute Timer feature if this feature is already active. If the

Minute Timer feature is not active and the pad is pressed, the Minute Timer feaiure will become active and will

begin counting down from 1 minute.

To Set or Change the Temperature for Baking

To Set the Controls for Normal Baking:
1. Arrange interior oven racks and place food in oven.

2. Press Bﬁi{e pad, "- - =" will appear, "UPPER" or "LOWER" and "BAKE" will flash in the display.

3. Press & or % pad to set the desired temperature. The desired temperature will appear "UPPER" or "LOWER"
and "BAKE" continue flashing in the display.

4, Wait 5 seconds. "UPPER" or "LOWER" and "BAKE" stop flashing and the oven icon will appear in the display. A
beep will sound once the oven temperature reaches the desired baking temperature.

Pressing pad will cancel the Bake feature at any time.

B_éfié pad controls normal baking. The oven can be programmed to bake at any temperature from 170° F to 550° F.

To Change the Oven Temperature after Baking has Started:

1. After the oven has already been set to bake and the oven temperature needs to be changed, press .B_.éfk_é pad. "=« "

will appear, "UPPER" or "LOWER" and "BAKE" stai flashing in the display.
2. Press g or % pad lo increase or decrease the set temperature.
3. Wait 5 seconds. "UPPER" or "LOWER" and "BAKE" will stop flashing and remain in the display. A beep will sound
once the oven temperature reaches the desired baking temperature.
Note: If the oven was recently heated from prior coocking and has remained heaied, the bake element symbol may not
show in the display immediately.

To Set Control for Continuous Bake or 12 Hour Energy Saving:

The pad controls the Continuous Bake or 12 Hour Energy Saving Features. The oven control has a factory preset

Broiling is a method of cooking tender cuts of meat by direct heat under the broil .
eiement of the oven. Be sure you center your broiler pan directly under the broil Grid
element for best results.

Your broiler pan and its insert allow dripping grease to drain and be kept away
from the high heat of the broiler. DO NOT use your pan without its insert. DO
NOT cover the insert with foil. The exposed grease could ignite.

Preheating

Preheating the oven is suggested when searing rare steaks. (Remove your broiler pan before preheating. Foods will stick
if placed on hot metal.) To preheat, set the conirol(s) to BROIL as instructed in the Owner's Guide. Wait for the element to
become red-hot, usually about 2 minutes. Preheating is not necessary when broiling meats well-done.

Determine Broiling Times

Broiling times vary, so watch the food closely. Time not only depends on the distance from element, but on the thickness
and aging of meat, fat content and doneness preferred. The first side usually requires a few minutes longer than second.
Frozen meats also require additional time.

Broiler Clean-Up Tips (some models):

To make cleaning easier, line the bottom of the broiler pan with aluminum foil. DO NOT cover the broiler grid with foil.
To prevent grease from baking on, remove the broiler pan from the oven as soon as cooking is completed. Use hot pads
because the broiler pan is extremely hot. Pour off grease. Soak the pan in HOT, soapy water.

Clean the broiler pan as soon as possible afier each use. If necessary, use soap-filled steel wool pads. Heavy scouring
may scratch the grid.

Excess water in or around the controls may cause
darmage to the appliance.To replace knobs after cleaning, line up the flat sides of
both the knob and the shaft; then push the knob into place.

Clean stainless steel with hot, soapy water and a dishcloth. Rinse with clean water
and a cloth. Do not use cleaners with high concentrations of chlorides or
chlorines. Do not use harsh scrubbing cieaners. Only use kitchen cleaners that are
especially made for cleaning stainless steel. Always be sure to rinse the cleaners
from the surface as bluish stains may occur during heating that cannot be removed.

Porcelain Enamel Broiler
Pan and Insert (some
models), Door Liner, Body
Paris

Gentle scouring with a soapy scouring pad will remove most spots. Rinse with a 1:1
solution of clear water and ammonia. If necessary, cover difficult spots with an
ammonia-socaked paper towel for 30 to 40 minutes. Rinse with clean water and a
damp cloth, and then scrub with a soap-filled scouring pad. Rinse and wipe dry with
a clean cloth. Remove all cleaners or the porcelain may become damaged during
future heating. DO NOT use spray oven cleaners on the cooktop.

Oven Racks

This oven comes with lubricated porcelain oven racks, which can remain in the
oven during the self-clean cycle. Do not clean this vegetable oil lubrication off the
racks. It is important that the sides of the oven racks always have a light coating of
vegetable oil. To maintain optimal rack performance, re-apply a thin layer of
vegetable oil to the sides of the rack after every self-clean cycle or when the rack
becomes difficult to slide.

For some models with chrome oven racks, clean by using a mild, abrasive cleaner
following manufacturer’s instructions. Rinse with clean water and dry.

Use socap & water to thoroughly clean the top, sides and front of the oven door.
Rinse well. You may use a glass cleaner on the outside glass of the oven door. DO
NOT immerse the door in water. DO NOT spray or allow water or the glass
cleaner to enter the door vents. DO NOT use oven cleaners, cleaning powders or
any harsh abrasive cleaning materials on the outside of the oven door.

DC NOT clean the oven door gasket. The oven door gasket is made of a woven
material, on Self-Cleaning models, which is essential for a good seal. Care should
be taken not to rub, damage or remove this gasket.
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General Care & Cleaning

Cleaning the Porcelain Enamel Oven (Manual Clean Oven Only)

Forcelain has a smooth finish and is a type of glass fused to metal. Oven cleaners can be used on all interior oven
surfaces.

REMOVE SPILLOVERS AND HEAVY SOILING AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.
REGULAR CLEANINGS NOW WILL REDUCE THE EXTENT AND DIFFICULTY MAJOR CLEANING LATER.

Adhere to the following cleaning precautions:
¢ Allow the oven to cool before cleaning.
¢«  Wear rubber gloves when cleaning the appliance manually.

General Cleaning
Remove soils using hot, soapy water. Do not allow food spills with a high sugar or acid content (such as milk, tomatoes,
saukerkraut, fruit juices or pie filling) to remain on the surface as they may cause a dull spot even after cleaning.

To Hemove Heavy Soil

1. Allow a dish of ammonia fo sit in the oven overnight or for several hours with the oven door closed. Clean sofiened
spots using hot, soapy water. Rinse well with water and a clean cloth.

2. If soil remains, use a soap-filled scouring pad or a nonabrasive cleaner. If necessary, use an oven cleaner following
manufacturer's instructions.

Adhere to the following precautions when using oven cleaners:

1. DO NOT spray on the electrical controls or switches because it could cause a shott circuit and result in sparking or
fire,

2. DO NOT allow a film from the cleaner to build up on the temperature sensing bulb; it could cause the oven to heat
improperly. (The bulb is located in the rear of the oven.) Carefully wipe the bulb clean after each oven cleaning,
being careful not to move the bulb. A change in its position could affect how the oven bakes. Avoid bending the bulb
and capillary tube.

3. DO NOT spray any cleaner on the oven door trim or gasket, handles or any exterior surfaces of the appliance, wood
or painted surfaces. The cleaner can damage these surfaces.

To Clean the Oven Bottom

Clean using hot, soapy water, a mild abrasive cleanser, a soap-filled abrasive pad or oven cleaner following
manufacturer's instructions.

e {0le]1] Ammonia must be rinsed from all surfaces before operating the oven. Provide adequate ventilation.

Pl@ T TeT ! DO NOT line the oven walls, bottom, racks or any other part of the appliance with aluminum foil. Doing so

will destroy heat distribution, produce poor baking results and cause permanent damage to the oven interior (aluminum
foil will melt to the interior surface of the oven).

Care and Cleaning of Stainless Steel (some models)

Some models are equipped with stainless steel exterior parts. Special care and cleaning are required for maintaining the
appearance of stainiess sieel parts. Please refer 1o the table provided at beginning of the Care & Cleaning section in this
Use & Care Manual.

Removing and Replacing the Oven Door

iNeTkelel\] The dooris heavy. For safe, temporary storage, lay the door flat with
the inside of the door facing down.

To Remove Oven Door:

1. Open the door to the fully opened position.

2. Pult up the lock located on both hinge supports and engage it in the hinge

lever hooks (Figure 1). You may have to apply a little downward pressure on

the door to pull the locks fuily over the hinge lever hooks.

Grab the door by the sides, and pull the bottom of the door up and toward you

io disengage the hinge supports. Keep pulling the botiom of the door toward

you while rotating the top of the door toward the range to completely disen-

gage the hinge levers (Figure 2).

4. To clean oven door, foliow the instructions provided in the General Care &
Cleaning table.

To Replace Oven Door:

1. Grab the door by the sides; place the hinge supports in the hinge slots. Openthe
door to the fully opened position.

2. Disengage the lock from the hinge lever hooks on both sides (Figure 3).
Note: Make sure the hinge supports are fully engaged before unlocking the
hinge levers.

3. Close the oven door.

Special Door Care Instructions

Most oven doors contain glass that can break.

Read the following recommendations:

1. Do not close the oven door until all the oven racks are fully in place.

2. Do not hit the glass with pots, pans, or any other object.

3. Scratching, hitting, jarring or stressing the glass may weaken its structure
causing an increased risk of breakage at a later time.

Changing the Oven Light

On some models an interior oven light will turm automatically when the oven
door is opened. The oven light may be turned on when the door is closed by

pushing located on the control panel. On some models, the lamp is

covered with a glass shield held in place by a wire holder. THE GLASS
SHIELD MUST BE IN PLACE WHENEVER THE OVEN IS IN USE.

To replace the light bulb:

CAUTION: BE SURE THE CVEN IS COOL.

1. Turn the power off at the main source.

2. Woear a leather-faced glove for protection against possible broken glass.

3. Replace bulb with 40-watt appliance bulb only.

4. For models with glass shield, press holder on one side to release glass
shield, change bulb and be sure to replace the glass shield.

Before you call for service, review this list. It may save you time and expense. The list includes common occurrences
that are not the resuli of defective workmanship or materials in this appliance.

QOven Control Beeps and Displays Electronic control has detected a fault condition. Press STOP/CLEAR to clear

any F code error (example F11). the display and stop beeping. Reprogram the oven. If a fault reoccurs, record
the fault number. Press STOP/CLEAR and call Sears or another qualified
servicer.

-door- is displayed. The door was left open and controls set for self-cleaning cycle. Close the door.

Installation. Place oven rack in center of oven. Place a level on the oven rack. Contact

installing agent if rack and cabinet cutout flooring are not level.

Kiichen cabinet misalignment may make oven appear to be not level. Be sure
cabinets are square and level. Contact cabinet maker to correct problem.

Entire oven does not operate. When the oven is first plugged in, or when the power supply to the oven has
been interrupted, the display will flash. The oven cannot be programmed until
the clock is set.

Be sure electrical cord is securely connected into the electrical junction box.

Cord/plug is not installed and/or connecied. Cord is not supplied with oven.
Contact Sears or another qualified servicer,

Service wiring not complete. Contact Sears or another qualified servicer.

Power outage. Check house lights to be sure. Call your local electric company.

Short in cord/plug. Replace cord/plug.

Controls are not set properly. See insiructions under Setting Oven Controls
to set the controls.

House fuse has blown or circuit breaker has tripped immediately following
installation. House fuse may not be fully engaged. Check fuse and screw or
engage circuit breaker securely.

House fuse has blown or circuit breaker has tripped after the oven has been
instalied and previously operating. Call Sears or another qualified servicer.

Oven light does not work. Burned-out or loose bulb. Follow the instructions under Changing Oven Light
to replace or tighten the bulb.

Fan noise during cooking A cooling fan may automatically turn on and off to cool internal parts. This is
operation. normal, and the fan may continue to run even after oven is turned off.

Oven smokes excessively during
broiling.

Oven door is closed. Door should be open during broiling.

Meat too close to the broiler unit. Reposition the rack to provide more
clearance between the meat and the broiler. Preheat broil element for quick
searing operation.

Meat not properly prepared. Remove excess fat from meat. Slash remaining
fatty edges to prevent curling, but do not cut info the lean.

Grid on your broiler pan wrong side-up. Grease does not drain into broiler pan.
Always place the grid on your broiler pan with the ribs up and the slots down
to allow grease to drip into the pan.

Broiler pan used without grid or grid cover with foil. DO NOT use your broiler
pan without the grid or cover the grid with foil,

Oven needs to be cleaned. Grease has built up on oven surfaces. Regular
cleaning is necessary when broiling frequently. Old grease or food spatters
cause excessive smoking.

Poor baking resulis.

Many factors affect baking results. See Baking for hints, causes and
corrections. See Adjusting Oven Temperature.

Self-cleaning cycle does not work.

Make sure the oven door is closed.

Controls not set properly. Follow instruciions.

Seif-cleaning cycie was interrupted. Stop time must be set 2-4 hours past the
start time. Follow steps under "Stopping or Interrupting a Self-Cleaning Cycle"
in this Use & Care Guide.

Soil not completely removed after
self-cleaning cycle is completed.

On a dual cavity model, one oven is in operation. If one oven is set for any
mode, the second oven cannot be set to CLEAN.

Failure to hand clean frame of oven or door area outside oven seal. These
areas are not in the self-cleaning area, but get not enough to burn on residue.
Clean these areas before the self-cleaning cycle is started. Burned on residue
can be cleaned with a stiff nylon brush and water or a nylon scrubber. Do not
clean the oven door gasket or it will be damaged.

Excessive spillovers in oven. Set the self-clean cycle for longer cleaning time.

Flames inside oven or smoke from
vent.

Excessive spillovers in oven. This is normal, especially for high oven
temperatures, pie spillovers or for large amounts of grease on bottom of oven.
Wipe up excessive spillovers.
