Selecting the correct size and type sanding belt Is an
important step In achleving a high guality sanded
finish. Standard 3 inch x 21 inch sanding belis made

* of aluminum oxlds, slifcone carbide, and other syn-
thetic abrasives are best for power sanding. In
general, coarse grit will remove the most material
and fine grit will produce the smoothest finish n all
sanding operations. The condition of the surface fo
he sanded will determine which grit belt will do the
job. If the surface is rough, start with a coarse grit
belt sanding untl surface is uniform. Medium grit
telt may then be used to remove scratches left by
the coarser beil and fine grit belt used for Hinishing
of the surface. Always continue sanding with each
grit belt until the surface is uniform
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INSTALLING AND ADJUSTING SANDING BELT
