• This system is shielded against magnetic fields. However, if the picture on your TV screen becomes blurred or distorted, we

recommend moving the system away from your TV.

• Low frequency sound produced by the subwoofeffsystem control may be heard differently depending on the listening position and

subwoofer location. To eujoy desired sounds, try changing the location of the subwoofer.

• Depending on your installation enviromnent, connections to external components can be done before installing this system. We

recommend that you temporarily place and arrange all components in order to decide which procedure is best done first.

• PCM (Pulse Code Modulation)
A signal that is changed to digital format without
compression. A CD is recorded with 16-bit sound at 44.1
kHz, while DVD recording is anywhere from 16 bits at 48
kHz to 24 bits at 192 kHz, which makes it a higher quality
sound than CD.

• Sampling frequency
The number of sampling (process for digitalizing analog
signals) per second. In principle, the higher the sampling
rate, the wider the frequency range that can be played
back, and the higher the quantized bit rate, the finer the
sound that can be reproduced.
