Reinstalling the Refrigerator Door

» Right Door

1. Lower the door onto middle hinge pin (9).

2. Fit top hinge (6) over hinge lever latch (7) and into place. Rotate lever (5) counterclockwise to secure hinge.
3. Install the grounding screw (4) and connect the wire harnesses (3).

4. Hook tab on switch side of coner under edge of wire opening in cabinet top. Position cover (2) into place. Insert and
tighten cover screw (1).

» Left Door

1. Lower the door onto middle hinge pin (9).

2. Fit top hinge (7) over hinge lever latch (8) and into place. Rotate lever (6) clockwise to secure hinge.
3. Install the grounding screw (5) and connect the three wire harnesses (4).

4. Push the water supply tube into the hole on the top case and pull it out on the backplate.

5. Insert the water supply tube (3) into the connector tube until you see only one scale mark.
(Fully insert the tube over 5/8"(15mm)).

6. Hook tab on door switch side of cover (2) under edge of wire opening in cabinet top. Position cover into place. Insert
and tighten cover screw (1).

LEVELING AND DOOR ALIGNMENT

Leveling

After installing, secure the stability of the product with the
leveling legs.

Your refrigerator has two front leveling legs—one on the
right and one on the left. Adjust legs 1o alter tilt from front-
to-back or side-to-side. If your refrigerator seems
unsteady or you want the doors to close easier, adjust the
refrigerator’s tilt using the instructions below:

1. Plug the refrigerator’s power cord into a 3-prong

grounded outlet. Move the refrigerator into its final
position. Remove the base cover.

To remove the base cover

1. Open the Freezer Drawer. (Drawer not shown for
clarity.)

2. Once drawer is open there is sufficient clearance to
remove screws on top of cover.

To replace base cover:
+ Place cover into position and insert and tighten
SCrews.

2. Turn the leveling leg clockwise to raise that side of the
refrigerator or counterclockwise 1o lower it. It may take
several turns of the leveling leg to adjust the tilt of the
refrigerator.

NOTE: Having someone push backward against the

top of the refrigerator takes some weight off the leveling

legs. This makes it easier to adjust the legs.

3. Open both doors again and check to make sure that
they close easily. If not, tilt the refrigerator slightly more
to the rear by turning both leveling legs clockwise. It
may take several more turns, and you should turn both
leveling legs the same amount.

4. Re-adjust if necessary.
5. Replace the base cover.

NOTE: Your new refrigerator is uniquely designed with
two fresh food doors. Either door can be opened or
closed independently of one another. You may have to
exert slight pressure on doors to get them to close
completely.

Door Alignment

If the space between your doors is uneven, follow the
instructions below to align the doors:

1. With one hand, lift up the door you want to raise at
middle hinge.

2. With other hand, use pliers to insert snap ring as
shown.

3. Insert additional snap rings until the doors are aligned.
(Three snap rings are provided with the refrigerator in
the Use & Care Guide packet.)

Level the refrigerator by using an 11/16 inch (18mm)

wrench or a flat blade screw driver.

Turn the leveling legs (CCW) to raise or (CW) to lower

the height of the front of the refrigerator.

NOTE: The front of the refrigerator should be slightly
higher than the back.




USING YOUR REFRIGERATOR

ENSURING PROPER AIR CIRCULATION

In order to ensure proper temperatures, air must flow
between the refrigerator and freezer sections. As shown
in the illustration below, air enters at the top of the freezer
and circulates down. From the bottom of the freezer, air is
forced up to the top of the refrigerator. Air enters the
refrigerator through the top vent, then circulates and exits
at the bottom, where it returns to the freezer.

MULTI-FLOW

+ Multi-Flow means powerful and effective cooling
operation. This is especially noticeable when new food is
placed in the refrigerator compartment.

« If water or foreign substances enter the cool air vent
while cleaning, efficiency will be lowered. In addition, if
the gasket is damaged, efficiency may be lowered
because of escaping cool air.

’»,,,

Do not block any of cool air vents with food packages.
If the vents are blocked, airflow will be interrupted and
temperature and moisture problems may occur.

IMPORTANT: Because air circulates between both
sections, any odors formed in one section will transfer to
the other.

You must thoroughly clean both sections to eliminate
odors. To prevent odor transfer and drying out of food,
wrap or cover foods tightly. (See the Food Storage Guide
section for details.)

SETTING THE CONTROLS

« Your refrigerator has a control pad on the dispenser that
lets you regulate the temperature in the freezer and
refrigerator compartments.

« Initially set the REFRIGERATOR CONTROL at 37°F
(3°C) and the FREEZER CONTROL at 0°F (—18°C).
Leave it at this setting for 24 hours (one day) to stabilize.
Then adjust the compartment temperature as desired.

ADJUSTING CONTROL SETTINGS

Give the refrigerator time to cool down completely before
making final adjustments. It is best to wait 24 hours
before doing this. The initial settings mentioned in
SETTING THE CONTROLS section should be correct for
normal household refrigerator use. The controls are set
correctly when milk or juice is as cold as you like and
when ice cream is firm.

The refrigerator control functions as the thermostat for the
entire appliance (refrigerator and freezer sections). The
colder the setting, the longer the compressor will run to
keep the temperature colder. The freezer control adjusts
the cold air flow from the freezer to the refrigerator.
Setting the freezer control to a lower temperature keeps
more cold air in the freezercompartment to make it colder.

If you need to adjust temperatures in the refrigerator or
freezer, start by adjusting the refrigerator. Then wait 24
hours before checking the freezer temperature. If it is too
warm or too cold, then adjust the freezer control.

Use the settings listed in the chart below as a guide.
Always remember to wait at least 24 hours between
adjustments.

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USING YOUR REFRIGERATOR

REFRIGERATOR SHELVES

The shelves in your refrigerator are adjustable to meet
your individual storage needs. Your model may have
glass or wire shelves.

Storing similar food items together in your refrigerator and
adjusting the shelves to fit different heights of items will
make finding the exact item you want easier; it will also
reduce the amount of time the refrigerator door is open,
saving energy.

IMPORTANT: Do not clean glass shelves with warm
water while they are cold. Shelves may break if exposed
to sudden temperature changes or impact, such as
bumping. For your protection, glass shelves are made
with tempered glass, which will shatter into small pebble-
sized pieces.

NOTE: Glass shelves are heavy. Use special care when
removing them to avoid dropping them.

+ Plug in refrigerator or reconnect power.

OUTSIDE

Waxing external painted metal surfaces helps provide rust
protection. Do not wax plastic parts. Wax painted metal
surfaces at least twice a year using appliance wax (or
auto paste wax). Apply wax with a clean, soft cloth.

For products with a stainless steel exterior, use a clean
sponge or soft cloth and a mild detergent in warm water.
Do not use abrasive or harsh cleaners. Dry thoroughly
with a soft cloth.

To help remove odors, you can wash the inside of the
refrigerator with a mixture of baking soda and warm water.

5. Take out all removable parts, wrap them well and tape
them together so they don’t shift and rattle during the
move.

6. Depending on the model, raise the front of the
refrigerator so it rolls more easily OR screw in the
leveling legs all the way so they don’t scrape the floor.

The icemaker will produce 12 cubes per cycle —
approximately 90-130 cubes in a 24-hour period,
depending on freezer compartment temperature, room
temperature, number of door openings and other
operating conditions.

If the refrigerator is used before the water connection is
made to the icemaker, set the power switch to O (off).

When the refrigerator has been connected to the water
supply, set the power switch to | (on).

The icemaker will fill with water when it cools to freezing.
A newly-installed refrigerator may take 12 to 24 hours to
begin making ice cubes.

Throw away the first few batches of ice to allow the water
line to clear.

Be sure nothing interferes with the sweep of the
Automatic Shut off Arm.

When the bin fills to the level of the Automatic Shut off
Arm, the icemaker will stop producing ice.

It is normal for several cubes to be stuck together.

If ice is not used frequently, old ice cubes will become
cloudy, taste stale, and shrink.

Do not install the icemaker tubing in areas where
temperatures fall below freezing.

When using any electrical device (such as a power

drill) during installation, be sure the device is double-
insulated or grounded in a manner to prevent the hazard
of electric shock, or is battery-powered.

If a reverse osmosis water filtration system is
connected to your cold water supply, This water line
installation is not warranted by the refrigerator or icemaker
manufacturer. Follow next instructions carefully to
minimize the risk of expensive water damage.

If a reverse osmosis water filtration system is
connected to your cold water supply, the water pressure
to the reverse osmosis system needs to be a minimum of
40 1o 60 psi (2.8 Kgflcm? ~ 4.2 Kgf/cm?, less than 2 ~ 3
seconds to fill a 7oz cup).

If the water pressure from the reverse osmosis system is
less than 21 psi (1.5 Kgf/cm?, more than 4.0 sec to fill a
70z cup).

Check to see whether the sediment filter in the reverse
osmosis system is blocked. Replace the filter if necessary.
Allow the storage tank on the reverse osmosis system to
refill after heavy usage.

If the issue about water pressure from reverse osmosis
remains, call a licensed, qualified plumber.

All installations must be in accordance with local plumbing
code requirements.

Be sure there is extra tubing (about 8 feet [2.4 m]
coiled into 3 turns of about 10" [25 cm] diameter) to allow
the refrigerator to move out from the wall after installation.

The water pressure must be
between 20 and 120 p.s.i. on models without a water
filter and between 40 and 120 p.s.i. on models with a
water filter.

+ Power drill.
+1/2" or adjustable wrench.

« Straight- and Phillips-
blade screwdriver.

+ Two 1/4" outer diameter
compression nuts and
2 ferrules (sleeves) to
connect the copper tubing to
the shutoff valve and the
refrigerator water valve.

« If your existing copper water
line has a flared fitting at the
end, you will need an
adapter (available at
plumbing supply stores) to
connect the water line to the refrigerator OR you can cut
off the flared fitting with a tube cutter and then use a
compression fitting.

« Shutoff valve to connect to
the cold water line. The
shutoff valve should have a
water inlet with a minimum
inside diameter of 5/32" at
the point of connection to the
COLD WATER LINE. Saddle-
type shutoff valves are included in many water supply
kits. Before purchasing, make sure a saddle-type valve
complies with your local plumbing codes.

NOTE: Self Piercing Saddle Type Water Valve should
not be used.

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TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

UNDERSTANDING SOUNDS YOU MAY HEAR

Your new refrigerator may make sounds that your old one didn’t
make. Because the sounds are new to you, you might be

concerned about them. Most of the new sounds are normal. Hard
surfaces, like the floor, walls and cabinets, can make the sounds

seem louder than they actually are. The following describes the
kinds of sounds and what may be making them.

O 1

REFRIGERATOR DOES NOT OPERATE
Check if...

* The defrost timer will click when the automatic defrost cycle
begins and ends. The thermostat control (or refrigerator control,
depending on the model) will also click when cycling on and off.

* Ratiling noises may come from the flow of refrigerant, the water
line, or items stored on top of the refrigerator.

* Your refrigerator is designed to run more efficiently to keep your
food items at the desired temperature.
The high efficiency compressor may cause your new
refrigerator to run longer than your old one, but is still more
energy efficient that previous models. While running, you may
hear a pulsating or high-pitched sound, this is normal.

*You may hear the evaporator fan motor circulating the air
through the refrigerator and freezer compartments.

* As each cycle ends, you may hear a gurgling sound due to the
refrigerant flowing in your refrigerator.

+ Contraction and expansion of the inside walls may cause a
popping noise.

* Water dripping on the defrost heater during a defrost cycle may
cause a sizzling sound.

*You may hear air being forced over the condenser by the
condenser fan.

* You may hear water running into the drain pan during the
defrost cycle.

Then...

The power supply cord is unplugged.

Firmly plug the cord into a live outlet with proper voltage.

A household fuse has blown or circuit breaker tripped.

Replace the fuse or reset the circuit breaker.

Refrigerator is in the defrost cycle.

Wait about 30 minutes for defrost cycle to end.

Refrigerator is in Store Demo mode.

The refrigerator control has been put into the store Demo
(Demonstration) Mode. The Demonstration Mode disables the
cooling system, only lamps and display work normally. To disable
open one door, then press Ultra Ice and Ref Temp buttons at the
same time for 5 seconds. You will see the previous value setting
you had on display when Demo Mode is deactivated.

LIGHTS DO NOT WORK
Check if...

Then...

The power supply cord is unplugged.

Firmly plug the cord into a live outlet with proper voltage.

Light bulb is loose in the socket.

Turn the refrigerator control to the OFF position and unplug
the refrigerator. Gently remove the bulb and reinsert. Then
plug in refrigerator and reset the refrigerator control.

Light bulb has burned out.

Replace with an appliance bulb of the same wattage, size and shape
available at your local hardware store. (See the Changing the Light
Bulb(s) section on pages 25-28.) Turn the temperature control to the
OFF position and unplug the refrigerator prior to replacement.

Door is left open for seven continuous minutes.

Shutting door for one second will light bulbs to come back on.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

VIBRATION OR RATTLING NOISE
Check if...

Then...

The refrigerator is not resting solidly on
the floor.

Floor is weak or uneven or leveling legs need adjusting.
See Installation section on page 8 and 15.

COMPRESSOR MOTOR SEEMS TO RUN TOO MUCH

Check if...

Then...

The refrigerator that was replaced was an older
model.

Modern refrigerators with more storage space require more
operating time.

The room temperature is hotter than normal.

The motor will run longer under warm conditions. At normal room
temperatures, expect your motor to run about 40% to 80% of the
time. Under warmer conditions, expect it to run even more often.
These models are still more energy efficient than previous models.

The door is opened often or a large amount of food
has just been added.

Adding food and opening the door warms the refrigerator.

It is normal for the refrigerator to run longer in order to cool the
refrigerator back down. Adding a large amount of food warms the
refrigerator.

See the Food Storage Guide section on page 17.

In order to conserve energy, try to get everything you need out of
the refrigerator at once, keep food organized so it is easy to find
and close the door as soon as the food is removed.

The refrigerator was recently plugged in and the
refrigerator control was set correctly.

The refrigerator will take up to 24 hours to cool completely.

The refrigerator control is not set correctly for the
surrounding conditions.

See the Adjusting Control Settings section on page 17.

The doors are not closed completely.

Push the doors firmly shut. If they will not shut all the way, see
Doors will not close completely below.

The back cover is dirty.

This prevents air transfer and makes the motor work harder.
Clean the back cover. Refer to the Care and Cleaning section on
pages 25-26.

DOORS WILL NOT CLOSE COMPLETELY
Check if...

Then...

The refrigerator is not level.

See Leveling and Door Alignment section on page 15.

Food packages are blocking the door open.

Rearrange food containers to clear door and door shelves.

The ice bin, crisper cover, pans, shelves, door bins
or baskets are out of position.

Push bins all the way in and put crisper cover, pans, shelves and
baskets into their correct positions. See the Using Your
Refrigerator section on pages 16-24.

The gaskets are sticking.

Clean gaskets and the surfaces that they touch. Rub a thin coat of
appliance polish or kitchen wax on the gaskets after cleaning.

The refrigerator wobbles or seems unstable.

Level the refrigerator. Refer to the Leveling and Door
Alignment section on page 15.

The doors were removed during product
installation and not properly replaced.

Remove and replace the doors according to the Removing
and Replacing Refrigerator handies and doors section on
pages 9-14.
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TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

FROST OR ICE CRYSTALS ON FROZEN FOOD

Check if... Then...
The door is not closing properly. See Doors will not close completely above.
The door is opened often. When the door is opened, warm, humid air is allowed in the
freezer, resulting in frost.

ICE HAS OFF-TASTE OR ODOR

Check if... Then...

The icemaker was recently installed. Discard first few batches of ice to avoid discolored or off-
flavored ice.

The ice has been stored for too long. Throw away old ice and make new supply.

The food has not been wrapped tightly in either Rewrap foods since odors may migrate to the ice if food is not

comparment. wrapped properly.

The water supply contains minerals such as sulfur. A filter may need to be installed to eliminate taste and odor
problems.

The interior of refrigerator needs cleaning. See Care and Cleaning section on pages 25-26.

Ice storage bin needs cleaning. Empty and wash bin. Discard old cubes.

THERE IS WATER IN THE DEFROST DRAIN PAN
Check if... Then...

The refrigerator is defrosting. The water will evaporate. It is normal for water to drip into the
defrost pan.

It is more humid than normal. Expect that the water in the defrost pan will take longer to
evaporate. This is normal when it is hot or humid.

THE REFRIGERATOR SEEMS TO MAKE TOO MUCH NOISE

Check if... Then...
The sounds may be normal for your refrigerator. Refer to the Understanding Sounds You May Hear section
on page 31.

THE ICEMAKER IS NOT PRODUCING ICE OR ICE CUBES ARE FREEZING TOO SLOWLY

Check if... Then...
The freezer temperature is cold enough to produce Wait 24 hours after hook-up for ice production. See the
ice. Setting the Controls section on page 16.
Door left open. Check to see if something is holding the door open.
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TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

CUBES PRODUCED BY ICEMAKER ARE TOO SMALL

Check if...

Then...

Water shutoff valve connecting refrigerator to
water line may be clogged.

Call a plumber to clear the valve.

THE DOORS ARE DIFFICULT TO OPEN
Check if...

Then...

The gaskets are dirty or sticky.

Clean gaskets and the surfaces that they touch. Rub a thin
coat of appliance polish or kitchen wax on the gaskets after
cleaning.

The door is reopened within a short time after
having been opened.

When you open the door, warmer air enters the refrigerator.
As the warm air cools, it can create a vacuum. If the door is
hard to open, wait 5 minutes to allow the air pressure to
equalize, then see if it opens more easily.

TEMPERATURE IS TOO WARM OR THERE IS INTERIOR MOISTURE BUILDUP

Check if...

Then...

The air vents are blocked. Cold air circulates from
the freezer to the fresh food section and back
again through air vents in the wall dividing the two
sections.

Locate air vents by using your hand to sense airflow and move
all packages that block vents and restrict airflow.
Refer to Multi Flow on page 16 for the location of air vents.

The doors are opened often.

When the door is opened, warm humid air is allowed into the
refrigerator. The more the door is opened, the faster the
humidity builds up, and the more warm air the refrigerator must
cool. In order to keep the refrigerator cool, try to get everything
you need out of the refrigerator at once, keep food organized
so it is easy to find and close the door as soon as the food is
removed.

The control is not set correctly for the surrounding
conditions.

Refer to the Setting the Controls section on page 16.

Wait 24 hours for temperatures to stabilize or even out. If the
temperature is too cold or too warm, change the setting one
level at a time.

A large amount of food has just been added to the
refrigerator or freezer.

Adding food warms the refrigerator. It can take a few hours for
the refrigerator to return to normal temperature.

The food is not packaged correctly.

Wrap food tightly and wipe off damp containers prior to storing
in the refrigerator to avoid moisture accumulation. If
necessary, repackage food according to the guidelines in the
Food Storage Guide section on page 17.

The doors are not closing completely.

See Doors will not close completely on page 32.

The weather is humid.

In humid weather, air carries moisture into refrigerator when
doors are opened.

A self-defrost cycle was completed.

It is normal for droplets to form on the back wall after the
refrigerator self-defrosts.
