The fresh food and freezer ice makers will each
produce approximately 2.5 pounds of ice every 24
hours depending on usage conditions.

If water dispenses slower than normal, or if the
filter is six (6) months old or older, it should be
replaced.

Ensure that the supply line does not kink when the
refrigerator is pushed into place against the wall.

Turn off household water line valve. Remove valve.

Ensure that valve is not a self-piercing saddle
valve. Clean valve. Replace valve if necessary.
Press Fast Freeze to temporarily increase ice

production rate.

Replace the water filter and if the condition still
occurs check for a Saddle Valve, water valve not
turned on all the way or kinked water supply line.
