2. Insert the top hinge pin info the open hole in the top of the
refrigerator door.

3. Using the two ¥6" internal hex head screws, fasten the hinge
fo the cabinet. Do not fighten the screws completely.

Replace Left-Hand Refrigerator Door

IMPORTANT: Do not intertwine the water tubing and wiring
bundles when reconnecting them.

1. Set the left-hand door onto the bottom hinge pin.

2. Using the two %6" internal hex head screws, fasten the hinge
fo the cabinet. Do not fighten the screws completely.

3. Reconnect the water dispenser tubing.

Style 1 - Insert the tubing into the fitting until it stops and the
outer ring is fouching the face of fitting.

Style 2 - Insert the tubing firmly info the fitting until it stops.
Close the clasp around the tubing. The clasp snaps info
place between the fitting and the collar.

4. Reconnect the electrical wiring.

m  Push together the two sections of the wiring plug.

Final Steps

1. Completely tighten the four internal hex head screws (two
on the right-hand door hinge and two on the left-hand door
hinge).

2. Replace both top hinge covers.
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Remove and Replace Drawer Fronts

Depending on the width of your door opening, it may be
necessary to remove the drawer fronts fo move the refrigerator
into your home.

IMPORTANT:

If the refrigerator was previously installed and you are
moving it out of the home, before you begin, turn the
refrigerator control OFF, and unplug the refrigerator or
disconnect power. Remove food from the drawers.

Two people may be required to remove and replace the
drawer fronts.

The exterior refrigerator drawer front is connected to the
temperature control. Before removing the drawer front, the
wires must be disconnected from the temperature control.

Keep the
screws in the drawer front.

Lift the drawer front up and off the drawer glide brackets.

To ensure proper ventilation for your refrigerator, allow for a 12"
(1.25 cm) of space on each side and at the top. Allow for a 1"
(2.54 cm) space behind the refrigerator. If your refrigerator has
an ice maker, allow extra space at the back for the water line
connections. When installing your refrigerafor next fo a fixed
wall, leave a 3%4" (9.5 cm) minimum space between the
refrigerator and wall to allow the door to swing open.

NOTE: This refrigerator is intended for use in a location where
the temperature ranges from a minimum of 55°F (13°C) to a
maximum of 110°F (43°C). The preferred room temperature
range for optimum performance, which reduces electricity
usage and provides superior cooling, is between 60°F (15°C)
and 90°F (32°CQ). It is recommended that you do not install the
refrigerator near a heat source, such as an oven or radiator.
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Electrical Requirements

Electrical Shock Hazard

Do not use an adapter.
Do not use an extension cord.

Failure to follow these instructions can result in death,
fire, or electrical shock.

Before you move your refrigerator into its final location, it is
important fo make sure you have the proper electrical
connection.

Recommended Grounding Method

A 115 volt, 60 Hz, AC only 15- or 20-amp fused, grounded
electrical supply is required. It is recommended that a separate
circuit serving only your refrigerator be provided. Use an outlet
that cannot be turned off by a switch. Do not use an

extension cord.

NOTE: Before performing any type of installation, cleaning, or
removing a light bulb, turn Cooling OFF, and then disconnect
the refrigerator from the electrical source. When you have
finished, reconnect the refrigerator to the electrical source and
turn Cooling ON. See “Using the Control(s).”

n
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Water Supply Requiremen
A cold water supply with water pressure between 35 and
120 psi (241 and 827 kPa) is required to operate the water
dispenser and ice maker. If you have questions about your water
pressure, call a licensed, qualified plumber.

NOTE: If the water pressure is less than what is required, the
flow of water from the water dispenser could decrease or ice
cubes could be hollow or irregular shaped.

Reverse Osmosis Water Supply

IMPORTANT: The pressure of the water supply coming out of a
reverse osmosis system going to the water inlet valve of the
refrigerafor needs to be between 35 and 120 psi (241 and

827 kPa).

If a reverse osmosis water filtration system is connected to your
cold water supply, the water pressure to the reverse osmosis

system needs to be a minimum of 40 to 60 psi (276 to 414 kPa).

B Check to see whether the sediment filter in the reverse
osmosis system is blocked. Replace the filter if necessary.

m  Allow the storage tank on the reverse osmosis system to refill
after heavy use. The tank capacity could be too small to
keep up with the requirements of the refrigerator.

NOTE: Faucet mounted reverse osmosis systems are not
recommended.

m  If your refrigerator has a water filter, it may further reduce
the water pressure when used in conjunction with a reverse
osmosis system. Remove the water filter. See “Water
Filtration System.”

If you have questions about your water pressure, call a licensed,
qualified plumber.

Connect the Water Supply
Read all directions before you begin.
IMPORTANT:

m  Plumbing shall be installed in accordance with the
International Plumbing Code and any local codes and
ordinances.

m  The gray water tubing on the back of the refrigerator (which
is used to connect to the household water line) is a PEX
(cross-linked polyethylene) tube. Copper and PEX tubing
connections from the household water line to the refrigerator
are acceptable, and will help avoid off-taste or odor in your
ice or water. Check for leaks.

If PEX tubing is used instead of copper, we recommend the
following part numbers:

WI10505928RP (7 ft [2.14 m] jacketed PEX),

8212547RP (5 ft [1.52 m] PEX), or

W10267701RP (25 ft [7.62 m] PEX).

m Install tubing only in areas where temperatures will remain
above freezing.

NOTE: Do not use a piercing-type or %" (4.76 mm) saddle
valve which reduces water flow and clogs easier.

IMPORTANT: If you turn the refrigerator on before the water is
connected, turn the ice maker OFF.

1. Unplug refrigerator or disconnect power.

2. Turn OFF main water supply. Turn ON nearest faucet long
enough to clear line of water.

3. Use a quarter-turn shutoff valve or the equivalent, served by
a V2" household supply line.

NOTE: To allow sufficient water flow to the refrigerator, a
minimum 2" size household supply line is recommended.

4. Now you are ready to connect the copper tubing to the
shutoff valve. Use V4" (6.35 mm) OD soft copper tubing to
connect the shutoff valve and the refrigerator.

m  Ensure that you have the proper length needed for the
job. Be sure both ends of the copper tubing are cut
square.

m  Slip compression sleeve and compression nut onto
copper tubing as shown. Insert end of tubing into outlet
end squarely as far as it will go. Screw compression nut
onto outlet end with adjustable wrench. Do not
overtighten.

furn on main water supply to flush out fubing unfil water is
clear. Turn off shutoff valve on the water pipe.

NOTE: Always drain the water line before making the final
connection to the inlet of the water valve, fo avoid possible
water valve malfunction.

Bend the copper tubing to meet the water line inlet, which is
located on the back of the refrigerator cabinet as shown.
Leave a coil of copper tubing to allow the refrigerator to
be pulled out of the cabinet or away from the wall for
service.

Do not
overtighten. Confirm copper tubing is secure by pulling on
copper tubing.

Secure copper tubing to
refrigerator cabinet with a *P” clamp.

Install the water supply tube clamp around the water supply
line to reduce strain on the coupling.

Turn shutoff valve ON.

Check for leaks. Tighten any connections {including
connections at the valve) or nuts that leak.

On some models, the ice maker is equipped with a built-in
water strainer. If your water conditions require a second
water strainer, install it in the 4" (6.35 mm) water line at
either tube connection. Obtain a water strainer from your
appliance dealer.

Remove the base grille. Using both hands, grasp the grille
firmly and pull it foward you. Open the freezer drawer to
access the brake feet.

NOTE: To allow the refrigerator to roll easier, raise the
brake feet by turning them counterclockwise. The front
rollers will be touching the floor.

Move the refrigerator to its final location.

Using the ¥4" hex nut driver, lower the brake feet. Turn them
clockwise, until the rollers are off the floor and both brake
feet are snug against the floor.

Viewing and Adjusting Temperature Set Points

For your convenience, your refrigerator and freezer controls are
preset at the factory.

When you first install your refrigerator, make sure that the
confrols are still set to the recommended set points. The factory
recommended set points are 37°F (3°C) for the refrigerator and
O°F (-18°C) for the freezer.

IMPORTANT:

m  Wait 24 hours before you put food into the refrigerator. If
you add food before the refrigerator has cooled completely,
your food may spoil.

NOTE: Adjusting the set points to a colder than
recommended setting will not cool the compartments any
faster.

m [f the temperature is too warm or foo cold in the refrigerator
or freezer, first check the air vents to be sure they are not
blocked before adjusting the controls.

m  The recommended setfings should be correct for normal
household use. The controls are set correctly when milk or
juice is as cold as you like and when ice cream is firm.

NOTE: Areas such as a garage, basement or porch, may
have higher humidity or extreme temperatures. You may
need fo adjust the temperature away from the
recommended settings fo accommodate for these
conditions.

m  Wait at least 24 hours between adjustments. Recheck the
temperatures before other adjustments are made.

NOTE: As air is cleared from the system, water may spurt out of
the dispenser.

1. Using a sturdy container, depress and hold the water
dispenser paddle for 5 seconds.

2. Release the dispenser paddle for 5 seconds. Repeat steps 1
and 2 until water begins to flow.

3. Once water begins to flow, continue depressing and
releasing the dispenser pad (5 seconds on, 5 seconds off)
until a total of 3 gal. (12 L) has been dispensed.
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Household water pressure may affect the accuracy of the
Measured Fill feature.

m Dispense at least 1 gt (1 L) of water every week to maintain
a fresh supply.

m If the flow of water from the dispenser decreases, it could be
caused by low water pressure.

m  With the water filter removed, dispense 1 cup (237 ml)
of water. If 1 cup (237 ml) of water is dispensed in
8 seconds or less, the water pressure fo the refrigerator
meets the minimum requirement.

m If it fakes longer than 8 seconds to dispense 1 cup
(237 ml) of water, the water pressure to the refrigerator
is lower than recommended. See “Water Supply
Requirements” and “Troubleshooting” for suggestions.

To Dispense Water (Standard):

1. Select water.
2. Press a sturdy glass against the dispenser paddle.

NOTE: While dispensing water and for 3 seconds after
dispensing has stopped, the digital display will show how
much water has been dispensed.

3. Remove the glass to stop dispensing.

To Dispense Water (Measured Fill):

Measured Fill allows you fo dispense a specified amount of
water with the touch of a few controls.

NOTE: The amount of water you select will be dispensed. Be
sure that the container is empty and can hold the entire volume.
If ice is in the container, you may need to adjust your selection.

1. Press MEASURED FILL to turn on the feature. When the
feature is on, the Measured Fill screen appears on the
display.

Dispense
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NOTES:

m  The dispenser will automatically turn off Measured Fill
after 1 minute of inactivity. When Measured Fill is furned
off, any changes you have made will be lost and all
defaults will be restored.

m Press ICE/WATER “Back,” to manually turn off the
Measured Fill feature.

2. Press ACCENT LIGHT, under Units, to toggle among ounce,
cup and liter. The default unit is ounce.

Default, minimum, and maximum volumes are listed below.

Units Default Minimum | Maximum
Ounces 8 1 128

Cups 1 1/a 16

Liters 0.25 0.05 4.00

3. Press LOCK or SETTINGS to adjust the water volume as
desired. The LOCK control increases the volume, and the
SETTINGS control lowers the volume.

NOTES:

B When increasing or decreasing the dispense volumes, if
an adjustment button (-/+) is held for approximately
10 seconds or longer the control may stop responding.
Release the button for approximately 2 seconds and
then continue making the adjustment.

B Most coffee cups (commonly 4 to 6 0z [118 1o 177 ml]
per cup) are not the same size as a measuring cup (8 oz
[237 mLl]). You may need to adjust the volume to avoid
unintentionally overfilling coffee cups.

4. Dispense water.

NOTE: While dispensing water, the digital display will count
down how much water remains to be dispensed, according
to the volume you selected. The flow of water will
automatically stop once the desired volume has been
dispensed.

m Press a sturdy glass against the dispenser paddle.
OR

m Place the glass below the water dispenser and press
MEASURED FILL, under Dispense, for hands-free
dispensing.

5. To stop dispensing before the selected volume has been
dispensed, remove the glass from the dispenser paddle OR
press MEASURED FILL a second fime.

NOTE: If you stop dispensing before the desired volume has
been dispensed, the digital display will confinue fo show
how much water remains to be dispensed. The display will
turn off after 1 minute of inactivity.

m  To select a new volume or start dispensing the same
volume again, you must first finish dispensing the
selected volume, or turn off the Measured Fill feature
(either by waiting 1 minute so it will automatically turn
off or by pressing ICE/WATER “Back” to manually turn it
off) and then turn it back on.
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The Ice Dispenser

IMPORTANT:

m If the ice cubes are hollow or have an irregular shape, it
could be because of low water pressure. See “Water Supply
Requirements.”

B Ice travels from the ice storage bin through the dispenser
chute to the dispenser. To turn off the ice maker, see “Ice
Maker and Storage Bin.”

To Clean the Ice Dispenser Chute:
Humidity causes ice to naturally clump together. lce particles
can build up until the ice dispenser chute becomes blocked.

If ice is not dispensed regularly, it may be necessary fo empty
the ice storage bin and clean the ice delivery chute, the ice
storage bin and the area beneath the storage bin every

2 weeks.

m  Remove the ice clogging the storage bin and delivery chute,
using a plastic utensil if necessary.

m  Clean the ice delivery chute and the bottom of the ice
storage bin using a warm, damp cloth, then dry thoroughly.

To Dispense lce:

1. Select the desired type of ice. To switch between cubed ice
and crushed ice, press ICE/WATER.

|

Cut Hazard
Use a sturdy glass when dispensing ice.

Failure to do so can result in cuts.

2. Press a sturdy glass against the dispenser paddle. Hold the
glass close to the dispenser opening so ice does not fall
outside of the glass.

IMPORTANT: You do not need to apply a lot of pressure to

the paddle to activate the ice dispenser. Pressing hard will
not make the ice dispense faster or in greater quantities.

3. Remove the glass to stop dispensing.

NOTE: Ice may continue to dispense for several seconds after
removing the glass from the dispenser paddle. The dispenser
may confinue fo make noise for a few seconds after dispensing.

The Dispenser Light

When you use the dispenser, the light will automatically turn on.
To turn on the light when you are not dispensing:

Press ACCENT LIGHT to toggle through the following choices in
a continuous loop:

m  OFF (default) - The dispenser light is off



m  ON - The dispenser light remains on at 100% brightness
m  DIM - The dispenser light remains on at 50% brightness

The dispenser lights are LEDs that cannot be changed. If it
appears that your dispenser lights are not working, see
“Troubleshooting” for more information.
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The Dispenser Lock

The dispenser can be turned off for easy cleaning or to avoid
uninfentional dispensing by smaill children and pefs.

NOTE: The lock feature does not shut off power to the
refrigerator, to the ice maker, or to the dispenser light. It simply
deactivates the controls and dispenser paddles. To turn off the
ice maker, see “lce Maker and Storage Bin.”

B Press and hold LOCK for 3 seconds to lock the dispenser.
m  Press and hold LOCK a second fime to unlock the dispenser.

The display screen indicates when the dispenser is locked.

IMPORTANT: To avoid low ice production and poor quality ice,

flush the water system before turning on the ice maker. See
“Water Dispenser.”

m  Allow 24 hours to produce the first batch of ice. Discard the
first three batches of ice produced. Allow 2 to 3 days for the
storage bin to fill completely following installation.

m  The quality of your ice will be only as good as the quality of
the water supplied to your ice maker. Avoid connecting the
ice maker to a softened water supply. Water softener
chemicals (such as salt) can damage parts of the ice maker
and lead fo
