Clear The Working Area

WARNING: Rotational Kickback can
occur when the moving chain contacts
an object at the upper portion of the tip
of the guide bar. Contact at the upper
porttion of the tip of the guide bar can
cause the chain to dig into the object,
which stops the chain for an instant.
The result is a lightning fast, reverse
reaction which kicks the guide bar up
and back toward the operator.
Pinch-Kickback and Pull-in occur when
the chain is suddenly stopped by being
pinched, caught, or by contacting a for-
eign object.in the wood. This sudden
stopping of the chain results in a rever-
sal of the chain force used to cut wood
and causes the saw to move in the op-
posite direction of the chain rotation.
Pinch-Kickback drives the saw straight
back toward the operator. Puil-In pulls
the saw away from the operator.
KICKBACK WARNING:

Kickback can occur when the moving
chain contacts an object at the upper
portion of the tip of the guide bar or when
the wood closes in and pinches the saw
chain in the cut. The Computed Kickback
Angle (CKA) listed on your saw and listed
in the following CKA Table represents the
angle of kickback your bar and chain
combinations will have when tested in
accordance with CSA and ANSI stan-
dards. Computed angles represented in
the CKA colurnn indicate total energy and
angle assoclated without a chain brake.
When ing replacements, consid-
orations should be given to the lower
CKA values. In all cases, lower CKA val-

REDUCE THE CHANCE OF
KICKBACK

The following precautions should be fol-
lowed to minimize kickback:

-+ Grip saw firmly. Hold chain saw finnly

with both ‘hands when motor is running.
Use a firm grip with thumbs and ﬁngers
encircling chain saw

* Do not over reach.

» Keep proper footing and balance at
all times.

* Don't let the nose of the guide bar
contact a log, branch, ground or other
obstruction.

» Don’t cut above shoulder height.

» Use devices such as low kickback
chain, guide bar nose guards, chain
brakes, and special guide bars that
reduce the risks associated with kick-
back.

» Only use replacement bars and
chains specified by the manufacturer
or the equivalent.

Avoid Pinch-Kickback:

« Be extremely aware of situations or
obstructions that can cause material
to pinch the top of or otherwise stop
the chain.

» Do not cut more than one log at a time.

» Do not twist the saw as the bar is
withdrawn from an undercut when
bucking.

Avoid PulHn:

+ Always begin cutting with the saw at
full speed and the saw housing
against wood.

» Use wedges made of plastic or wood.
Never use metal to hold the cut open.

MAINTAIN CONTROL.:

The foliowing precautions should be fol-

lowed to minimize kickback.

* A good, firm grip on the saw with both
hands will help you maintain control.
Don't let go. Grip the rear handle with
your right hand whether you are right
or left handed.

KICKBACK SAFETY FEATURES

TREE FELLING TECHNIQUES

Check for broken or dead branches

which can fall while cutting causing sern-

ous injury. Do not cut near buildings or

electrical wires if you do not know the di-

rection of tree fall, nor cut at night since

you will not be able to see well, nor dur-
ing bad weather such as rain, snow,
strong winds, etc. If the tree makes con-
tact with any utiity ne, the utiity cornpla-
ny should be notffied immediately.

» Carefully plan your sawing operation in

a .

+ Clear the work area. You need a clear
area all around the tree so you can
have secure footing.

» Study the natural conditions that can
cause the tree to fall in a particular
direction, such as:

» The wind direction and speed.

» The lean of the tree. The lean of atree
might not be apparent due to uneven
or sloping terrain. Use a plumb or level
to determine the direction of tree lean.

» Weight and branches on one side.

+ Surrounding trees and obstacles.

* Look for decay and rot. if the trunk is
rotted, it can snap and fall toward the

:rerator.

» Make sure there is enough room for
the tree to fall. Maintain a distance of
2-1/2 tree lengths from the nearest
person or other objects. Motor noise
can drown out a warning call.



« Remove dirt, stones, loose bark,
nails, staples, and wire from the tree
where cuts are to be made.

trees. A notch is cut on the side of the

tree in the desired direction of fall. After

a felling cut is made on the opposite

side of tree, the tree will tend to fall in

the direction of the notch.

NOTE: If tree has large buttress roots,

remove them before making the notch.

NOTCH CUT AND FELLING TREE

* Make notch cut by cutting the top of
the notch first. Cut through 1/3 of the
diameter of the tree. Next complete
the notch by cutting the bottom. See
illustration. Once notch is cut, remove
the wedge of wood from the tree.

+ After removing the wood, make the
felling cut on the opposite side of the

- notch. This is done by making a cut
about two inches higher than the cen-
ter of the notch. This will leave
enough uncut wood between the fell-
ing cut and the notch to torm a hinge.
This hinge will help prevent the tree
from falling in the wrong direction.

Notching Undercut — Make the notch
1/3 the diameter of the tres, perpendic-
ular to the direction of fall as illustrated.
Make the lower horizontal notching cut
first. This will help to avoid pinching of
either,the saw chain or the guide bar
when nd notch is being made.
Felling Back Cut — Make the felling
back cut at least 2 inches (50.8mm})

higher than the horizontal notching cut
as illustrated. Keep the felling back cut
paraliel to the horizontal notching cut.
Make the felling back cut so enough
wood is left to act as a hinge. The hinge
wood helps the tree from twisting and

falling in the wrong direction. Do not cut

through the hinge.

As the feeling cut gets dose ot the hinge
the tree should begin to fall, If there is
any chance that the tree may not fall in
the desired direction or it may rock back
and bind the saw chain, stop cutting be-
fore the felling back cut is complete and
use wedges of wood, plastic or aluminum
to open the cut and drop the tree along
the desired line of fall.

When the tree begins to fall, remove the
chain saw from the cut, stop the motor,
put the chain saw down, then use the re-
treat path planned. Be alert for overhead
limbs falling and watch your footing.
Hinge holds tree on stump and helps
control fall,

NOTE: Before felling cut is complete,
use wedges to open the cut when
necessary to control the direction of fall.
To avoid kickback and chain damage,
use wood or plastic wedges, but never
steel or iron wedges.

+ Be alert to signs that the tree is ready
to fall: cracking sounds, widening of
the felling cut, or movement in the up-
per branches.

» As tree starts to fall, stop saw, put it
down, and get awag quickly on your

lanned retreat path.

+ Be extremely cautious with partially
fallen trees that may be poorly sup-
ported. When a tree doesn't fall com-
pletely, set the saw aside and pull
down the tree with a cable winch,
block and tackle, or tractor. Do not
use your saw to cut down a partially
fallen tree.

ucking is the term used for cutting a
fallen tree to the desired log size.

* It is important to make sure your footing
is firm and your weight is evenly distrib-
uted on feet. When possible, the
log should be raised and supported by
use of limbs, Jogs, or blocks.

+ Use a sawhorse to cut small logs.
Never allow another person to hold
the log while cutting and never hold
the log with your leg or foot,

* Do not cut in an area where logs,
limbs, and roots are tangled. Drag logs
into a clear area before cutting them.

* When “cutting through”, to maintain
complete control, release the cuttin
pressure near the end of the cut with-
out loosening your grip on the chain
saw handles.

* Don't let the chain contact the ground.

» After completing the cut, wait for the
saw chain to stop before you move
the chain saw.

» Always stop the motor before moving
from tree to tree.

Stand on uphill side
when cutting because
log may roll.

The chain saw operator should keep on

the uphill side of the terrain as the tree

;s likely to roll or slide downhill after it is
elied.

"When bucking on a slope always stand
on the uphill side of the log, as illustrated
above. When “cutting through”, to main-
tain complete control release the cutting
pressure near the end of the cut without
relaxing your grip on the chain saw han-
dies. Don't let the chain contact the
ground. After comipleting the cut, wait for
the saw chain to stop before move
the chain saw. Always stop the motor be-
fore moving from the tree to tree.
BUCKING TECHNIQUES
WARNING: If saw becomes pinched

~or hung in a log, don’t try to force it out.
“You can lose control of the saw, result-

ing in injury and/or damage to the saw.
Stop the saw; drive a wedge of plastic
or wood into cut until the saw can be
removed easily. Restart saw and care-
fully reenter the cut. Do not use a metal
wedge. Do not attempt to restart your
saw when it is pinched or hung in a log.

Tum saw OFF and use a plastic or

wooden wedge to force cut open.
Overcutting begins on the top side of
the log with the bottom of the saw
against the log. When overcutting use
light downward pressure.

Undetcutting
Undercutting involves cutting on the
underside of the log with top of saw
against the log. When undercutting use
light upward pressure. Hold saw firmly
and maintain control. The saw will tend
to push back toward you.

WARNING: Never turn saw upside
down to undercut. The saw cannot be
controlled in this position.

When the log is supported along its en-
fire length as illustrated below, it is cut
from the top (overbuck).

LIMBING AND PRUNING
WARNING: Never climb intd a tree to
limb or prune. Do not stand on ladders,
platforms, a log, or in any position
which can cause you to lose your bal-
ance or control of the saw.
IMPORTANT POINTS

» Watch out for springpoles.
vsvgringpotes are small size limbs

ich can whip toward you or pull you
off balance. Use extreme caution
when cutting small size limbs.

* Be alept for springback. Watch out for
branches that are bent or under pres-
sure. Avoid being struck by the
branch or the saw when the tension in
the wood fibers is released.

» Frequently clear branches out of the
way to avoid tripping over them.

LIMBING

Remove Small Limbs With One Cut .

Limbing is removing the branches from

afallen tree. When limbing, leave larg-

er lower limbs to support the log off the
ground. Remove the small limbs in one
cut as illustrated in the figure above.

Branches under tension should be cut

from the bottom up to avoid binding the

chain saw.

* Limb a tree only after it is cut down.

» Leave the larger limbs undemeath the
felled tree to support the tree as you
work.

* Start at the base of the felled tree and
work toward the top, cutting branches
and limbs. Remove small limbs with
one cut.

» Keep the tree between you and the
chain,

* Remove larger, supporting branches
with the 1/3, 2/3 cutting techniques de-
scribed in the bucking section.

* Always use an overcut to cut small
and freely hanging limbs. Undercut-
ting could cause limbs to fall and
pinch the saw.

PRUNING

WARNING: Limit pruning to limbs

shoulder height or below. Do not cut if

branches are higher than your shoul-
der. Get a professional to do the job.

* Make your first cut 173 of the way
through the bottom of the limb.

*» Next make a second cut all the way
tl_lrou%h the limb. .

* Finish'the pruning operation by using
an overcut so that the stump of the
limb protrudes 1 to 2 inches from the
trunk of the tree.

SERVICE AND ADJUSTMENTS

CHAIN REPLACEMENT
WARNING: Avoid accidental starting.
Always unplug saw from power source
before i a bar and/or chain,
CAUTION: Wear protective gloves
when i&fidling chain.
