CPRM
(Content Protection for
Recordable Media)

CPRM is a copy protection sys-
temn with scramble system regard-
ing the recording of “copy-once”
broadcast programs (e.g. some
satellite broadcasts).
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An indirect representation of
sound by numbers. During record-
ing, the sound is measured at dis-
crete intervals (44, 100 times a
second for CD audio) by an ana-
log-to-digital converter, generating
a stream of numbers.

Dolby Digital

The system to compress digital
sound developed by Dolby
Laboratories.
