Film-based software is derived from film and displays images at
24 frames per second. Some DVD software contains both video and film.

In order for these images to appear natural on vour screen when output in progressive format,
the progressive signals need to be converted to match the type of DVD software that vou are
watching.

When vou play video-based software in progressive signal format, sections of some types of images may
appear unnatural due to the conversion process when output through the COMPONENT VIDEO OUT jacks.
Images from the 8 VIDEO OUT and LINE OUT (VIDEO) jacks are unaffected as they are output in the
normal (interlace) format.

A title 1s composed of
several chapters. Depending on the disc, no
chapters may be recorded.

Dolby Digital (page 21, 67)

Digitat audio compression technology
developed by Dolby Laboratories. This
technology conforms to multi-channel
surround sound. The rear channel 1s stereo
and there 1s a discrete subwooter channel in
this format. Dolby Digital provides the same
discrete channels of high quality digital audio
found in “Dolby Digital” theater surround
sound systems. Good channel separation is
realized because ail of the channel data is
recorded discretely and little deterioration is
realized because all channel data processing
is digital.

DTS (page 21, 68)

Digital audio compression technology that
Digital Theater Systems, Inc. developed. This
technology conforms to multi-channel
surround sound. The rear channel is stereo
and there 1s a discrete subwooter channel in
this format. DTS provides the same discrete
channels of high quality digital audio.

Good channel separation is realized because
all of the channel data is recorded discretely
and litile deterioration is realized because all
channel data processing is digital.

DVD VIDEO (page 7)

A disc that contains up to 8 hours of moving
pictures even though its diameter is the same
asa CD.

The data capacity of a single-laver and single-
sided DVD 1s 4.7 GB (Giga Byte), whichi1s 7
times that of a CD. The data capacityof a
double-layer and single-sided DVD 15 8.5
GB, a single-laver and double-sided DVD is



9.4 GB, and double-layer and double-sided
DVDis 17 GB.

The picture data uses the MPEG 2 format, a
worldwide standard of digital compression
technology. The picture data is compressed to
about 1/40 (average) of its original size. The
DVD also uses a variable rate coding
technology that changes the data to be
allocated according to the status of the
picture. Audio information is recorded in a
multi-channel format, such as Dolby Digital,
allowing vou to enjoy a more realistic audio
presence.

Furthermore, various advanced functions
such as the mulii-angle, multilingual, and
Parental Control functions are provided with
the DVD.

DVD-RW (page 7)

A DVD-RW is a recordable and rewritable
disc that is the same size as a DVD VIDEO.
The DVD-RW has two different medes: VR
mode and Video mode. DVD-RWs created in
Video mode have the same format as a DVD
VIDEO, while discs created in VR (Video
Recording) mode allow the contents to be
programmed or edited.

DVD+RW (page 7)

A DVD+RW (plus RW) is a recordable and
rewritable disc. DVD+RWSs use a recording
format thatis comparable to the DVD VIDEO
format.

File (page 50, 53)

A JPEG image recorded on a DATA CD/
DATA DVD (“File” is an exclusive
definition for this player.) A single file
consist of a single image.

Film based software, Video based
software (page 20)

DVDs can be classitied as Film based or
Video based software. Film based DVDs
contain the same images (24 frames per
second) that are shown at movie theaters.
Video based DVDs, such as television
dramas or sit-coms, displays images at 30
frames/60 tields per second.

HDMI (High-Definition Multimedia
Interface)

HDMI 15 an interface that supports both video
and audio on a single digital connection. The

HDMI connection carries standard to high
definition video signals and multi-channel
audio signals to AV components such as
HDMI equipped TVs, in digital form without
degradation.

Since the video signals are compatible with
the current DVT (Digital Visual Interface)
format, HDMI jacks can be connected to DVI
jacks by way of an HDMI-DVI converter
cord. The HDMI specification supports
HDCP (High-bandwidth Digital Contents
Protect
